Berious accidenis on rallroads amd stemmmbonts have
Maly become of such frequent ocourrence that' they
aliract but liutle more than a temporary feeling of indig-
mation or horror, and since, as & geveral thing, ‘‘vobody
2 %0 blame,’’ there are no examnples made, und con-
sequenily po extra paios laken by the offficers and
employes of the various railroad companies Lo avert or
avoid the immense loes of life which we are almost
dully called upon to record. Yesterday morning a
spocial train on the Long Island Railroad, eomsisting of
eight passenger cars, besides baggage and freight cars,
each fGilled Lo its ulmost capaecity with men, women and
ehildren, arrived on time (half-past nine A. M.) st
Jamaicn; there it should have met the eight o'clock
train from Hunter's Point; but the latter (rain, according
#0 the conductor’s statemont, left Honto's Point Bfteen
minutes behind time and Winfleld three-quarters of
aa hour behind time, The officers in charge of the latter
fraln, knowing that they were 0 far bebind time, should,
acgording to the rales of the company, bave walted nt
Winfield for the olher train to pass; bat inrtead of doing
this they put on full steam and dashed along, trusting Lo
ek Lo reach Jamales i time to avold & collision with
the westward bound train.

Tue westward bound truin bas lately caused congider-
able apprebension among the knowing ones, as it is a
special train ranning only on Monday morpings, and s
wenerally freightod, as on this occasion, with familiesre-
surming from the many country places on the route after
a Bunday excursion., A week or two ago the train from
Hupter's Point was behind time, and the engineer of the

TESTIMONY OF MR. KICK.

Richard J. Rice, the first witness examined, was the
conduotor on the up train—the ope from Hunter's Point.
He staied that he had been a conductor for twenly years;
he was bebind time GMesn minutes from Hunter's Point;
was behind time thirty-five minutes when be left Win-
fleld, and the trains came togother betwoon Winflold
and Jamalca; he jumped off just before the trains
collided; he was fourteon minutes in going Lo Jamaica,
though he could do it in less time; when be left Win-
field the expross had the right of the way; had stopped
quite etill at the time of the collision; be believed nine
persons were injured ; thought there was nothing to pre-
vent the engineers from seeing each other's Urains
there was & curve at the place of the collision, but they
(the engineers) could have seen each other across the
lot; there was no flagman at that point, and no precau-
tiopary measure was laken, except Lo pass the eurve
slowly, which I8 costomary, bul nod required by the
rales; the mail train was comivg so slowly that the
whistlo of the express train was heard before he heard
the whistle of Lis own engine; the expresa train was
moving round the curve ai the rate of twenty miles an
hour; considering the localily in question, o acoident
could bave happencd if proper caution bad been taken
by the respoctive engineers,

AFFECTING INCIDENT,

At the eonclusion of Mr. Rice's testimony the jury ad-
journed to Mr. McHugh's hotel to bear Mr. Crooker's
stutement as 1o the identily of his son, Mr. Crooker, on
being neked by the foreman if be recognized the body as
that of his son, burst into tears, and said, *‘Yes, that's
my boy—my puor boy ! He was asked the boy's name,
and was then permitted to have the remains of his mur-
dered son conveyed to his residence at Harlem.

The jury then returned to the inquest room apd pro-
ceeded 10 take the wetimony of Mr. Sands, the conducior
of the westward bound train. His testimony was in many
particalars contrudictory to that of Mr. Rice, but the
facts are prinvipally as given above. Owing to the late-
poegs of the hour our reporter was obliged to leave before
the testimony was concluded, but the inquest will be
continued nntil the entire maiter has been thoroughly
wifted; and it is 1o be hoped that in this insiance, if no
alledtating circumstances can be fouund, those guilty of
such whaolegale murder will meet with prompt and con-
dign punishment,

THE CATASTROPHE IN THE COURTS.

Justice Sutherland, of the Supreme Court, now holding
Chambers, was & passenger on the train from Greenport
wbich met with the acvident at Jamaica, nnd was de
tarmed thereby from makiog bis sppearance at the time
of opening the court.

When
Bearing the curve where the sccident of yesterdny oc-
eurrod a person was observed at & ehort distance ahiend
making signs to reverse the engine; this was dope as
mpeedily as posgible, and the train was just well off the
track when the train from Hunter's Point came dashing
aleng af full speed, and the engineer, being quertioned ax
40 the cause of his going so recklesaly, said that he forgot
all about the special train being run on Mondayw.

The particulars of the affair, as gatbhered al the rcene
of the accident, are as follows :—

The eight o'clock A. M. train from Hunter's Polul Jefi
Winfeld st about half-past nine o'clock, and war going
o4 & pretiy high rate of speed, In order that the train
from @reenport, which it should have met at Jamaica
some time previous, might be avoided; but on turning a
eurve noar Van Wyck avenue the engineer saw the
mmoke of the other | ive and attemptod Lo stop the
train; but finding that a collision was inevitable, be, with
the freman and conductor, jumped from the care amid
escaped uninyured. The employes of the other truin de
wseried their posts in like manuer, except the one brake-
man, who lended the entire traln of elght cars, who, by
disconneciing one or two of the rear cars, rendered the
shock lees geverely felt in thoss cars than in the othere,
The engines anplnyld., which were both mew owper, and
were ly G | Grant and General
Sherman, m emldersbly damaged; the cow eatelivrs
were broken into pieces of from one to three inches in
dength, and the entire undergear of both eugines
was completely smashed. Most of the persons
who were seriously injured were standing on the
platforms of the cars at the time of tho accident, as the
ineide of the cars was 8o crowded that standing room
even could not be had inside the doors. When the trains
eolivded o great was the shook that the rear platform of
the socond car was forced on top the front platform of
the third car, while between the two platforms thus sito-
aled were two or three passengers frightfully mashed,
Thes: were with some diliculty extrieated ; one of them,
William Ganley, the newsboy on the train, appeared to
bave been killed instantly, and the others died shortly
allerwards.

Mr. E. B. Litchield, President of the Brooklyn Central
and Jamaica Rallroad, was on the train from Greeuport,
but got off st Jamalca, where his road and the Long s
land road meet, and while his train was moving he saw
the trains on the other rond approaching each other, and
in a few mioutes the collislon & He then ordered
the train on the Brooklyn Central rond to be backed up,
and all the assirtance that could be rendered by those on
the train was freely given to alleviate the sufferings of
the wonnded,

The Rav, J. B. Alliger, of Jamajca, was quickly on the
spol aad pluced his honse at the disposal of the nnfortu-
maten.  Doctors Wood, Kissam and Barker, of Jamaica,
and Doclor Androws, of East New York, weres prompily
in stiendance, and did all that medical skill conld do o
velieve the mulerings of the wounded ahid suve the lives
of the dying.

Many of those who were not wery seriousty injured,
mumbering aboui twenly, wers cared for by the residents
of Jamsica or prooseded on their way by the Brooklyn
©Oentral Railroad, while the more dangerous cases were
earried iuto T. McHugh's Pavilion Hotel and cared for
