Southern Lands to Pay the National

| « Debt.The South a Conquered Territory.TheCrime of Treason."Restoration"the Seed of Rebellion.
Thaddeus Stevens, member of Congress from Pennsvl**

vania, delivered aspeech in Lancaster, Pa., September 6,
on the policy of reconstruction, from which we make

r the following extracts:.
THE SOUTH THREW OFF ITS ALLEGIANCE.

Four yonrs of bloody and expensive war, waged
against the l.'nited States by oloven States, under a governmentcalled the "Confederate States of America," to
which they acknowledged allegiance, have overthrown
all governments within those States which could be acknowledgcdas legitimate by the Union. The armies of
the Confederate States having been conquered and subdued,and their territory possessed by the United States,
it becomes necessary to establish sovernmonts therein.
which shall be republican in form- and principles, and
form a "more porfect union" with the parent govcrn.ment. It is desirable that Much a course should be pursuedas to exclude from those governments every vestig'of hmnan bondage, and render the same torever
Impossible in this nation; and to take care that no principle.-*of self destruction bIwiII be Incorporated therein.
In effecting thisj it is to be hoped that no provision of
'the constitution will be infringed, and no principle of
the law of nations disregarded. Especially must wo
take care that in rebuking this unjust and treasonable
war the authorities of the Union shall Indulge in no acts
of usurpation which may tend to impair the stability
and permanency of the nation. Within these limitations

p we hold it to be the duty of the government to inlllct
'Condign punishment on the rebel belligerents, and so
wcakoo ttiolr hrinds that they can never agaiu endanger
the Union, and so reform their municipal institutions as
to mako them republican in spirit as woll as in name.

WHAT HHOULD BR PONE WITH THE SOUTH.
We especially insist that the property of tho chief

rebols should be keizod and appropriated to the payment
of tho national debt, caused by the unjust and wicked
war which thoy instlgat-d. How can S';ch punishments
be Inflicted and such forfeitures produced without doing
violence to established principles? Two positions have

m been s ggested
Firs!.To treat thos* Htates as never having been out

Of the Union because the constitution forbids secession,
aud therefore a fact forbidden by law could not exist.
Second.To accept tho position In which they placed

themselves an severed from tho Union.an independent
government de facto and an alien enemy, to be dealt with
according to the laws of war.

THE CHIME OF TREAftON.
The crime of treason can bo committed only where the

person U actually or potentially present. JefTnrson Davis
Billing in Richmond, counselling, or advising, or commandingan inroad into Pennsylvania, has committed no
ovort act in this State, and can be tried, if anywhere,
only in the Richmond district The doctrine of constructivepresence and constructive treason will never, I hope,
pollute our statutes or judicial dec lsiona. Select an iin*partial jury from Virginia, and it it-obvious no convictioncould ever be bad. Possibly a Jury might be packed
to convict; but that would not be an "impnrtial" Jury.
It would be Judicial murder, and would rank in in< aniy
with the trial of Lord Russell, except only that the one
was the murder of an Innocent man, the other of a traitor.
The same dlfllculties would exist in attempting forfeit
tires, which can only follow conviction iu States protectedby the constitution, and then it is said only for
the life of the malefactor. Congress can pass no ''bill of
attainder."

HOW TO BEGIN RECONSTRUCTION.
,

What right has any one to direct a convention to be
held in a sovereign State of this Union, to amend its.
constilut.on and prescribe the qualifications of voters?
The sovereign power of the nation Is lodged in < oncrest.Yet where is the warrant In the constitution
Fir such sovereign powor, much less the Executive, to
Intormeddle with tne domestic institutions of a Mate,
mould its laws and regulate the eloctivo franchise/
It would be rank, dangerous and deplorable usurpation.
In reconstruction, therefore, no reform can be effected
in the Southern Stales If they have ne\ er left the Union.

