Acting under the
direction of the law officer* of the Crown, warrants were
applied (or to Mr. Strnngo by tbe police, under the
Treason Felony act, against the newspaper, the IritA
Peoplf, and several (tersons charged with Fenlanism.
There were ten persons arrested, the five following

beinc lodged In Chnncery lane pollen station, under the
warrants issued by the magistrate :-s4>'Pouovan Rossn,
the manager and ostensible editor of the Iri*k P» pU;
Stiaun O'Claussy, residing at 20 l'nrliameut street;
James Murphy, cltizon of Boston; Thomas Ash and
Cornellns O'Mahony. The remainder were conveyed to
College street station.James O'Connor, bookkeeper;
Mortimer Mooeham, Michael O'Neil, Fogasty, Pierce,Nagie and W. F. Roundtree. The charge against then
contained In tbe warrants under which they have been
arrested is as follows:."That they unlawfully
and treasonably did conspire and combine with
divers other evil -disposed persons belonging to
a secret society called the Fenian Brother¬
hood, having for their objects the levy nf war In
Ireland against tbe Queen, and separating it from the
I'nited Kingdom."

van ((joula). He had di-appenffd at the time of the
trials of his unfortunate dupes, but returned some
few days back, and since then lias been employed as au

agent of the Keu'au Brotherhood, travelling back and
forward, it in understood, as a medium of communica¬
tion between the "head centre" in America and who¬
ever may be th" principal officer of the organization here.
Tho reward £'iOOi offered for his apprehension may have
the effect of securing his arrest; hut up to thi-t moment
ho has succeeded in eluding all efforts to apprehend hltn.

pap -r in the city of Cork, and the last we heard of him
previous to his present arre«t was upon the occasion of
his arraignment at the last Cork agnizes on tho Indict¬
ment charging him wiUi having tendered a FeuUtl oath
to some person or persons in that county. His case was
allowed to sund over until tho next assizes.

A man of the name of Vial-
ley, or O'Maliey, was taken into custody at 8wtnford, in
the county of Mayo; but this was also inentiound, as well
as the excitement. lively excitement, but not disturb¬
ance.at Caxhel, Tullariioro, Traleo and elsewhere, wh«n
the news of the Dublm arrest* cauie down, and when the
Irith Prrplr was lieing seized.

Wo havo occasional rejxirts, too. of Fenlaus having been
seen at drill here and there, the arrests to the contrary
notwithstanding; but perhaps there need not be mm h
importance attached to this phase of public rumor. If
these foolish people are showing themselves in the twi¬
light, their Incautious exhibition will only hasten their
capture by the ubiquitous constabulary.

They
are exceedingly well executed articles for a common
smith. The bayonet is evidently not by tho same maker,
but it Is stiil of m'tdern design. It is not to be supposed,
however, that the brotherhood Is entirely confining
itsolf to artnH of this description. Ills iirmly believed
that quantities of arms have found their wav into this
locality from America; uitd professional men whose
duties take them among tho working class s have
noticed, and it is believed have reported to the authori¬
ties, the existence of large quantities of arms in places
and among peoplo who could have thorn for no legiti¬
mate abject, and even more' than this Is known it is
known that orders have boon sent from this city by the
heads of the association to manufacturers In England
for arm*, and about a fortnight ago an order was sent to
one English houso Tor forty stand of rifles.

It was right, therefore, that the law sho Id Interforo
to crush if out and punish those who headed it, and, he
might add, should do so for the purpose of protecting
those who woro allowing themselves to be made most
wrutchod dupes. Assumim* the information to be true,
and to be not answered In the way Mr. H i mi II suggested,
namely, by the allegation that tho prisoners wore only
engaged In an idle pustioe It was plain a grave offence
had been committed, and ono sufficient to warrant the
Crown in calling for a conviction. But, above all, h«-
could not shit his eyes to tho fact. It was matter of
public notoriety that an organization for some absurd
purpose existed, and funds were being subscribed to
maintain it. In a case of that sort money would bo sup¬
plied to indemnify the bail-', and bail becamo no
security that tho wrong doer would bo forthcoming to
answer tho charge. If, therefore, ho dealt with the pres¬
ent case upon ordiuary grounds, ho wo'.ild come to the
conolusion that it was for tho public good and the public
security that those parties should remain in custody; nnd
if they hud reason to complain of tho hardship of that
rule they bad brought it on themselves by their own mis¬
conduct and their efforts to mislead others.
