And be it further ordained. That the General Assembly

red, directly or indirectly, by Hie Confederate Stdtos or
by its agents, or by its authority.

Bnrnett, Mlcon k Co., composed of several persons of
this city, are now and have been, since and before the com¬
mencement of the late rebellion, tbe owners and proprie¬
tors of the Tallapoosa Cotton Factory, located In Talla|>ocsa
county, In this State. They bave made during the war
an immense amount of money, as favored contractors of
the late so-called Confederate government The parties
composing the company were persons particularly hos¬
tile to the United States government, and delighted to
persecute and punish Uuion citizens who adhered to the
flag of their country. During the war they refused to
furuisli a yard of cloth for tbe destitute women and chil¬
dren of the State, giving a« a reason that " they only
manufactured cloth tor the soldiers of the Confederate
array.'' At the close of the rebellion they found them¬
selves in possession of a largo amount of cotton, esti¬
mated at two thousand Ave hundred bales. Much of this
cotton was tbo property of the rebel government,
sent to tbe factory to l>o manufactured Into clothing for
the army.

This company, coming within several exceptions of the
President's amnesty proclamation, and tholr factory being
liable to confiscation under the acts of Congress, engaged
tbe services of a prominent citizen lawyer and contracted
with him to obtain pardons for the various members of
the company, for which be was to receive one third of
tbe cotton.
The petitions were prepared, recommended and for-

warded to Washington, and in due time the pardons were
granted. Finding themselves pardoned and free to act
they compromised with the attorney by paying the hand¬
some sum of sixty thousand dollars. The next move
was to present to the Secretary of the Treasury a large
claim for oomponsation. The Hon. Hugh MoCulloch will
have a good time examining Into this claim.
James Q. Smith, United States District Attorney, find¬

ing all the prominent rebels were being pardoned, set

Probably
there are no snob tilings la Tunis as ubiquitous reporters,
which accounts for their wonder. They started early,
as on the previous day. In order to see as much as possi¬
ble or the city before they left. Driving up Broadway,
the first place they stopped at was

Brady's photographic gallery.
Here Uiey were shown all the photographs of notabili¬

ties, to the list of which they would soon be added. The
portraits of the great military and naval commanders,
North and Booth, were examined by them with interest.
They seemed well posted on the matters connected
with our late struggle, as well as the leading (bets In
our national history. The views of our battlvOelda taken
by Mr. Brady, aaalso the ruins of Richmond, he., were
much admired. The heroes of the Revolution, as well
as the eolloction of portrait* ef our Presidents seemed
qalte familiar to them. Doubtless our Consul did eot
fail, while In Tunis, to keep them posted on the history
of his natlvs country. After i-pendlmr nearly two houra
in the examination of Mr Brady's collection, the mem
bere of the embassy sat for their imperial photographs.Photography la not a new art for them. Travelling
artists from Prance and England frequently atop at
Tunis, so that they were quite aware of the otyect of
their sitting.

ARRIVAL OF GENF.K A L GRANT. ,

General Grant arrived In the city unattended at Bis
o'clock this morning. During the forenoon he called on
the President and Secretary Stanton on buslnese matters.
As the General, dressed in citizen's clothes, entered the
War Department, unconsciously puffing his cigar, con¬
siderable merriment was excited among those who recog¬
nized him by a young lieutenant politely tapping him on

the shoulder, in blissful ignorance of who he was ad¬
dressing, and informing him that smoking waa forbidden
in the building.

