Andrew Johnson baa always had the repntar
tion of a powerful man upon the stump, and of
* bold and skilful politician. He may now

claim the higher distinction of a liberal and
practicalstatesman. Prom hie elevation to the
White House he baa rapidly developed the
qualities of a profound political philosopher
and the elements of the broadest statesmanship.
Since that dark and gloomy day which cast the
mantle of Abraham Lincoln upon bla shoulders
what a weight of doubt and anriety has been
lifted from the public mind by Andrew Jdbn-
aon. Step by step be has still advanced in the
public confidence, until, in his reoent liitle off¬
hand familiar speech to a regiment of colored
soldiers, be has put the crowning sheaf upon
his sagacious policy of Southern reconstruction.
The First District of Columbia colored regi¬

ment marched from their quarters at Campbell
Hospital on Tuesday last to the White House
to pay their respects to the President. He
might have contented himself by simply
thanking them for the compliment and dismiss¬
ing them. But he felt that the occasion de¬
manded something more, and so he gave those
attentive colored troops a familiar, kindly talk
on what the war had done for them, what they
had done in the war, and what they must now
do for themselves.a talk which cannot fail to
do much good to the whole African race. Nor
did he confine himself to good advice, no told
these colored soldiers, what he thought they
were entitled to know, that the great problem
now to be settled is this :-«Can four millions
of people, raised, as they have beon. with all
the prejudices of the whites.can they take their
places in the community and be made to work
harmoniously and congruously in our system ?"
He told them that he was now ongaged upon
this problem, and that he believed we wore in
tho right line to settle it, and hoped to be sue- jcessful in the harmonious cwwociution of the two
r«C«rt.

What is this line of policyt It is the simple
policy of recognizing the emancipated blacks
as citizens, entitled without delay to all the
rights and protection of other citizens ;n the
civil courts, but subject to such State regula¬
tions as may hereafter bo found wise and ex

pedient in regard to the right of suffrage. We I
can thus understand what President Johnson
means when he tells these black men that they
roust be patient and persevere in well doing;
for that he doea not assume to be "stronger
than the laws of nature or wiser than Provi¬
dence." He means to tell them that, there are

difficulties in the way to this thing of the political
equality of the two races which only the good
conduct of the blacks and time and patience
can overcome. They must not expect every¬
thing at once.

In the meantimo, in reference to the civil
rights of the Southern blacks, we have in the
late decision of the Provisional Governor of
Mississippi, the learned Judge Sharkey, a elearJ
exposition of the views and policy of President
Johnson. Judge Sharkey holds that with the
abolition of slavery all laws which constituted
a part of the policy of the system of slavery
are abolished, and that the new State constitu¬
tion, which declares that the negro must be
protected in his person and property, "estab¬
lishes principles which of themselves entitle
the negro to sue and be sued, and, ns a neces¬

sary incident of such rights, that he is made
competent as a witness according to the laws
of the State." This is the policy of President
Johnson in regard to the civil rights of the
blacks. The question of their political right*
he leaves to the several 8tates concerned for
settlement hereafter, and upon this policy he I
means to stand or fall, whatever factions poli¬
ticians may preach or threaten on one side or

*^We stand upon the platform of President I
Johnson. We say that he has developed of
late the highest qualities of statesmanship. The
masses of the people of all parties are satisfied
with him, because ho stands above all party
trammel.. In this respect, excepting Washing¬
ton, Monroe and Lincoln, we can find no man
in our list of Presidents who stands so well as

Andrew Johnson. Even Jefferson, with all his
great abilities, was, in too many things, a mere

partisan and demagogue. Jackson was a pow¬
erful man In his day, but he would have placed
bis political system on a stronger foundation
had he ceased to be a violent and Implacable
partisan on becoming President His system
of party rewards and pnnlsbments hw« been
productive of a fearfol chapter of evil conse¬

quences.
President Johnson, in rising shove his party

antecedents and associations, rises to the Wash-
ingtonian dignity of the Presidential office, and
in this exalted position the country will sustain
him.
Swindling on a Larue Scale..The provin¬

