The Pacific Steam Navigation Company's steamship

Peru, Captain James liall. from Valparaiso and inter¬
mediate ports, arrived in this harbor on the 28th ult
Her dates are Valparaiso September 10, Coquimbo 11th,
Caldera 13th, Cobija 14th, Iquique 15th, Arica 16th,
Islay 17th, Pisco 19th, Callno 21st, Payta 24th, Guayaquil
26th and New Zealand August 9.
The Ocean Queen, from New York, arrived at Aspin-

wall on the afternoon of the 26th September. Her pas¬
sengers crossed tho Lstlunus the following morning, and
sailed immediately for San Francisco on tha steamship
Sacramento. »

The stoamuhip Vera Cruz.*of the new French line be¬
tween St. Nazalre and Aspinwall, arrived at tbe latter
l>ort on tho 29th ultimo. The line is highly spoken of
by pos3cngors, and promises to prove a powerful rival to
the Royal Mail Ctynpany.

STKAM COMMUNICATION WITH THR 18TIIML*.

The Pacific Steam Navigation Company has contracted
to run an extra steamer South, in connection with tho
French line, leaving hero on the 2d of each month.
This will give us communication betwoen Valparaiso and
Panama three times instead of twice a mouth, and will
obviate considerable delay in the forwarding of mails
and passengers between th<« South Coast and the United
states.

Thus there are eighteen large first clam steamships en¬
tering aud leaving tbe port.- of Panama and Aspinwall
monthly, whose gross tonnage is not less than tiiirty-flve
thousand tona. To this we siia.ll probably be aoio to add,
about January, «an lacreas- in the New York and San
Francisco line and a new line to An<<tr*lla.

This shows tolerably well tor our little Isthmus, which,
If it were governed by a set of mon sufficiently Hgaelou*
to turn our natural advantM/es to account. Instead of
wasting tbe country's reaouices in constant Internal
quarrels, might be made a perfect gardu of commercial
prosperity and the nucleus or the entire
trade of the Paciiic. But no sooner Is one
party raiaod to office tlian another starts a tvvalntion to
upset it; to resist which tiie government h is to raise
means by forced loans, anil thus keeping ihc people is
constant poverty. It was only last March thai tue pres¬
ent administration got into power by u revolt, and fbr
two months past a counter revolution has b?en ;oing on
to turn them out. and the revolutionary piirty will no
doubt succeed before a great many days in gott in ; hold
of the reins of government. Meanwhile biiswe-s Is In a
state of stagnation, the people in the interior ur bur¬
dened with forced loans, and make that en esc i»o for
not paying their debts in Panama: purchasers are afraid
to buy aud holdors arc af*uid to sell.

The United States steamer James Adger returned to

Aspinwsll on the 27th ult from a cruise to Rio Hnohe,
whore tt was reported the United Stales consulate had
been attacked by rebels and the premises sacked
The report appears to have been a ruse got up by the

government party to Induce foreign vessels-of-wsr to g*
there in order to frighten the revolutionists, but It did
not succeed, and the latter hold peaceable possession of
the place They have, In all probability, by this time
got into Santa Maria, which was also daily expecting aa
attack.
The rebels appear to be making headway throughout

the republic, and, though a new govornment is to be
legally installed next April, it la doubtful If the present
ono ran sustain itself until tnen.
The steamer just in from Central America brings Intel-

ligence that the greatest dissatisfaction exists throughout
all the republlo against Salvador for the brutal shooting
of ex-President Barrios. The present President of Sal¬
vador, Dueflas, Is afraid to leave his house, which he
keeps strongly guarded, and sees no one, for fear of
being assassinated. He deserves a alower and inore
.cruel death than that of the polgnard or pistol ball for
bis vlllanous treachery In sacrificing the life of Barrios
after his solemn treaty with Nicaragua to spare his life If
the latter would deliver him up for trial..,
There is no new* from the Central American States.
From Peru we hive two arrivals since last mall, but

nqUiing of special importance. The rebels still hold the
ChTncha Islands against the Peruvian government, but
allow English, Amorican and French vessels to load
under their regular charter. It Is still a very doubtful
question which party will Anally be successful, but mat¬
ters look a little more favorable for the government.
Tho Spanish fleet of eight vessels had loft for Chile to

settle matters there ; so, in the«ourse of s month, we may
look for interesting news.

