this, thorefore, indicates nothing that can u fleet the
money market. Tho contraction of the loanable resources

.f tho banks is, however, shown in the docroase of

$0.140,330 in deposits. The Western banks have
boen drawing their balances rather closely of

Jaio, awing to the partial stringency which provalls
in their section, and the Troaniry has been doing like-
wise upon its natiosnl bank depositaries in order to in¬
crease Its reserve, In proparation for a reduction of the
temporary deposits. Tho Treasury balances still remain¬

ing with the national banks aro very small, and tho dis¬
bursements of tho Sub-Treasury are going forward

rapidly. Tho payments on account of the temporary
loan to-day wero large, and will contln ie so during the
week. The increase of $2,430,611 In specie is traceable
to the recent sales of coin by the government. The de¬
crease of $97S,843 in loans is consistent with tho de¬
crease in deposits, and loss than was generally supposed.
