The yachta sailed from the buoy off Bandy Hook at
forty-five minutes pasi eleven on Monday morning, a
strong porthwesterly wind blowing at the time. The
sca was 80 rough thal it was impossible for the guests on
the steam tug to board the Palmer, This latter vessel
wae slightly abead ai the siart, and kept the lead for
some time,

Between Lwo and three o'clock in the afernoon & vio-
lent gale carried away the Henrletta's stayeail, tearing
it to atoms. The yachis passed the Barnegat Lighthoune
at ten minutes past three, At twenty-lwo minutes past
five the veseela ealled by the Absecom Light, amd at
twenty-clght minutes past eight the same evenibg the
lightehip off Cape May was reached, the Honriotta being
six minules abead of the Palmer.
