The Registry Law and Naturalised Cltl-
zena.

Hon. Joiik CoctiRANR, Attorney General:.

I find, while performing the duty as Inspector of
Registry for this city, hat tseveral construction*! are

plaoed upon scction 4 of the Registry law, passed
In May, 1865; and I therefore beg leave to ad-
dress you as the Attorney General of the State, and
to ask your views as such officer of the clause, "Nor
is any other proof of his being a citizen to be re¬
ceived unless he bus first shown to the satisfaction of the
Hoard or Registry that he Is unable to produce such cer-
titicate. " The question aRises as to what proof is re¬
quired that should be ratisfactory t<fthe Board that he is
unable to produce such certificate. Your early answer
will greatly oblige NATHANIEL JARVIS, Jr.

Nathanin, Jarvis, Jr., Esq., Inspector, &c., city of Now
York:.
Your note of the 23d Inst, is received, containing the

inquiries what proof is required by the present Registry
law that .should bo satisfactory to the Board of Inspec¬
tors of Registry and Election, at their last two meetings,
of an alleged loss of naturalization papers. You rofer to
that part of section 4 of tho law which directs the
action of the board upon the application of a naturallzod
citizen unprovided with his certificate of naturalization
to be registered, viz:."Nor is any other proof of his
being a citizen to be received unless he has tirst shown
to the satisfaction of tlie Board of Registry that ho is
unable to produce his certificate.'' My opinion of the
19th Inst, restricted the proof at these meetings to logal
proof.

I do not think that it admits of question that the oath
of the party is legally coin potent to prove bis inability

to produce the certificate. This eflected, and each case
Will naturally sugfre«t the quality and degree of parallel
proof requisite to satisfactorily establish legal naturaliza¬
tion. This fact evidently ia not intended to be at the
disposal of the arbitrary judgment of the board, but is
to be considered as satisfactorily proven when ascer
tainod by the verbal proof which, uncontradicted and
unimpeached, is held to be not only satisfactory, but
conclusive In law.

The
signatures of the United States Treasurer and of the
Register of the Treasury are appended to the note. The
dress Is printed in green, but llttlo bronzo Ink being used
by the engraver.

the memory of a gentleman who was In several respects

a remarkable character, and one who at all limes and
under all circumstances maintained the dignity and rep¬
utation of the thorough gentleman. A painter by trade
and an innkeeper by accident or choice, Mr. Stoneall
was alwaya a gentleman of refined taste In the One arts
and Miff UUrtt, a genial, pleasant and highly entertaining
companion, and a man of strong, nenerous impulses
and kindly nature. For nearly half a century be
has lived within viow or the corner of Fulton and
Nassau streets, and no man was better acquainted
with the history or the changos created in the
appearance or lower New York by the continual
flow or the never ebbing tide of business than was
Mr. Stoneall, and no one could have been more

entertaining on such suhJecU. A short time before his
death he projected the plan of a magazine article which
he proposed having written, to be called "A Tour by
Land from tho Battery to High Bridge," in which be pro¬
posed to allude to the various changes which had taken
place during his lifetime In the appearance of Broad¬
way. Suoh an article from a person of Mr. Stoneall's in¬
formation and taste would have been highly valuable in
the future.

Mr. Stoneall was a native or Maryland, and was born
in 1798. Ho came to New York in early lire, and was ap¬
prenticed to learn coach painting, In the coach manufac¬
tory of William Bloodgood, at that time the largest man¬
ufactory In the city. It was located in John street, near
Broadway, and filled up the greater portion or the Inte¬
rior part or the block between Fulton and John and
Broadway and Nassau streets. While thus appren¬
ticed he studied more particularly the branch
known to the trade as heraldic painting; and his tastes
naturally Inclining in that direction he soon bccame not
only proficient at his art, but a very respectable artist
He was exceedingly rond or fine works or art; and his
collection or prints and paintings, though small, is highly
valuable. He possessed much valuable Information on
the subject of art, and his opinions on all branches of the
line arts commanded respect from all who knew n'ni.

Th« Festival of St. Simon and It* Jade.
IT8 OBSERVANCE AND ITS PROBABLE BFKECTS UPON

THE WEATHER YESTERDAY.
Yesterday was the day set apart in the calendar of the

English Church for the commemoration of the two emi¬
nent apostles, ft. Simon and St. Jude, although no ob¬
servance of the day is made in either this country or in
England. St. Slmou, who is commonly callcd the
Cunaanite, obtained the name from Cana, the place of his
nativity. He is also sometimes called the Zealot, from
bis ardent and enthusiastic temper, which prompted him
to the most Impassioned exertions In propagating the
gospel. Where he met his death is uncertain. It has
been surmised that he viRited Europe and Britain, and
that lie was martyred in the latter place; agaiu, other
writers have supposed that be met his death in Persia,
together with St. Jude. St. Jude, otherwise called
Thaddeus, was said to have been a son of Joseph by a

former wife. He, too, preached the gospel, and is gene-

rally supposed to have met bis death along with St.
Simon in Persia in the year A. D. 74. From the testi¬
mony of the fathers of tho Church there Is every reason

to conclude that these Saints wore brothers. That Jude
was brother of James the Less seems corlain; and being
the children of Joseph,' tho husband of Virgin Mary, by

a former wile, they were from this cause also the reputed
brothers of Christ. It has excited some sur¬
prise that only one day should have been de-
voted by the Church to the commemoration of
both these apostle?; but it may naturally be accounted
for by the circumstances of their common origin w ith
the same parents, their union in the ministry and from
their both falling victims, as is supposed, to idolatrous
persecution at tho snine period. The commemoration of
this day wax first instituted and appears to have been the
usage from tho year A. D. 1091.

Apart from the religious observation, there existed
formerly in England some curious superstitions or sup¬
position in regard to the weather on this particular day.
On this day it wag considered proper to throw oil' tho
lighter gnrments of summer and to don good, thick
winter vektments. It was always expected that this day
would ho rainy, though upon what supposition this was
founded is not known. A character of an old play
says:."As well I know 'twill ruin upon Simon nrul
Judo's dajr," and in auother production of the Eliza¬
bethan stage some one exclaims, "How a continual
Simon anil Jttde's rain beat all your feathers as flat as a

pancake." Perhaps there is some connection between
this notion and the emblem assigned to the day in old
calendars, namely, a ship, which seems to have been
adopted lii consideration of Simon and Judff having
been fishermen.
The supposition of this day being invariably a rainy

one, howev#r Ill-founded as a rule, was Hilly corrobo¬
rated yesterday by a plentiful supply of rain, which
fell both early and lutein tho day. If the ancient cus¬
tom of donnliig suitable attire on this particular occasion
Mas ever absolutely needed by the condition of the
weather, it was certainly yesterday afternoon and even¬
ing. when tho rain poured' down in pretty heavy torrents
upon tho "fait women and brave men" ot Broadway in¬
discriminately. The day of St. Simon and St. Jude
undoubtedly inhered In the first real winter day of the
present season, and put people in mind of overcoats and
overalls, extra petticoats, fnrs and wrappers,
besides recallng slush and ragged young cros¬
sing sweepers, for which the Empire City is
so remarkable, especially in the neighborhood
of tho City Hall. It was not so cold, but It was
what we should term decidedly miserable; in fact, such a

day as a Frenchman would throw himself into the Seine
or a Cocknoy into the Thames or from tho top of the
monument. Fortunately in this civilized country we do
nothing of the kind, and trust so long as cocktails and
brandy smashes tiro to be obtained from the faculty we
never shall, in spite either of St. Simon or St. Jude.
