THE CAUSE DEFICITENT DRAINAGE.

This v aptribed to the fact that these wuler eourees
have been Biled up with all conceivable Kinds of rabbish,
and that in most cuses there has boon  either no draipuge
at ull or that which ® worke than ueelese. Ho has no
heritation In expressing the opinion that one of the chier
eauses of mortality is o be found o the defoctive drain-
ago of certaln districts of the city, and Tarthermore that
1his san evil which I8 inoroasing as the aity extends
jeaclf towards the northern portion of the ieland, and
that the man elements by which the evil is increased are
the g0-called city improvements or grading ol the strects
aod avenues which are. now being carried forward,
Phin grading eonsists of  deep  rork  excavations
and Ligh embankments, some as high ns forty feet
Theso embankments cross, . of course, the old valloys
of drminage, through which fows the drainage stream of
afarge arei.  In most instances & few slones ure thrown
sogether and callod a culverd, for the purpose of letting
thene sfyeams pass under the embankments A few
months suflice to destroy these culverte ax conductors,
sud the ewbankmonty soon become permanent dns,
cauting the collection of large bodies of waler all over
the island, which (o mid [ gunut pools,
treeding pestidence and disease.  For the purpose of im-
proving lots sdjscent to those ombankments dirk s
dumped in to absorh the water, which 8 nope the less
present bocaues it is pot seen.  The soil, becoming sata
rutedd, forme a wort of sponge through which the water
ascendn by caplilary sttracuon, giving out a constant
miasun, po Joss fatal (o benjth than the stagnant water
whicb it repiaced.

After the groat fire in London which succeednd the great
plugue of 1668, and in which over thirleen thousand
houges were destroyed, an opportunity was afforded the
authorities to do the very thing which it is now neces-
gary for us to do in the city of New York—numely, to
restore the old drainage sireams in the manner we have
suggested.  As regards London, the enormous population
oow included within its limits could pever have exizted
there hud not thut system been adopted.
