By the above report it will be seen that the Atalanta

was seven days in London before leaving for New York.
At the former city she received forty passengers and
then left for Havre, where over five hundred additional
pussengoin were taken on board There were then over
feix hundred passengers In all, and the vessel Is described
as being in a "very filthy condition." The surgeon of
the Atalanta states that seven deaths occurred among
tho passengers before they embarked at Havre. The
cabin passengers were not at all affected by the disease,
while those in tho steerage encountered it In a very vtrn-
lent form. This is a very suggestive fact and ooe

worthy of consideration. There can be several reasons

given for tills confinement of the cholera to a certain
portion of the ship. It might have been uneleanllness,
want of proper vontilatlon or other causes, but it cer¬

tainly is a singular fact that none of the cabin passengers
were stricken down. It is another strong proof that the
disease is not contagions, which has heretofore been fre¬
quently asserted.
The Atulanta will now be thoroughly fumigated, and

tho passengers who enjoy perfect health will be allowed
up to the city when all symptoms of cholera on board
the vessel will huvo disappeared.

MEETINO OP THE QUARANTINE COMMISSIONERS.
At a meeting of the Quarantine Commissioners the

following resolutions were adopted:.
Whereas, It Is reported to this Board that the steamer

Atalanta arrived yesterday at Quarantine, having on
board twenty eight or thirty cases of cholera, among
emigrant passengers from Havre, and that several
deaths have occurred on board from tho same disease
Therefore

Resolved, That a rigid quarantine be enforced on said
vessel In the lower bay, and from this dote all vessels
from Havre, Londou. Southampton, porta In tho Medi¬
terranean, and all other ports at which cholera, In an
ep.demin form, may have been prevailing at the time of
departure, shall be quarantined Tor the period of
five days for observation, but that If any case of
cholera shall have occurred on board any such
vessel the said vesaol shall be detained until the passen
gors are removed and the veasel and cargo thoroughly
ventilated and disinfected, or until, In tho judgment of
the Health Officer, said vessel ma* be permitted to
approach the wharves tn safety.

Resolved that all pa«sougers sick with cholera, or ordi¬
nary diarruosa, shall be transferred to the floating bos
pital.

THE STEAMSHIP EUROPE tW THR RAT.
The steamship Europe, with two hundred and ninety-

eight passengers, arrived on Friday evening from Havre
via Brest She was detained at the LowerQuarantine for
inspection, upon making which Dr. Walser reports:.

Affidavits have been furnished
that no cases of cholera were known in Havre previoualo
th" steamer s sailing . .

The passengers claim that a number of their acquaint

pratique at once. Ths ship Is detained tor observation.

It Is determined by the Health Commissioners that
no oversight on their part shall introduce the deadly
disease Into our midst. Tbs passengers will be re¬

tained on board, or, as the case may be, on

Faady Hook, till next Tuesday. The same course

will be adopted as regards all vessels arriving
from any port where the slightest symptoms
of cholera have showed themselves, seventeen days
being allowed to elapse from the time of their starting
before they will be permitted to discharge cither passen¬
gers or cargo. The passengers of the Europe will only
be allowed to eome on shore with whatever clothing they
may have loose, not being permitted to unpack their
trunks till all have been carefully fumigated.

*n* WORE OP DISINFECTION.
Where cholera or any other cpldetnic gains ground In

a certain locality, It is a work of considerable difficulty
to eradicate It. Fumigation, by means of some dlslnfee-
tant, Is the course generally adopted. The action of the
disinfectant Is, tn some eases, to absorb all foreign and
uoxlous gaseous matter In oomblnatlon with the air.
Chloride of calcium, or, as It is miscalled, chlo¬
ric of lime, is on* of this class, exceedingly
tenacious of moisture. Another class, comprised
under the hslogens, number among thsm bro¬
mine and chlorine, the latter by far the moat power¬
ful.

Leaving the individual precautions as regards diet,

As
regards the neeeaaity (tor our thoroughfares and bystreets
being kepi la a particularly clean condition, it ia the
¦atealioa of the street cleaning contractoiK to continae the
adherence to the terma of their contract with the greatest
..are, aa heretofore. The Commissioner* of Health have
leaned Inatraettena to tba Police Commissioners to hava
arrested all parties (band throwing garbage of any de¬
scription into the street Every ono Is by this time
aware of the day* on which the contractors' carta go
round, and must have all refute and gar¬
bage ready. This Is an Important matter,
and should be attended to with the utmost
rtflatni'aa. At such a time It will be necei-sary that
the street* be cleaned oflener than even the con¬

tract provide* for. Although not Included in the
contract, doubtless arrangements may be made
with the contractor* for any additional work
which may be required to be don«. Before
frost *ets in all mart be perfectly clean, as

garbage and filth of any description frocen In with ice
and snow becomes in the spring more eaiily decomposed.
Also daring the winter season it will be necessary for
the polico to strictly enforco tho ordinance which pro-
vidoN for occupants of houses to havo the gutter
In front of them cat clear to a distance of
twelve In he* from the sidewalk, so as to afford a free
passage for water to the sewen, which must also be free.
All work as regards paving, 4c., should be speedily

ly, as If it were a coffin. It is because its records wore

the death warrant of sons and brothers and neighbors,
the title deed which conveyed away their property, the

d cree which removed their old liberty and brought the
restraint of martial law. Had the rebellion succeeded It
would have been one of the golden books in the State
archives, and the ordinance of sece*ak>n would have
superseded the Declaration of Independence, and the
Continental Congressmen would almost have been for¬
gotten lu the new prominence of State secentlou patriots.
But its misfortunes have made the rebellion and all per¬
taining to it d.sUateful, and or those who received the
books to-day I saw few open them either with Intercut or

curiosity.
