And agaln, while the demands upon
the republicans in support of the adminisira-
tion were generally consistent with the ante-
cedents, ideas and purposcs of the party, the

These are our conclusions from the narrow
view of the results in New York as a mere
party affair. We shall touch npon a broader
solution presently. It comos upon us irresist-
ibly as we approach the result in New Jersey.
Here the republicans had a democratic major-
ity to overcom# of seven thousand--equal fo
fifty thousand in Now York—and they maatered
it. How? By tho folly of the domocratic
mnnagers in adbering to the dead issues of the
pust, and in ignoring or fighting the living and
controlling issucs of the present. For exnmple,
there is the constitutional amendment for the
abolition and prohibition of slavery throughout
{he United States. It wants a ratification from
three more States to make it a part and pareel
of (he supreme law of the land, and so to
secure the peace of the country aguinasi any
possible attempt to revive thediscord-brocding
institution in any State hereafter. The demo-
crntic Legislature of New Jersey last winter
refused lo ratify this amendment. It was soh-
sequently proclaimed asn leading feature of
President Johmson’s restoration policy. But
while the New Jersey democracy professed an
npproval of his policy they set up u candidate
for Governor who flatly denounced said amend-
ment “a naked usurpationby the consolidated
despolism at Washington.” The people of New
Jersey have decreed otherwise, for, in adbering
to President Johnson in good fuith, they have
chosen & Governor and Leglslature that will
ratify the amendment,

Here, in this emphatic verdict of New Jersey,
we discover something of the popular strength
of President Johnson's policy. The people
recognize the important fact not only thata
great rebellion bns beem put down, but that
much towards a great revolutlon has been ne-
compiiehed ; and thal Aodrew Johnson lias the
work still to be done properly in hand, and
that it must he finished. Kilpatrick and his
legion of soldiers, warm and dusty from the
binttle fields of the South, have said so, and the
voice of the people is the voice of the army.
It is Andrew Johnson’s restoration policy,
thevefore, which, against their copperhead
abominations ond affilintions, has routed the
democracy from Maive to California, and
broken up even their last sironghold of New
Jersey. The disgusted copperheads and the
disaffected radicals have largely staid at home.
The administration and iis honesl supporters
among the people, ineluding the intelligent
soldiers of the Union, bave carried all these
late clections.

The republican party are paturally jubilant
over the results ; but {hay must not forget the
agencies through which they bave been se-
cured. They must not forget that they
owe ileir succcsses to their  professions
ol a cordial support of President Johnson,
und they must bear in mind  (hat,
as events bave proved, they have acted wisely
in rejecting the disorganizing counsels of sach
radical fanatical leaders as Charles Sumner
and Thaddeus Stevens, President Jobmson,
from his sagneia'uu and satisinelory reconsirme-
tion programme, has become the master of the
gilnation, So recognized by the republican party
lot them adbiere (o him in good fuith, and they
may prosper. The chances for a resuscitation
of the unfortunate democracy appear to be
gloomy. Hul we are still in the fransition
epoch from the old to a new order ol ihings,
aidd ite constanily changing phases may greatly
change the relations of elements and organiza-
tion of our political parties, even within the
next three years, Experience, 100, bas shown
us repeatedly that when a party becomes so
powertul as tg bear down all opposition, it he-
comes 8o unwieldy as to fll to pieces from ita
own weight.

The old democratic party, poisoned by the
rebellion, is dead and done for. Like the old
federal party, it ennnot be revived with its re.
cord against a people’s war. Bulits broken
fragments, like the Southern Siates, may be
reconstricted wipon @ beller foundation: and
from the chapter of acoidents and vicissitudes
in onr public afairs a pew dominant party
at Washington may form it opuclens, and
within  the Inferval to the next Presi-
dency. The issues of 1808 will depend upon
the shaping of the momenions and delicate
questions now to be dealt with. They may

