P»otk..a late issue from the graver snd press of tho
counterfeiters of United States legal ten'ler currency of
tb" denoiuiiistion of tlfty dollars is tho most difficult of
detection of any which has of late been prejwred. It is
thus described :.There are apparently but two dis¬
crepancies between the genuine and the spurious notes
that will be apparent to tho public. One of thorn is ill
that part ol the engraving of tbe head of Hamilton,
upon the face of the note, which represents the line of
the waistcoat crossing the white collar at 'tie net k. The
acute angle formed by tho shape of he collar, so far as
it is shown, Is perfect in the r< uteueit note; but In the
genuine tho linos of the flesh were drawn by tbe engraver
across the point of the collar »t its junction with the
waistcoat, lor the purpose of relieving tlie angle of the
sharpness it would otherwise have exhibited. T. Is dif¬
ference Is not readily observed unless the note is per¬fectly clean. The oflier discrepancy is In the shape of
the urnam uts iu the border on eacb end of the facc ot
the bills, aud in tbe whole border on the back. The
figures "S0°' are engraved on a green ground, of
which the rim In the genuine bill Is in octagonul form,
rather well defined, though the angles are uot sharp.
Tho eight sides of what at first view appeared to be cir¬
cles may be easily discerned. In the counterfeit bill the
border ornaments containing the "60" are octagonal
in only a very alight degreo, and seem to be perfect
circle*. Tho general appearance of the counterfeit gives
no indication of its true character. It would be the
safest course to pursue in regard to these particular
fifties to refuse them entirely until government cau make
a reissue to take their place.

Captain Young gave orders to lighten ship by throwing
cargo overboard, as the steamer waa leaking badly. I
went to the engine room to assist in baling, and re-

maiued three hours uniil relieved, and then volunteered
to participate in removing the cargo.
By seven P. H. the water gained so fast that eyery man

on board was impressed either to man the pomp* or to
a^iht in baling. This condition of things lasted until
about half an hour before we were driven to the small
boal®. No wonder pumping proved useless, an there wm
but a single (donkey) pump in the engine room, and this
was the only out) at all serviceable for relieving the ves¬
sel. »s thero were no deck pumps. l"'ore and aft the
steamer were two force pumps, one of which was re¬
moved and rigged up '» engine room, but it boou
gave out and proved utterly worthless. At one time,
through borculean efforts, we managed to keep the waler
about level, but we were speedily tired out, when the
water gaiucd upon us very rapidly.
