We have bad a continuation of festivities since receiving
'the official news of the fall or Uruguayana. Colonel Esti-
garrilxa arrived here a few days ago, and considerable
juulety was manifested to see the bombastic colonel.
Be preferred coming to Rio to residing on the Plate. He
baa visited tbe arsenals and other places of interest, and
given Van Nivel a sitting for his portrait, which sella
readily at half a dollar. Duarte, the fanatic priest of
whom so much has been said, has gone to reside in
Buenos Ayrea.
Wbeu called on by Flores to surrender Colonel Estigar-

ribia made a show of resistance, but the Emperor sent
word to delay the bombardment until his arrival at the
front, wbon he sent hie Minister of War, Ferraz, who
treated with him on the outer lines; the only conditions
granted being permission to tbe officers to retain their
aide arms and to reside anywhere except in Paraguay

. during the war.

The Emperor has Issued tbe following proclamation
Soldikr.This province is agaiu free, owing to the ac¬

tion of our forces and those of our allies. Tho invader
has surrendered, but our mission is not yet completed;
our national honor and dignity are not yet avenged; a
part of the province of Matto Grosno and of rhe Argen-tine Confederation are yet occupied by the enemy For¬
ward, then. since from the justice of our cause Divine
Providence thus crowns our efforts with success. Longlive the Kr.i/.iiian nutinn. DOM PEDRO II.

Firrms, Minister of War.
We have a good niauy Southerners here at present,

some of whom represent themselves as the agents of
families wishing to emigrate, and state that they are
backed by millions of dollars. The most conspicuous is
General Wood, formerly of the Vicksburg Wh iy.

i rebil at his private secretary, at six hundred dollars per
annum, and it was only after the departure of the vessel
for tbe Pacific that the truth leaked out.

General Flores, with his usual disregard of personal
risk, advanced alone to And a pass, which he speedily
accomplished, and at once crossed his commsnd. The
whole arinv followed, taking up the respective positions
assigned to* them. At midday the batteries were posted
on an eminence within live hundred yards of the ene¬
my's trenches. A last summons to surrender giving two
tours' grace wan then sent In to Extlgarrihla Some of
the troops, however, beginning to pitch their tents, Gen¬
eral Mitre gave the order to advance, which was promptlyobeyed, and both infantry and artillery nen red tbe
trenches within two httndrod yards without a shot beingflred. home battailous were thrown out as skirmishers,-tout the eneiny made no sign of resiatance.

In this peculiar state of things some of the men ad¬
vanced close to the trenches, when General Nicasto
Borjes. who was among them, was sddres-ed by Rati-
garribia himself, who said, "Give me at least time
enough to answer, and do not be in such a hurry. " in

rienntiness, therefore, Is of the flint Importance.both of
yonr persons and of your houses particularly your yards,
siuk\ privies and cesspools, where fresh chloride of .lime
should he daily sprinkled, and the adjoiulug walls and feuoes
surrounding them repeatedly whitewashed
He careful that there is no staguanl water either in yoor

cellars or yards, and if your basements are damp use tires lu
them frequently, to J>uru up ibo foul air and cause a more
perfect ventilation
Remove all garbage st least Once a day, ami twice if possi¬

ble, and |M>rmit nothing to remain ou the premises to uudei(*<
decomposition .

Keep your houses well ventilated.
He temperate in all things.Itoih In eating and drinking

He temperate lu exercise, lu labor, both physical aud men¬
tal.
K»ep good hours.
Take proper food. In reasonable quautiiies, st proper times
Plainly cooked meats with boiled rioe bread and tho

roughly cooked potatoes should form the ordinary base of
diet
Abstain from all unripe fruits and stale or partially d^r

cared vendibles, but above all avoid excess in intoxicating
drinks of every kind.
Wear flannel next the skin, and at all times maintain the

natural temperature of the body by a siifllciaut amount of
clothing. Avoid all exposure to suddeu change* of tempera¬
ture; and If accidentally exposed to a storm remove your
wet '>001 s and clothing as soon ss possible
The cholera Is nol the uecessarily fatal disease which it Is

commonly believed to be, but Is a disease that Is both pre
vemable ami Durable. It Is always preceded by symptoms
of languor and debility, with diarrhea. aud In this stage In
almost always curable; but if neglected at this period, and
the diarrhoea permitted to continue until collapse comes on
II i» then almost always fatal
A l the very commencement of 'he disease go to bed, and

stay there until you srs well, with warm flannel around lite
body, warm bricks or bottles of hot water to the feet. If
necessary , and, If there is a tendency to vomit, apply a
mustard plaster ovor the stomach If you hav.e uot got a lied
Ue down on the Door, and keep yourself warm: but by ull
means retain the horizontal position all the ilme, not even
gettiug up to attend to the evaousllous, but use a bed pan or
other convenience fur thai purpose, nod immediately seed
for some quaiiAsd physician for advice. But, above all
things, abstain from taklug any of the advertised nostrums
that will flood the elty, and swallow no medicines unless pre¬
scribed by a competent nhvslclan
The Commissioners of Health are doing all in their power

for Ihe purification of this city sod t'ie protection of the peo
pie; hut It must lie evident to all that kbey < nun ot do every¬
thing, snd would therefore respectfully call upon their fel-
low cltl/eos toco operate with them lu every possible way In
their power.
Sources of filth and impurity may exist without the knowl¬

edge of the public authorities and every citizen should feel
the necessity of keeping a wntehfut su|>ervlsioa over his own
premises, and wheu individual efforts aie inadequate for
their removal they should tmll upou the Hoard for a id and
assistance.
Pear and despondency are the great sources of danger In

sll epidemics, but mora particularly so lu cholera than auy
other.
White, therefore, we would nrge upon all our cltixeni the

use or everr prudential and precautionary measure, let them

E reserve a calm and composed state of mind, s cheerful
earl, and dispel sll fear, and by a coolldiug trust in an all-

wise and merciful Providence we cau reasonably hope to
escape this scourge, if we implicitly obey ills laws.
