tion of defendant's counsel.

Before proceeding to read this deposition Mr. Cram
¦aid ho wouM call Mr1. Sarah Hutchinson, whose exami¬
nation would not occupy much time.

Mr- Sarah Hutehinsou, a very aged female, according-

ly took t:ie stand and waa swum. Being very deaf, tho
clerk had to administer the oath in his loudest ton^s,
and the flOUnael also found themselves obliged to test
their lungs powerfully in the direct and cross-examina¬
tions. The w.tuesB' appearuuej and manner oreat d con¬
siderable merriment, which was withdilliculty suppressed
by Hi" Court. She testified as follows:. I live at New¬
town, with Mrs. Elli-ttu Strong; 1 have lived there over
forty years: I don't remember exactly when Edith was

born, but 1 remember the time; I w;«s present at the
time.

Mr. Cram.State what you know about Mrs. Strong
aud Mr. Edward Strong after the birth of Edith.

Mr. McKeou.1 would like you to fix her to some cer¬
tain time.

Mr. Cram.I am doing so.
Witness. 1 came down into the hall one morning ; tho

servants told me Mrs. ftlong was in Edwards room;
well, 1 came down myself and went into the hail to

watch; I went Into a little pantry to watch; a ler a

while 1 saw the door owning, opening, opening gradu¬
ally, just to (describing it with her hands); by and by I
sec airs. Strong inside; tlrst she looked up and then
down, aud then np and then down, and then ran out and
up stairs to her own room; she was dressed in a thick
calico wrapper; 1 never saw her wear it down stairs; she
used to Wear it in her own bedroom, or the nursery, but
not down stairs; her hair was (lowing, and her wrapper
wrapped close around her; 1 don't know whether Mr.
l'et r was in the parlor; while they were at old Mrs.
Strong's Mr. Edward and Mrs. Peter Strong were socia¬
ble and friendly; they were a good deal together: I Raw
Mrs. I'eter in the same ball once or twice after this; her
hair was in the same way, and she looked frightened.
(Tho word frightened objected to and excluded.)

Cross examined.1 first went to Mrs. Strong's about
thirty-live years ago; 1 was tbeu about thirty years with
Mrs. Strong: 1 have been marrud; I lived with old Mrs.
Strong, In Cortlandl street, in New York ; 1 have seen
most of the children born ; 1 took < are of Mr. Peter Strong
from tho time he was born ; I don't know how old he is;
he was born a!V-r I went there; 1 nursed bim all the time
s nee he was born except oncj, when 1 made a visit to
Baltimore: I recollect Edwurd Strong's wife, and a fine,
elogaut lady she was; I recollect when she died; she died
at Xcwtown ; I was pros'-nt at Mr. Peter's marriage ; they
wero married at l'eter's father's house ; 1 don't know who
married lliein; 1 don't remember the minister's name; I
don t tliiuk it was Mrs. Bedell's husband; after they were

married, anil after a little while travoll.ng, they went to
livo will old Mrs. Strong; before he was married
I'eter was away in Europe for about three years; ho
went to Europe again al ter he was married, with his
wile; ho had the last child, Maimy, before be wont away;
she is now between twelve and thirteen years old, 1
think; they had no children born in Europe; after they
came back little Elly was boru; I can't say when this
was; she is six or eight years old now; before he went
abroad he kept horses and carriages, and alter he came
back ; his brothers alBO kept horses and carriages; 1 don't
know bow many horses wore kopt at Wavorloy ; after he
came back ho used to k(> fishing aud shooting ; he was
fond of fishing aud shooting; I have se n him in both
his fishing and shooting drosses; sometimes he took h.s
wife with him whenever she wanted to go; I saw him
take her ofton ; they went up und down Flushing Nay ; I
know she could go with bim whenever she wanted to.

Mr. McKeon.How do you know that?
Witness. 1 know it.
Mr. M> Keen.Well, but how do you know it*
Witness-^Because I knew it (very warmly;; because

there was the boat and there was Mr. Peter ready to lake
her; all the family used to go into each other's rooms:
Mrs. Peter Strong used to go into them all ; I saw Edward
after he lost his wife; ho was very much distressed; he
was very much broken-hearted ; ho was very quiet and
sedate, aud everybody usedtofeol sympathy lor him ;

very often in aud out ol Mrs. Strong's room ; all the ser¬
vants went all over the hou.-e at all times; the chamber¬
maids. of course, went into her room when they wanted
to; Edward cumo homo before the war was over; ho did
not stay more than an hour or half an hour, as the boat
was going right away aga.n; Maimy was there at tho
time; 1 only said to bim, -How do you dof" I was very
glad to nee him ; we wero all delighted to see him ; I be¬
lieve the lamlly wero all home.

Mr. McKeon.Bid you know of Edward's naughty con¬
duct at that timer
Witness. 1 henrd a great many things about him, but

1 U.d not know them.
Mr. McKeon l'id you believe all you heard?
Witness.No, 1 do not; I don't believe half they say

about him. They say a good many things, bull don't
believe them. [This was said with great emphasis and
with a very expressive gesture ] I use spoctaclos;
1 don't know when Edward will be back; Mr. Peter
I.vex in the i-ame house with me now; I see him most
every day ; 1 see them ail sit down at the table; they used
to say grace in the dining room; they say prayers there
also, sometimes Mrs. Lyncii read prayers; sometimes
Mn>. Pater did so, and sometimes Mr. Peter; 1 can't say
I ev r saw Edward read them, but ho was always prea-
ent. I used not to boat prayers myself always; Edward
attended ihurch regularly, und went to ttuuday school;
Mr Peter want to church, but did not attend Sunday
school, I never told Mr. i'eter what I had seen; at tho
time of the occurrence of the opening of the door by Mrs.
Strong Edith was about six montlis old.
At tho suggests n of the jury the Court here ordered a

recess for forty minutes.
On the reassembling of the court Mr. Cram submitted

aa# proceeded to read the deposition of Mrs. Julia Be¬
dell, a sister of the plaintiff, residing In Gambler, Ohio,
objection waa made by counsel for defence against its
presentation as evidence on the ground of Irregularity in
Its pretention and noncompliance with the statute pro¬
viding for the manner la which such instruments should
be drawn up and certified.
