and probably before sciion conld be had in Congress,
have the sanction of & sfficlent number of States to put
e adoption beyond cavil, 1 bave mover doubled that
nuder the seeond section of the amepdment it would be
rompetent for Congress to protect every  person within
the United States in all the rights of person and pro.
perty belonging 1o 8 free eitizen,  And to secure those
rights is the ohject of the LIl 1T propose to introdace. 1
think it bmportant that action shonld be taken on this Ssub-
Jeet at an carly day, both for the purpose of quicting ap-
prebension in the minds of the many friends of freedom,
ost by local leglsiation or a prevalling public seutiment
in come of the States persons of the Afriean race should
continue to be oppreesed, aud, in fact, deprived of true
freedom ; and for the purpose of showing to those among
whom slavery has heretofore existed that unless they,
by lueal legisintion, provide for the real froedom of their
former sloves the federn]l government will, by vivtue of
its own suthority, see that they sre fully proiecied.
