decree by Maximilian, the French agent in Mexico,
under date of September last, establishing slavery or
peouage In that republic.

Corwin, Charge d'Affaires, sent & copy of this decree Lo
Becretary Seward, who requested the opinion of Attor-
nay General Speed upon that paper.
