Fourtn Dlatrlet Police Court Ilnase.A
Fine UdlO«t-Its Coat, Construction itnrt
Olmenilons. A*.

On Fifty-seventh street, near Third avenue, standH one
or tho most beautifully designed and commodiou court
houses and primary jails In the l'u ted States. It Is the
Police Court building of the Fourth district, presided
over hv Justices Connolly and Kelly. Situated In tho
upper portion of New York.it lias up to the present
time escaped the attention and admiration which Its
superior merit# so well deserve. Costing but a tnero
fraction of the money that the City Hall edifice will
cost, and of course not ax showy or extensive, It is never¬
theless true that It ban many features of ufe and comfort
which e* Mayor Gunther's favorite sanctuary will not

possess. - .«.*-¦* .

_Iu constructing tho Court House this district
deemed it advantageous to pay special attention,
not U) mere display, hut to system aud eon-
veulenco in the Interior. To obtain precise know-
ledge of the most thorough modern plans and appllanoea,
James H. Welsh, then Justice presiding, v .ailed
Europe, examining the model establishments in France,
Kngbmt and Ireland. His experience in the Old World
rt ctr.ted many features or the plan upon which the new
hdilding wa« constructed. The work was put into the
hands of John W. Rich, the chief architect iu th » con
st ruction ol tlie new Emigrant Hospital on Ward s I: land,
tho laving of the corner stone ot whi. lt last fall was tho
oocaiiou for Interesting proceeding, a public banquet
and speeches from Thurlow Weed ami other public,
characters.
