We see all this in the bold and magnificent

manner in which art starts into existence here.
American art in its beginnings not only sur¬

passes the beginnings of art elsewhere, but it
makea a bold step to equal in iU first touches
the final glories of art in other lands. Only
glanoe at its themes. The large thought of the
llrst Napoleon recognized its greatness in this
nspect ; and one of the first recognitions of
American art in the world was made by that
"Wonderful man to a picture by an American
.f Marius Sitting on the Ruins of Carthage.a
great one of one fallen city desolate on the
tufas of another fallen city. Few themes
touched by the pencil are grander; and of
those few the same painter chose another talis
landing of Columbus. This grandeur of
thought characterizes American art, and, by
keeping it above pitifhl themes, gives it a na¬
tional spirit It predominates in the works of
those living American artiste who are most
worthy of the fame they have already won. It
Js seen in the pictures of Church and Bierstadt,
whose pencils are devoted to the most magnifi¬
cent phases of the American landscape ; in
those of De Haas, devoted to the treatment of
the element that is wrought into our national
history by so many naval glories; in Powell
and Thompson, whose work in the world
will be to individualize for the eyes of the
future those great-men whose achievements have
inadc their names the household words of our

people. These names might alone form the
nucleus of a national pantheon. They are a

complete circle. They typify tho glories that
American art is to achieve, as well as the direc¬
tion it is to take. Such power in expressing
the grander modes of nature as we see in
Church's Niagara, Andes, an»l Ic >b"rgs, rises
far beyond what has hitherto been sup¬
posed the limit of painting in that direc¬
tion.and gives that gentleman the control
of a new sphere.a hitherto undiscovered
value of art. The world has seen nothing
finer in the attempts to represent the splendors
of nature on canvass than Bierstadt's picture of
the Rocky Mountains. It dwarfs all ordinary
landscape pictures as completely as its subject
dwarfs the hills that are the usual favored
themes of landscape painters. Powell's splen¬
did Discovery of the Mississippi by De Soto in¬
dicates, as did also Vanderlyn's Columbus,
that the American painter need not hunt in Eu¬
ropean or Asiatic legends for subjects capable
of giving the noblest employment to the imagi¬
nation. Launt Thompson's genius gives pro^ »

mise of a future that will leave him without a

living superior 1n sculpture. Already his
Trapper, his Hamlet, his admirable pieces ot
portraifoie and hid Napoleon have fixed his
fame by their rare and positive excellence
He has been commissioned to make a statue of
the grand old leader of the Sixth corps, Geueral
Sedgwick, that will be an achievement In his
true field.a field in which his labors
will undoubtedly cast a splendid lnstre on

American art De Haas is one of the few'
marine painters whose pictures have the very
atmosphere of the aea.whose style is as crisp,
olea% fresh and invigorating as the breeze that
fills the snowy sails he paints. His sphere ia
to loom up as grandly in the American Pan¬
theon as do the names of Hull, Bainbridge,
Perry, Lawrence, Decatur, Farragut and Porter
on the pages of our history.
American artists are different from the major

part of those of other lands, in being men of
independent character. They never have pa- >

irons, and are never the property of picture
brokers. Not yielding to any in the fidelity
with which they study all the moods of nature,
they do not bend to study the moods of any
minor power, and thus never degrade art to
caprice. They hardlj ever, therefore, become
the slaves of necessity, and we do not find in
their live* any acoount of the pitiful shit is that
belittle so many of the sons of genius, and are

involuntarily kept in memory as we glance at
their pictores. In the labors of men ruch as we

have named It is easy to foresee the future
glories of art on this continent. And when
literature, music and the drama shall have the
same free ehance.when they shall feel the in¬
spiration that rises directly from the people,
and shall cease to be copied as servilely as the
Paris fashion*;.they also will be equally great
Then, and then only, the American mind will
be reoognlzed in all the spheres of intellectual
effort, just as distinctly ss the grand qualities
of the American people are recognised in the
last four yeajrs of oar history.