* But reformation must be effected; the foundation
of their institutions, political, municipal and social
muit bo broken up and relaid, or all our blood and
treasure hare been spent In vaiu. Thin can only be done
by treating and holding them as a conquered people.
Then all tti ngs which we cau desire to do follow with
logical and legitimate authority. As conquered territory
Congress would have full power to legislate for them; for
the Territories arc not under the constitution exrept so
far aa the express power to govern them is given to Con«groan. They would be held In a territorial condition un
til they are (It .to form Stale constitutions, republican In
fact, not in form only, and nsk admission Into the Union
an new States. If Congress approvo of their constitu,Uons, and think thoy have done works meet for repentauce,they \yould be admitted aa new States. If their
constitutions are not approved of ther would be sent
back, until they have become wtM enough so to purge
their old laws aa to eradicate every despotic and revolutionaryprinciple.until they shall have learned to
onerat" the Declaration of Independence. I do not

touch on the question of nogro suffrage. If In the I'nlon
the States have long ago regulated that, and for the centralgovernment to Interfere with it would be mlsOlilevou*Impertinence. If they are to be admitted as
new States, they must form their own conatltution, and
no enabling act could dictate Ita terms. Congress could
prea ribo th« qualifications of voters while a Territory, or
when proceeding to call a convention to form a State
government. That Is the oxtsnt of the power of Congressover the elect.ve franchise, whether In a territorial
or State condition. The President has not even this or
My other power to meddle In the subject, except by
ftdvlce 10 Congress.snd ther on Territories. Congress,
to be sure, has some sort of compulsory power by refusingthe States admission until thsy shall hare com

A plied with its wishes upon this subject. Whether those
Who have fought our hnttles should all be allowed to
vote, or only those of a paler hue, I leave to be discussed
in thi' future, whan Congress can take legitimate cognlxaneof It There are about 6,000,000 of freedmen In
the Ho ith.

While I hear it said everywhere that slavery is dead, I

cannot learn who killed it No thoughtful man has pretendedthat Lincoln's proclamation, so noble in sentl|ment, liberated a- single slave. It expressly excluded
from Its operation all those within oar lines. No slave
within any part ofihe rebel States In our possession, or
in Tennessee, but only those beyond our limits and beyondour power were declared froe. So General Smith
conquered Canada by a proclamation t The President did
not pretend to abrogate the slave laws of any of the
States. "Restoration," therefore, will leave the "Union
as it was".* hidoous idea. I am aware that a very able
and patriotic gentloman, and learned historian. Mr. Ban-
croft, has attempted to place their freedom on different
grounds. He says, what is undoubtedly true, that tbe
proclamation of freedom did not free a Rlave. But he
liberate* thom on feudal principles. Under the feudal
system, when a king conquered his enemy, he parceled
out hia lands and conquered sub|ecta among his chief retainers;the lands and serfs were hold,on condition of
fealty and rendering military service when required If
the subordinate chief rebelled, he broke the condition on
which ho held them, and the lands and serft became forfeitedto the lord paramount. Bat it did not free the
serfs. They, with the manors, were bestowed on other
favorites. But the analogy falls in another important
respect. The American slavohcldJl1 does not hold, by
virtue of any grant from any lord paramount.least of
all by a grant from the general government. Slavery
exists by no law of the Union, but simply by looal laws.
by the laws of the States. Rebellion against the national
authority la a breach of no condition of their tenure. It
wero more analagous to say that rebellion against a State
under whose laws they held might work a forfeiture.
But rebellion against neither government would per $e
have any such efTeot. On whom would the lord paramounta /ain bestow the slaves? The theory is plausible,
but has no solid foundation.

"restoration" thk sees of rebellion.
The President says to tbe rebel States, "Before you can

participate in the government you must abolish slavery
and reform your election laws.'' That is the command
of a conqueror. That is reconstruction, not restoration.
reconstruction, too, by assuming the powers of Congrew.This theory will lead to melancholy resnlts. Nor
can the constitutional amendment abolishing slavery ever
be rati lied by three fourths of the States, if they are
Statos to bo counted. Bogus conventions of those States
may vote for it; but no convention honestly and fairly
elected^will ever do It. Tho frauds will not permanently
avail. The cause of liberty must rest on a firmer basis.
Counterfeit governments, like tbe Virginia, Louisiana,
Tennessee, Mississippi and Arkansas pretences, will be
disregarded by the sober sense of the people, by future
law, and by the courts. "Rostoratlon" Is replanting the
seeds of rebellion, which within the next quarter of a
century will germinate and produco the same bloody
strife which has Just ended.