DEMAND FOR PPRT.TC I. A VPS.
The activity of the demand for public lands continues

with remarkable Increase throughout all the West. The
reports from local land agents to the General Land Office
of the businoss transacted during the month of Septem¬
ber, Indicate the extent of sales. The office at Boone-
ville, Missouri, reports twenty-eight thousand acres of
government land taken up and actually settled upon, be¬
sides the net cash sales, which amounted daring the
same month to nearly three thousand dollars. The lands
bought for cash are mostly alternate reserved railroad
soctions, which sell at two dollars and fifty cents per
acre. At Fort Dodge, Iowa, nearly Ove thousand acres

are reported entered and settled upon, and at Menasha,
Wisconsin, two thousand dollars from cash sales is re¬

ported.

gence to-day that a m»n named Braden, recently a con¬

testant In an extensive and valuable land case, had been
forced to drop his litigation, having himself been dropped
at the end of a rope by a vigilance committee of the Ter¬
ritories, for alleged horse stealing

OENERAL BUTLER OS RECONSTRUCTION .

General Howard entertained an audience of four or Ave
hundred ladies and gentlemen with a miscellaneous ad¬
dress at the Union League rooms to-night. A statement
was received by proxy from General BnMer, who was

expected to be present, giving a few peculiar views upon
reconstruction, calculated to tlcklc the soldiers. He fa¬
vored the confiscation of all Southern lands travelled
over by our armies, and colonizing them with discharged
soldiers. He anticipated that the first call for help from
the South would be from former slaveholders rattier
than freedmen, and intimated that in such a case Mas¬
sachusetts would not be among the most active States In
famishing assistance.

Southern inen here say that he certainly ap¬
plied for pardon, that he wrap recommended for Execu¬
tive clemency l>y Governor Sharkey, end thai he would
scarcely presume to solicit the suffrage of the State with¬
out an intimation that it would be forthcoming In the
.vent of his election, if he has it not already in his
pocket. His canvass for Governor has been made with
the knowledge and consent of the governmental authori¬
ties, if not at tbeir instigation. As a corollary, his par¬
don Is certain. Mr. Humphreys was expelled from West
Point by court martial In 1827, before graduating.

The Oevfrnur Elect of Mississippi.
The latest news from Mississippi indicates that Judge

Fisher, the nominee for Governor of the reconstruction
convention of that Slate, has been defoated. His suc¬

cessful competitor is said to be General Benjamin G.
Humphreys. Tills individual Is not merely one of the
militia generals of which Mississippi and all tho South¬
western States are so prolific, but a txma fidr rebel gen¬
eral. He tried*to be a regular United States armjt officer,
but while a cadet at West Point in 1827 he was oourt
martialled and dismissed for some oflenoo.
General Humphreys is a resident of Sunflower county,

Miss., but was some years since a Senator in the State
I.eglsluture from Claiborne county. In the days of the
whig party he was an old line whig. Since it has be¬
come fashionable among Southern gentlemen to declare
that at the beginning of the war they were devoted
Unionists, who fought secession until compelled to fight
for It, General Humphreys has laid claim to such a

character; and his friends now say, we know not how
truly, that he was a firm Unionist in 1801. Be this as

it may, we know that very soon after the fatal firing on
Snmtor Humphreys bad raised and was commanding a
rebel company known as the "Sunflower Guard." His
friends seem to think that his sudden abandonment of
his own principles and adoption of those of bis friends
and State was n great virtue, and one of tbo papers of
Mississippi advocating his election lately said .'Hen.
Humphreys was a Union man, and opposed secession;but when the State would try to get out, and war was
made on her people to keep them in, he took oflT his coat
and went in to help his linsty neighbors. "

Since General I^e set the example of fighting against
his own principles b 'cause his friends were going to do
bo, this sort of cheap virtue has beon much in vogue
among our Southern biethrcn.
The Sunflower Guard became a part of the Twenty-first

Mississippi rebel infantry, and Captain Humphreys be¬
came colouel. His regiment was ordered to
Richmond, and took part In the seven days'
battles on the Chickahominy and In the
second battle of Manassas; was at Harper's
Ferry and Autietam and the retreat which followed.
Humphreys served with the regiment during the winter
of 1842- 'S3, being envaged at Fredericksburg, and sub¬
sequently at Chancellorsrllle. H t also participate d in
the cani|iaigii In Pennsylvania, and during the battle of
Gettysburg he succeeded the elder Barksdaie in command
of his brigade. He was promoted shortly alter (Aug. 12,
1K03), to the rank of brivadier general Confederate
Stales army. H« wss encnged In this capacity at