cial journals, actuated by tbelr unul silly and
vain hostility to the Hirald, constantly
repeat the statement that we were swindled
oat of a large sum of money In the reccnt
transactions in the Mosenm property. They
gloat over this, and exnlt in the repetition of
the story. Some of them exult as high as a

hundred thousand dollars^ j^omc jjarrytheir exultation still further, un<F declare
that it was two hundred thousand dollars; and
some reach the acme of delight in shouting
that we were swindled out ot three hundred
thousand dollars. It makes them very bnppy.
and they do not say who did it This is just
like the stories so greedily taken up by the
same journals that we have been bought by
some party in every election that has taken
place for the last twenty years. Sometimes
tbey told us we had been bought as low as fifty
thousand dollars. Fremont they said bought
us for three hundred thousand dollars, and the
rebellion gave us half . million down. If it
did it was a bad bargain for the rebellion. All
these stories originate with the Bohemians in
this city, who are insane in relation to the
Herald. Hatred of ns and love of lager beer
are their manias. However sane they may
seem to be, only say " Herald," and these
fellows at once become fit subjects for the
asylum, the straight jacket and the shower
bath, and nothing can help them bnt to swal¬
low twenty-two glasaes of lager beer in twenty-
two minutes. We will now give the provincial
journals a greater, a more magnificent, gratifi¬
cation than the Bohemians have ever yet
dreamed of giving. We therefore assure them,
seriously and positively, that in the course of
forty yeass In which we have conducted jour*
nals we have been swindled altogether out of
a million and a half or may be two mllliona of
dollars. Here now is a splendid feet Will
not this make thep cr*xv with delight? And

' yet we have lived through this lose. And now,
In spite of such losses, and in spite or the ruin
thai the ten foolish managers were to bring
down npon us, we are just about to pay three
per cent upon three months income from adver¬
tisements, which income is twenty thousand
dollars larger than any weever received before
for the same period. As for swindling in the
Museum property, a court of justice, before
which that nutyect will soon come, will tell the
prorinoials more about it

L«t« Klerttona.
The State elections of Tuesday last have

gone pretty mueh as was expected. Upon a

popular vote, outside of Philadelphia, greatly
reduced, the republicans hold their ground,
excepting In Iowa, where, in raising the issue
against President Johnson on the negro suf¬
frage question, the party has probably been de¬
feated from its own divisions and its own folly.

In Pennsylvania the republican managers
wisely refused to make negro suffrage an issue,
notwithstanding the preachings of Thaddeus
Stevens and the protests of Horace Greeley.
The democrats, on the other hand, as de¬
scribed by John B. Haskin, stuck to their "Jerry
Black Buchananism," which means their old
copperhead notions, and they have had another
good drubbing.

In Ohio the republican candidate for Gov¬
ernor, General Cox (not Sunset but Sunrise
Cox), boldly took the field in favor of Presi¬
dent Johnson's policy on the negro suffrage
question, and everything else, while the demo¬
crats were encumbered with "the cardinal
principles" of Vallandigham and the Chicago
platform. Tho result is that, as usual, when
ruled by the copperheads, the Ohio domooracy
have received another sound thrashing.
We presume that over in Indiana, from tho

emphatic stand taken by Governor Morton in
support of Andy Johnson's policy, and from
the trimming of tho democrats, that the result
has beeu the same as in Ohio. If the republi¬
cans havo lost Iowa, or have been damaged
there to any considerable extent, they may
charge the account to tho issue of negro suf¬
frage and to Greeley.
On the same day with these elections there

was an incidental municipal eloction in the city
of Newark, N. J., tho result of which is a decided
and remarkable Union victory. The New York
Erprena, with the aid of a dark lantern, ex¬

plains it in this way:.First, the democrats
were divided, like a house against itself. Se¬
condly, they did not come up to the polls.
Thirdly and lastly, some seven hundred of their
voters were absent in New York at the Father
Matthew celebration. At all events, this Newark
election is a bad sign for Nvhat Judge Haskin
calls the "Camden and Amboy Rip Van Win-
kleism " of the Jersey democracy in November.