Fires in New Yorlc.
FIRE IN WEST SEVENTEENTH STREET.FIVE HOUSES

BURNED TO PKATH.
The alarm of fire for tho Third distrlat, between two

and three o'clock on Wednesday morning, originated
from 286 West Seventeenth street, in some frame stables
in the rear. The flames spread rapidly and soon com¬
municated to the rear of the frame dwelling houses
on Seventeenth and Sixteenth streets, and before the
ilAmes were subdned six or seven building were more or
less damaged, and live horses burned to death. The lire
is supposed to be the work of an incendiary. The
horse- b'irned belonged to Dan I'd Gellispie, John Daley,
James White, James Kovesand William Jenkins, valued,
together with their harness, at about six hundred dol¬
lars; no insurance. The stables destroyed belonged to
various parties. Loss about Ave hundred dollars; no in¬
surance.
The woodsheds and fonces in the rear of 204 WestHeven-

teenth stroet, owned by A. Giltnore, ure damaged to the
extent of $204); no Insurance. No. 2WI, owned by Patrick
Konrnan, damaged about «400: Insured for $000 in tho
St. Nicholas Insurance Company. Th« tenants lost about
$100; no insurance. Lawrence Burns, who had a iiro-
cery on the lirst floor, sustained damage to the extent of
$75; no insurance. No. 2tt8, owned and occupl-d by
John George; building damaged about $300, and furni¬
ture 9200; insured for 91,000 on building and 95oO on
furniture, In the Niagara Insurance Company. No. 300,
occupied by Mr. McKlvane aud J. Doll; iurniturc dam¬
aged $200; no insurance. Tho building is owned by
Herman Killing; damaged about $150; Injured. The
framo dwelling in th' rear of 302, owned by W. S.
Martin, is damaged about $400; Insured. The tenants
lost about $200; no insurance.

the rear, are damaged about $600. They are owned by
Ann Dovenor, and are insured in the fct. Nicholas In¬
surance Company. Damage to furniture of tenants
about $100; no insurance.

No. 437, wheelwright shop and buildings damaged
about $100 and Insured in St. Nicholas Insurance Com¬
pany tor $1,000.

Pome twenty of th*
leading shoemaker* in the city were present, and the dla-
cusalons, though rather informal, were quite animated.

A member advanced the opinion that a proper docu¬
ment should be drawn np which all the employer* would
.Ign, each pledging Mm*olf to discharge his employe*iu the event of a strike occurring in the shop of another
of the signer*.
,Mf. (Jlaze objected to the adoption of Uits measure and

declared himself to be totally onpoeed to the taki*,j of
any such pledge. It had been his past exper'enne to **-
certain that men had been unable to adhere to any such
conditions, and he would, therefore, discountenance
the proposed drawing up of the paper. Ho did not
belief in any resistance, and thought that the bouse*
at thi* season of Ilia year would, by their action, greatly
InJun their own Interest* and loae their heat workmen,
who** placea they would be unable to supply.

Mr. Frank was of a contrary opinion, ana thought that
men seed to custom work, which waa Invariably taken
home, would not abandon their famillaa and aaek em
ploymenl elsewhere
Th* question waa then generally dtarnMed, and on

motion It waa Anally resolved to postpone all further
actio* until after the meeting to he hehl hy the work
Ingmsn on Monday evening next, whnn their deoiaion
would be made known. The meeting then adjourneduntil Tuesday morning, al tdn o'clock. .