Lord Palmerston hae been buried in West-
nfloster Abbey with great pomp and ceremony,
and it seems to be generally conceded that
Earl Russell will temporarily succeed him as
Premier. All the leading English journals
agree, however, in the op'nlon which we ex-
pressed some time ago that Earl Russell’s rule
will be merely for the moment, and that he will
be unable to form a permenent ministry. The
fuot in that in losing Palmersion the British
government bas lost it real head. He con-
trolled all the political parties and united them
in support of the Queen and her government,
even when they seemed to differ most radically
upon certain partisan or reform messures. In
this respeot he was like Lincoln during the few
months that intervened between the reinaugura-
tion and the assassination of our late President.
But when Palmerston died there was no Andrew
Johnson to succeed him, and the British minis-
try is therefore at sea, with the helmaman gone,
and no one to keep the ship of State upon its
course. How long Earl Russell will rémain in
office it is useless to spoculate; but it is certain
that, although the English prees unanimously
objects to his remaining there long, nobody
has yet been able Lo name any staiesman who
can fill Palmerston’s place. Clarendon, Gran-
ville and Gladstone lave heen mentioned; but
all of them have mosl bitter oppouents, dis-
posed to show. them no merey and io give them
no lease of power. [t would not surprise ue if
they should all be tried and found wanting.
We anticlpate, in short, a ruccession of minis-
iries, ench weaker than its predecessor, and a
final transformution of the l;lritivh monarchy
into a republic, with some person of the John
Bright school at the head of affairs,

Tho result of the recent civil war in this
couniry has greatly disturbed the policy of
England, France and the olher European Pow-
erd, They desired and expocted thak the South-
ern confederacy could be established, and (his
country thus divided and desiroyed. They re-
peatedly predicted the dissolution of the Union,
and ured every means that they dared to cm-
ploy in order to verify their predictions, In
doing 80 it was thelr simple, plain and sell-
evident object to sheck the progress of repub-
licanism and strengthen monarchical institu-
tions. It happens, however, thal all their
selfish plans and schemes have been frusivated,
and that republicanism has come out of its oru-
cinl contest vielorious, We have not only pre-
served the Union, but we have demonstraied
beyond the pos:ibility of a doubt the capacity
of & free people Lo govern aml to protect thems
selves, There i3 no monarchy on the faece of
the earth that could have snrvived the shoek of
w rebellion so gigantic as that which attempied
to deatroy this nation, and none which could
go astonish the worll by such an overwhelming
display of power on Doth land aud rea, FEng-
land will probably have more (rouble in sup-
pressing the comparalively tnsignificani Feuian
conspiracy —if, indeed, she succocds in sup-
pressing it al all—than we bhad in putling
down the greatest insurrection that ever die-
turbod the world, Now, in u ¢ivil war, as in a
politieal election, one party or the other
must lose, and those who back the de-
feated parly must  lose also,  England
wan one of thoss PPowers which staked
everything upon the saccess of the Southern
confederacy, and il is impomible for her to
escape the consequences of hey defenr, Her
honor is already gone: some of Ler money
has bheen suuk inm the rebel oMion loan, and
more ol it must go to compensate us for the
injuries inflicted npon our commerce by Lng- |
lish privateers; but, in addition 1o «ll ihis, |
her system of govermnent must now he enlively
changed. Huving deliberately accepied onr
civil war as a confliet hetwean aristocracy and
republicanism, she musi slso necept the result
of the contest nnd conlorm hersell to the sys-
temn that is trinmphant.  This resction in fWvor
of republican institnlions will affeet afl Earope

sooner or later; bul w England the death of
Lord Palmerston hus precipitated the issue by |
lenving the govermnent withoat & besd, since

the Queen is only a lay fignre nsed to main-

tain w costly and abwued sham ceremonial.

We have thus briefly but comprehensively

stated the philosophy of the present crisis in

Fngland, and we arve ceriain that it will wlti-

mately vesult in the abolition of the British

monsrchy and the formation of a British re-

public.

Tue Nexr Montereal Engerion.—The munici-
pal election occurs pext month.

It is
only necessary to look atthe acts of the munici-
pal authorities for the past year to eatisfy every
taxpnyer and every honest citizen that a radi-
eal change in every department of the city
government is demanded. There is no hope
for reform under the present system. Its antire
body, like the legislation of the State, is cor-
rupt. The verdict of the people in the late
State clection was not in faver of Morgan,
Weed, Seward or any other set of men or fac-
tion.

The elaims of this government upon
Great Britain for the damages inflicted by
English privatecrs have nlready heen presented
by Minister Adams and are being diplomati-
eally discussed. The President’s (elegrams to
the Norih Coarolina and Georgia conventions
have scitled the case of the rebel bondholders.
Brief roferences to these and kindred matters
will, therefore, suffice for the forthcoming mes-
sage. President Johnson believes that we
shoukl allend (o vur domestic affairs before
attending to our foreigo affairs; that we shonld
make no demands uniil we are perfeeily ready
to enforce them; and we consequently presume
ihat the momentous message which he is now
preparing will be mainly devoted to the poliey
of restoration, and that our foreign relations
will be in a measore reserved for another
Presideniial communicution.