RPSS AT THK BROOKLYN HOSPITAL.
William H. Russ, the chief actor la the affair, is atill at

the Brooklyn City Hospital, in Baymond street. He oc¬

cupies the double position of patient and prisoner, as hs
is In charge of and constantly watched, day and night, by
officer Powers (who arrested Russ) and officer Layton,
both of the Forty-third precinct police. On yesterday
he was visited by numerous friends, among whom were
Mr. Corliss, of the Mexican Loan Agency, 67 Broadway;
two youug gentlemen, whose names did not transpire>
who.it Is said, travelled with him in Hay ti; It iss Day¬
ton's brother; Mr. Smith, a city surveyor, of New York,
and wife, with whom ho boarded eight or nine years ;
Mrs. Tift, and Russ' housekeeper, who is now taking care
of Mis* Dayton.
With all the:<e visitors he conversed with some reticence,

and directed his conversation to the shooting of Mitt
Dayton, at all tunes requesting htoown death and that of
his Intended victim. To an Inquiry whether he still
doslred the death of Miss Dayton he -replied he did, but
with the qualiacation that if she wished to live as much
as he was led to suppose he had no objections.

HI3 FRIENDSHIP FOR 1(198 DAYTON'S BROTHER.
When young Mr. Dayton visited him yesterday the

recognition was quite warm and reciprocal, and evinced
tho fact that the attachment they had for each other be¬
fore this affair remain* unshaken. Their conversation was
very brief Hush told Mr. Dayton that there was twenty
dollars in his desk at his office in New York, which he
wished him to get and retain half the amount.

THR ACT PREMBDITATBD- CONFESSION.

From this fact tho inference may be de¬
duced that he anticipates bis death.

HIH CONDITION.
The hospital 3urgeon pronounces the woundod man's

condition as favorable; but facts seem to warrant a dif¬
ferent supposition. A portion of the bullet is still in
the brain, tho left eye has become bloodshot, and yes¬
terday afternoon a swelling on the left site af Mm neck,
indicating inflammation, was quite visible. The sight of
the right eye is destroyed entirely, and it was thought
from the discharge from it that it is running out.

MISS DAYTON'S CONDITION.
Last evening Miss Dayton's condition was considered

favorable. She retains all her faculties and converses
some with her friends. One of the bullets is still in the
brain, and so far has baffled the skill of her pbyslciun to
extract it.

The great event of the week hare li is heeo th>! speech

Hi* Majesty, accompanied by their lloyti Hghne-,ier>
th« Princes Humbert and Amedee, and attended by his
military Htair, was received by a joint deputation from
the Seuato and Chamber of Deputies and conducted to
the throne with the customary ceremonies, the Senators
and Deputies rUlng to their feet and greeting biu with
prolonged cheers. After the King had sextet
himself upon the throne, Prince Humbert
took place upon ht» right and Prince Amedec
oa the left, both being dressed id full military
uniform The royal group included a number of princes
and high officials, among whom were the
CahiMt Ministers, the Presidents ol the Seuate and
Chamber of Deputies, the minister of the royal house¬
hold and the military and civil officials of his Majesty's
stall The foreign ministers were present in full diplo¬
matic uniform, and the galleries were Glted with a
brilliant array of elegantly dressed ladies
The city was gaily decked out with Hags aud banners.

The militia and the troops in garrison here were drawn
up in a double line, bordering the route followed by the
corttge, and a deuse crowd filled the streets, uotwithstand¬
ing the drilling rain.

In the Parliament House, after the ohcers had ceased,
the Keeper of the Great Seul, at tho order of his M.nejtyrequested the Senators and Deputies to l>e sealed Next,the newly elected members took the usual installation
oath, Prince Humbert being the first sworn in as a

tliological and chemical character of the conversation
would assuredly lead him to suspect that he had through
mistake got inlo a consultation of doctors instead
of a privale parlor. By nine o'clock eack evening the
city appears completely deserted, as few ol the tnhabi
taut* are to b» seen out of doors from that hour uutil leu
In the morning The scourge is not confined to the
lower clnsses, but has extended to the highest grades of
society, eight persou* having died from it in the royal
household.

King Ronihn taxes his spoce, whore health has
brnkeu down under a long course ol dissipation aud ex¬
cess, as the main came of his misfortunes on nccount ol'
the recognition of Italy by Bavaria, the country of Fran¬
cis' qeeen. The Faroeee palace, and the property of the
ex-King in the I'spol States, have boon offered for sale,
and it is believed that lite Kmperor Nu;oleou intends to
purchase the same f«i a present to Kugenie.