This latter scheme was a favorite plan of
the Blairs, with whioh they had for a while inoculated
our late tainted President. But a single experiment made
him discard it and his advisers.

They are a family of considerabla power, some merit, of

possession of it, as in the late administration, until
shaken off by the overpowering force of public indignation.Their pernicious counsel had well nigh defeated
the re-election of Abraham Lincoln; and ir it should prevailwith the present administration, pure and patriotic
as President Johnson is admitted to be, It will render hint
the most unpopular Executive.save one.that ever occupicdthe residential chair. But thero is no fear of
that. He will soon say, as Mr. Lincoln did, "Your time
has come 1"

Is this great conquest to be in vain? That will aependupon the virtue and intelHgence of the next Congress.To Congress alone belongs the power of reconstruction.ofgiving law to the vanquished. This is

expressly decided by tho Supreme Court of the United
States in the Dorr case, 7th Howard, 42. Tho Court
say, "Under this article of the constitution (the 4th).it
rests with Congress to decide what government is tho establishedone in * State; for the I'nlted Slates guarantees
to each a republican form of government," Air. Bbt we
know how difficult it is for a majority of Congress to
overcome preconceived opinions. Besides, before Congressmeet.-, things will be so inaugurated.precipitated.
it will be still more difficult to correot. If a majority of
Congress can bo found wise and firm enough to declare
tho Confederate States a conquered enomy, reconstructionwill be easy and legitimate, and the friends of freedomwill loug rule in the councils of the nation. If restorationprevails the prospect is gloomy, and "new lords
will make new laws " The Union iwrtv will be overwhelmed.The copperhead party has become exttnet
with secession. But with secession It will revive. Under"restoration" every rebel State will send rebels to
Congress, and they, with their allies in the North, will
coutrol Congress, and will occupy tho White House.
Then restoration of laws and ancient constitutions will
be sure to follow, our public debt will be repudiated, or
tho rebel national debt will be added to ours, and the
people be crushed beneath heavy burdens.

TESTIMONY OF VAJOR GENERAL WILSON.

Circumstances of the Capture of
Win.

&o. &o. ft*.

Washwotow, Sept. 11,1846.
After the record of Saturday bad been read, Mr. Baker

brought to the fttte&tion of the Commission a matter In
relation to witnesses for the defence, which he thought
it would be better to attend to at this time. The Judge
Adv6ca>e had suggested to him that it might be a subject
outside of bis own authority, and therefore properly belongedto the Court. Some time before this trial commencedthe gentlemen who were then acting as the prisoner'scounsel requested that a number of witnesses for
the defence should be sent for, and on their application
this was done. Some of them could not be found, and
others, who were found, had not jrot reported. The reasonfor this neglect the counsel for the defence did not
know. Since the trial had been progressing matters
were developed which showed the necessity of other witnessesbeing summoned, in order to meet new points
brought out in the trial. Those witnesses'jwere scattered,
mostly in Georgia, and may be found in a few days; but
in some places there were no mails or other means of
reaching them by written communications; therefore it
was not probable they could be reached by the time they
were wanted to testify in this court. Under these circumstancesit was for the government to say whether the
defendant should have the facilities which the governmentcould afTord, or whether he must be deprived
entirely of these witnesses. It was an absolute
necessity that the defendant should havo the
witnesses In this way or not at all. The counsel believed
this defendant could show an ample defence. This was
their sincero belief, and it was for them to ask that the
prisoner have the means of making hie defence. If It
waa within the Jurisdiction of the court he asked that a
messenger be despatched with subpoenas for such persons,whom he felt it absolutely neoosn.iry to summon
for the defence of the accused. The Judge Advocate
had shown every disposition to procure the attendance
of witnesses, so far as making out subpoenas was concorncd,and so far as it whs within the means of the defenceto give their names as had been required hv the
Judge Advocate. Some sixty or seventy worn in New
York. After sifting them tncy had come to the conclusionthat only seven or ten of them would be required;
and now that the trial was approaching an en(J he repeatedthat the witnesses he had asked for were absolutelynecessary for the prisoner's defence. They would
not put the government to any unnenossary expense.
So far as relates to New York! Richmond and in the
noighborhood, the witnesses would be sent for at the expenseof the defence. But further South, there being
greater difficulties and increased expenses, it bccsmo ab
solutely necessary that the government should gram the
accommodation in tho manner requested. He (Mr Baker)would be reudy with tho Mst of witnesses to-mor
row, in order that the messenger might leave at once.
Judge Advocate Chipmax rejili"d that the court were