' Chi'kumanga, whither he had been sent with I/»ig-
Htreet's First corps to Hie aid or Bragg; took part in the
unsuccessful sieves of Chattanooga and Knoxvllle; ran
awity from East Tennessee to bo in time at the Wilder¬
ness and Spottsylvania Court House. Ha was sent after
the Investment of Petersburg to operate in the valley
with Early. In th«» engagement el October 19, 1M4, he
was wounded in the chest, and in the Decemiier follow¬
ing be went home to recover from his wound. He was
yet at hoaM when the surrender of Lee to Grant took
place.
General Humphrey* Ml undoubtedly a man of Intel!!*

gunoe and ability. Via experience has been great,
although con M tied to State affairs, and ho Is not far from
being a good representative of the reconstructed rebels.
No announcement has as vet been made of General
Humphreys' pardon by the President, but application for
It was made through Governor Sharkey on the STth nit,
and will doubtless be granted.

Ui§ Installation as President of Wash¬
ington Cillcgei

DETAILS OF THE CEREMONY.

Opinion of Lee on National
Affairs.

Our Special Corrrapmdtnre,
Lkxi.ngtok, Va,, Oct. 2, 1866.

General Robert K. Lee wan to-day installed President
of Washington College. There wa* no porap of parade.
The exercises of Installation were the simplest possible.
an exact and barren compliance with the required for¬
mula of taking the oath by the dew President, and
nothing more. This wus in accordance with the apodal
request of General Lee. It waa proposed to have the
installation take place In thu college obajiel, to scud invi-
tat ions far and wide, to bavo n band of music to play en-

livening aire, to have young girls, robed in white and
bearing ohaplets of flowers, to sing songs of welcome to
have congratulatory speeches, to make It a grand holi¬
day. That this proposed programme waa not carried out
was a source of severe disappointment to many. But
General Leo had expressed his wMhe* contrary to the
choice and determination of the ooliegc trustees and the
multitude, and his wishes were compiled with.

THE INSTALLATION CKHEMONIM.
The Installation took place at nine A. M. In a recita¬

tion room of the college. In this room were saated the
faculty and the students, the ministers of the town
churches, a magistrate and the county elerk, the last
two officials being nccc**ary to the ceremonial. General
Lee was inducted Into the room by the Board of Trus¬
tees. At his entrance and introduction *l| In the room

rose, bowed and then became seated. Prayer by Rev.
Dr. White, pastor of the Presbyterian church, directly
followed. To me it was a noticeable fact, and perhaps
worthy of record, that he prayed for the President of
the fni ted States Altogether It was a most tilting and
Impressive prayer.

The prayer ended, Judge Brockenbrongh, chairman of
the Board of Trustees, stated the object of their coming
together, to instal Oeneral Lee as President of Wa'hing-
ton College. He felt the serious dignity of the occasion,
but it was a seriousness and a dignity that should be
mingled with heartful Joy and gladno**. Passing a brief
eulogy upon General Lee, and congratulating the board
and the college, and Its present and future students,
on having obtained one so loved and great and
worthy to preside over the college, he said
be could say a great deal more, bad it not
been voted against speech making. During the
delivery of these few words.and they came, despite the
prohibitory voting, very near culminating to the dig-
nlty of a set as well as eloquent speech.

On the
Virginia Central Railroad and to Staunton the travel In
pleasant Railroad travel is rapidly becomiu* in the
South what It used to be be'ore tho war. Fnb Htaun
ton here is thirty six miles. As the stage does not
run on Sunday, and I could not wall over, 1 took
a private conveyance. Soiuo profound moralist