It is only in New York that the democrats,
relieved of the drawbacks, claptrap and mis¬
chievous heresies of copperbeadism, have had

a fair chance presented them this fall for suc¬

cess. They have here a good Johnson platform,
and a good soldiers' ticket; and John Van Buren
has taken the load in nominating Andy Johnson
for 18C8; so that they have done pretty nearly
all they can do to deserve success. It is quite
probable, too, that the nomination ofPresident
Johnson for the succession may turn the scale
in favor of the democrats.unless the republi¬
cans in season neutralize the trump card of
John Van Buren. Senator Wilson, who, as a

republican stumpor, has come on from Massa¬
chusetts to repair the damages done by Greeley
and bis negro suffrage kinks and orotchets, may
do something to bead off Van Buren. Other¬
wise New York may turn tho tables upon the
republicans and inaugurate another political
revolution.

A B«w Political Ring.
Future historians will record new inventions

and now combinations as among the prominent
characteristics of this period of our history.
This city will come in for an extra proportion
of the political leagues. They spring np in our
midst like mushrooms in the night, one follow-
ing another in such rapid succession that it Li
necessary for a person to make the rings his
constant study to keep track of them, or under¬
stand what is going on in political affairs in our

midst We have had numerous extraordinary
combinations between politicians In this city
in the p4st, but none of them were so remarka¬
ble as the ring which it is now proposed to con¬

summate. Whether we view it as a close corpo¬
ration, as an artistic arrangement, or in its bene¬
ficial results to the parties conccrned, we are

compelled to pronounoo it sublime, inasmuch
oh It contemplates a perfect union between
kindred spirits, and the mutual co-operation of
a few men who are controlled by one and the
same great principle in all they do, and who
think and dream ot nothing elue. That great
principle which with them is paramount to all
othere is embodied in one word.spoils.
But it is not alone in theory that this new

ring is so remarkable. In its details, as now

proposed to carry it out, it is doubly interest¬
ing to all who wish to study modern political
ethics. It is understood that the leaders and
managers of this ring are Fernando Wood, Thur-
low Weed, Street Commissioner Cornell and
Supervisor Tweed. Each of the above named,
in the Jjnjjnago of $all street, is to put into
the pool bis individual political interests and
Influence, and thus united it is to be worked
in a manner that will secure mutual benefit to
all. Thus Fernando Wood contributes his
Mosart Hall faction, with the odds and ends
and skeletons of that conccrn, together with
his skill for intrigue, manipulation and dis¬
posal of offices to the highest bidder, and is to
reoeive as a reward his own election as Mayor
of this city at the next charter election. Thur-
low Weed adds bis tactics of managing poli¬
ticians, and is also to put into the pool the
Tribune job of the piers and wharves scheme,
which was started in the last Legislature by
Sinclair of the Tribune, worth some flf»y mil¬
lions to the parties who get it. Thus Greeley
is to be sold oat without his knowing anything

upon the powers of the lead n< voices, and therefore
demand* for the true interpretation of the mu.-iio that it
should be rendered by artists of ihe first clais. With
the excoption of the prima donna, Znochi, the measure

of justice to the composer wax not filled in laxt night's
performance The tenor, Irfre.who, we may remark,
wai roceivod on his appearance with an absance of any
demons! ration of applause, and was rather oaldly wel¬

comed all through the opera.has a few g>od notes

in the uppor register, wh'eh somewhat make up for
the disappointment experienced in listening to tho
eternal tremolo by which ho endeavors to sustain his
middle voico.an evidence alwaya of a failing organ, and

always, we need hardly say, disagreeable. This wan par¬
ticularly noticeable in the duet in the opening of the
second act, in which tho fine singing of Zucchi alone

saved this exquisite morceau from proving a failure. An

attompt to tinenre the trio in this act, which usually
receives that favor, was suppressed, by a h'ss. As a

tetf/re di grarii , it would not bo proper to mention ftlgnor
Irfre's name in conneetlon with tlut of Brignoli, but we

may make a comparison between him and Theodore
Babelmann without doing any injustice to the latter.
If Irfre hi a laborious and conscientious artist, he may
rnrn a reputation hero which wilt fcolfl good in Europo
one of these days. We have made reputation*
for tenors In New York before bow, and sent them
acrmw the Atlantic with a fair record. If the new tenor,
who is by no means a first class artist now, prove*
tractable, we uiay send him back to Kurope with a