aware that from time to time be had urged that the rule
be compllod with, namely, thut a li»t of witnesses be
furnished. That had not been fully done; and this
morning tho court was called upon to meet the request of
the counsel that another special messenger be sent
South. He said four weeks ago that one would I* dc
spatched to secure wtfncsses, more for the defence than
for the prosecution. Those for the latter were mainly
here. At the time the builift' went to the Old Capitol
Prison, and after tho defendant had been furnished with
a copy of the charges and spo< ideations against him, a
list of witnesses was made out by the prisoner, supervisedby Messrs. Hughes, Donver and Pe< k, at that time
his counsel, to which was attached this endorsement by
Captain Wire:."The above named witnesses are all I
require in my case." All of these witnesses, excepting
four or five, were here. Their absenco whs accounted for
by the fact that several are in Europe and the others in
Texas. He had only to say that if, in the progrean
of this trial, it was believed by the couus>-l for
the defence that additional witnesses wero necessary, it
was only fair to the government that the coun«el
should give a list of the witnesses and where they could
be found, and also what they expect to prove by them.
Ho asked that there b« no delay and no unnecessary expensesto the prosecution in this matter The governmentwas trying to do what was fair. Witnesses in the
South could be procured by telegraphing to the nearest
military posts. On Saturday he subpoenaed forty witnoBUPIft\T th» d*fftnra onH (nmne r\r* ihfl

envelopes for mulling As fast an tho counsel had furDishedhim with the Damon of witnesses lie had issued
subpoenas. He did not know what mure the government

them aomethlng Tor the prosecution. He hardly believed
the Judge Advocate would attempt to uae the influenceof tho government to frighten or press out of
our witnesses anything for the prosecution, and he would
Dot charge It. But the witDosaes came here under very
peculiar circumstances. Many of them f> ol It necessary

Major General Thomas.We should know the names of
the witnesses referred to by the counsel.

Mr. Baku.I thought I was caarefill in giving the Impressionof the witness' talk..to me. I thought I waa
very careful not to leave any impression that the Judge
Advocata could be guilty^f any such thing. It may he
enough for mo to say than have too high an opinion of
the Judge Advocate to believe he did anr such thing;

in lor wood and water If they wanted to winter; it
would not have been accessary to transport timb-r
more than a mile;' there was plenty of black labor In
the country; the difficulty was In getting rid of the
negroes; thirty men a 'lay would have cut wood enough
for 15,000 men; in winter the allowance of wood in the
army is Just double what il Is in summer; and, therefore,
sixty men in one day rouH have cut enough for 15,000
meii in winter; on hl« arrival at Macon his first inquiry
was as to the condition jf the Andorsouville prison, and
who was responsible for It; he sent two officers tfiero;
he sent Lieutenant Vanderbook and Captain, now Major,
Noycs; on their return they rejsirtod that.lbe mnn Wirz
was still there; be immediately ordered Major Noyes to
return and «rr»--i Cn|>taiu Wirt, which he did. and
brought him to Macon, whore hu was kept several days,
when he was brought before biin; lie wai then re
tnanded to prixiu, and he reque-ded that ho
might he brought to trial; no protect on was ever
granted to Captain Wire, through General Wilson, who
ordered his arrest for the pur|>ose of bringinx him to
trial, and excepted him from the b^neOi of tlm capitulationof Johnston to Sherman. The w.tness gave a particulardescription of the grounds of the Andersonvllle
prison, stating that thn prisoners had generally burrewed
in the ground fur shelter, particularly on the hillside;
tb*ir holes were about the size of the ordinary shelter
team, holding two or four men.