character that will get him an entree to the loading opera
bouses there. The basso, Antonucr, with a voice of
very little depth In the lower register, though dear nud
resonant In the higher note*, compare* unfavorably with
many &a*>» even of the later day? of the New Vork
opera. H Is voice Is greatly inferior to Hermann's, and
in many respects does not equal Welnlich's. Hi*
method, being purely Italian, does not, of course, admit
of comparison with these art lata. In some of the most
passionate s<-ene* In the part of Don SKva
bis acting lacked every demonstration of passion.
The voice might as well have proceeded from
thn pipe of an organ. The part of Carlo Qulnto, as-
stimoil on thia occasion by Slgnor Marra. the now bari¬
tone, we need hardly Fay requires somo dignity of per¬
son and action. The doable-shuffle movement uf Slgnor
Maria in crossing the stage is altogether out of charac¬
ter. It resemble* more the habit of the Bowery stage
than the lyric. His a-ting, in fact, waa docidedly bad
Hi* voice, too, is entirely wanting in power as well as in
flexibility. The home last night waa fairly filled, but
the lark of that enthusiasm which Verdi's favorite and
familiar opera always evokes waa remarkable.

Blind Tom, the Negro Boy Pianist.
Blind Tom ia a veritable wonder. Many believe be¬

cause of the peculiar position of the negro boy
that some little aptitude for music has been mag¬

nified, from charitable or interested motives, into

genius, aud an ignorant facility on the pianoforte
Into first clasa manipulation. Such belief has no

foundation In fact. The boy has positive renins. or

never frutn out the darkness of his mind could spriug
such powers of delicate and tender expression or

such a keen comprehension of the beauties of
the musical art. Blind, with a mind almost vacant,
with a prrmnn'l so awkward, so dlsproportioned, so op
posed to the Idea of the dwelling place of a soul,
awake to the reOaod influence of divine harmony,
he executes thn compositions of groat minds with
an intelligence and a kindred sentiment which
many artists of education who attempt them cannot
reach. Memory and Imitativeness are the two organs by
which he accomplishes the extraordinary results to

wht^h we have listened with wonder and admira¬
tion. He learns the difficult pieces which
ho plays by hearing them from the hands of
another. His memory is wonderfully retentive, so that
after a second hearing be repeats correctly the most

complicated possagea. He seems to have comprehended
at once the system of Angering; and, although lie some,
times outrages the laws, his substitution Is always inge¬
nious and effective. By his Imitative power he soIjmv
the stylo of each performer, and by the combination of
memory and Imitation he In enabled to reproduce imme¬
diately any composition that he hears Tor the ilpit time,
absolutely correct In form, the leading themes preserved
«nd the passages in detail almost as he heard them. His
ear Is so acute that he can tell the name of every note in
dis|tersed chords or the most confused discords, begin¬
ning with the lower note and naming each In su< co-Finn
His vivid perception of the individuality of tones sug.
Kestcd to his teacher to sdopt a system of the alphabet to
(be tones, ho thai Tom can read anything on a curd us
fast as tils teacher's finger* can move over the keys. !.
Is a matter of astonishment to hear this blind negro boy
play a sonnet of Beethoven, also flotfsrhalk's " I.a»t
Hone," with all the refined sentiment, the pathos
and abamlnn which the composition requires,
»nd to listen aa he plays Thalberg's "Home, Sweet
Home," with Its so well sustained theme, and Its delicate
manipulations »o finely rendered. Hcshss a large rt

jhrt 'ire, to which he [§ 'constantly adding, and he playa
all that he knows with a sent.mont and a eon brio which
Indicate that his heart and all his mind are In his work.

Blind negro Tom is a stndv aa well as a wonder, aud
every time we hear bim we gain some additional insight
Into his character: but where the light of music comes

from, where all elro Is so darK, is one of those mysteries
of Providence which we seek In vain to unravel. Last
evening Mr. Charles Kradel, an artist well known in this
city, was present, and was kind enough te perform one of
his most beautiful and difficult compositions, after which
Tom immediately performed it with entire satisfaction,
and amid the greatest cnthu'iasm.
