THE LEGISLATURE.
The Senate of our State Legislature assembled at seven

o'clock last evening, and but very little business was
done. B;lls were notioed to abolish all laws relative to
the present canal oontract system,-'and to amend the
assessment laws in relation to non-residcuts. A resolutionwas adopted calling upon the State Engineer to reportthe names of all persons holding repair contracts on
the State canals, the date of the commencement of such
contracts and the time when they will expire.

In the Assembly a resolution was introduced and referredproviding that the New York city tax levy shall
be reported by the 18th of March and taken up fur considerationon some day not later than the 1st of April.
Two bills of no general interest wcro passed, und some
of n like character were Introduced. The Speaker announcedtho Committee on Joint Rules. Bills wero
noticed to grant State aid to tho Albany and Susqobanna
Railroad, to amend the general Manufacturing law, to
confirm certain action of the Union Telegraph Company
directors, and for otbor purposes of minor interest.

MISCELLANEOUS.
The cold weather which commcucod on Sunday continuedyesterday; but It lacked to a very sensible and

agreeable extent tho severity of temperature with which
lost week was ushered in, and the mercury did not
reach zero. From two till six In tho morning Tour degreesabove zero was about its figure throughout the
city, though in sorao particular localities a lower point
was reached. At nine o'clock it had risen to
six degrees ubovo, and at throe o'clock in the
afternoon to twenty-four degrees. At nine o'clock at

It is a remarkable fttel that, while Northern

journals of the copperhead genus discover
from day to day in the proceedings of Congress
a Used purpose on the part of the radicale to
Tvlerize the administration, the leariimr radical

newspaper organs are beginning to recognize
the good results and cheering prospects of
President Johnson's Southern policy. Thus
the Tribune, for example, has at length discoveredthat the work of reconstruction in progressat Washington is but the shadow of the
substantial work going on throughout the
South; that whites and blacks, landowners and
laborers, are harmoniously co-operating for
profitable crops of cotton, sugar, rice, tobacco
and corn the coming season; that negro suffrageneed not be enforced as the first essential
to Southern restoration, and that there is
every prospect that all the Southern States will
be represented in Congress before the close of
the present session.

Such admissions and calculations from a

radical journal of the straiiest sect rcry
broadly indicate the resistless advances and
the final success of the restoration programme
of President Johnson. Tils work goes prosperouslyon, while the two bouses of Congr -on are

discussing constitutional amendments, and im-
agining dangers from the old secession spirit,
still supposed, by Pitch narrow-sighted politiciansas Thaddens Stevens, to be predominant
in the South. But so it is that often, while
philosophers, reformers and political tinkers
are perplexed with the disorders resulting from
great revolutions, they are quietly settled by
the laws of self-preservation nnd self-interest
operating upon the people directly concerned.
Self-preservation suggests to the Southern
whites the necessity of a good understanding
with the blacks with whom they are intermingled,and self-interest teaches the saving
policy of mutual concessions between the two
races. When, too, as in the Fonth, the numberson each sldo are about equal, and the laborof the blacks is urgently demanded to rescuenot only themselves, but the whites, from
destitution, we have the strongest securities
for the protection of the black race.
What means, then, this late letter of General

Grant, in which be says that " for the present,
and until there is full security for equitably
maintaining the nafetv and riirhta nt all

of citizens in the States lately in rebellion, I
would not recommend the withdrawal of the
United States troops from them," and that
" while such a force is retained in the South I
donbt the propriety of putting arms in the
hands of the militia f' This means that, as the
late rebel States are now governed partly by
their State laws and officers, and partly by a

superintending federal military Mthority, enforcedby federal troops, the communities thus
situated are necessarily, more or less, in s disorderedand unsettled condition They cannotbe otherwise, and especially rkss we take

government. A half dozen reckless roving
vagabonds in a region just emerging from the
chaos of a groat revolution mav give the ap-
pearance of prevailing insubordination to half
a dozen counties. Against such exceptional
disturbances the evidence is overwhelming
that the responsible and influential men of the
South, and the great body of the intelligent
whites, have in good faith submitted to the
issues of the war, and are honest in their professionsof submission. But however well disposedthe people of Alabama, for instance,
may be to prove their loyalty, appearances
will occasionally be against them so long as

their local laws and civil officers are regulated
by federal decrees and federal soldiers.

In the face of all these drawbacks, however,
such has been the success of President Johnson'sconciliatory policy of Southern restorationthat the leading organs of the Northern
radical school are beginning to recognize it.
Let the reconstructors of the South in Congress
try a little of his policy of fcith in the honesty
of Southern submission, and they will soon discoverthat neither the harmony of the Union
nor the politioal interests of the party in power
will be endangered from the readmlssion of
the now excluded' States to both houses, withoutany further conditions of security in the
federal constitution.

The Police Commliitoneri.Better Work
Instead of Greater Power.

The recent report of the Metropolitan Police
Commissioners is a very curious document.
In every paragraph it asks for more power,
and in most cases this increased power is requestedover deportments not usually placed
under police controL Tho Commissioners proposeto build new station houses in various
precincts in this city and Brooklyn at a

considerable expense. They desire to be
authorized to license pawnbrokers, junk
dealers, auctioneers, carts and cartinen, hacks
and hackmen, omnibuses and omnibus drivers.
They wish to have charge of all sanitary measures.They request that a fund shall be providedto bribe offenders whom they are unable
to arrest. They are in favor of the abolition
of all target companies and the establishment
of a military brigade of policemen. They
want to superintend tenement houses and
cheap lodging houses. They urge the passage
of a law giving them power over the concert
saloons. They suggest that the police Bhould
be intrusted with the excise licenses,
and that all places where liquor Is sold
should be placed under their supervision.The Commissioners are like Oliver
Twist on a grand scale. They have produced
a report which, on the soore of modesty, is certainlyunrivalled. They have no confidence in
the Mayor, no confidence in the police justices,,
no confidence in anybody but themselves. We
am notry to say that the facts do not quite justifythis self-conceit. Many of the "suggestions
which they make in their report arc undoubtedlyexcellent, and we should be Inclined
to endorse them if the Commissioners made a

better nse of what power they have. But
under present circumstances we are rather disposedto hold them to a more strict accountabilityfor their sins of omission than to confer
upon them that almost exclusive jurisdiction of
the city which they appear to desire.

In this oity crimes of all kinds are alarmingly
upon the increase. In Williamsburg burglars
have rendered whole neighborhoods almost untenable.lu Brooklyn a man was recently murderedin a public park at eight o'clock In
the evening, within a stone's throw of
a station house, and the police know
nothing about it until his body was

accidentally discovered. The street in
which Deputy Carpenter and Superintendent
Kennedy and one of the Commissioners reside
is so infested with thieves that householders
are obliged to take the most extraordinary
precautions. Footpads patrol our parks and
public places. Pickpockets tike undisputed
possession of our city cars. We may trace the
causes of this increase of crime to the demoralizationof the uge; but for the remedy wo look
to the police. We regret to add that we gene-

rally look in vain. Our police force is a great
improvement upon the ol<l rfgimt, hut it ia
still cipahle of much better work. P'Argenflon,the famous lieutenant general of the aneientpolice of Paris, declared that he kept his
gendarme* tor show, but depended upon his
detectives for the real efficiency of the public
service. We have a fine array of showy gendarmesto escort ladies across Broadway, but
we . need more detectives and more rsprff du
corps l>etween the detective* and the patrolmen.The present detective force is very
capable, bat it is not large enough to do
what is required of it Every night yon
may find the detectives distributed among
the various theatres, while the rest of
the city ia left unprotected. We should
have detectives enongh to prevent crime as

well as to hunt down criminals. The patrolmen,too, should be men of more intelligence,
and promotion from the ranks should be made
the reward of merit, Instead of being influenced

more admirable than their display; bat for
nome reason or other they fail to prevent the
Increase of crime. The Commissioners should

energise to improving the etflclency of the
force. Let them perform their present duties
to the complete satisfaction of the public, and
all the new duties which they are so eager to
assume will perhaps be devolved upon them
hi coons of time.

Tit* Southern People on the Klght Track.
What the South now most needs in order to

give practical effect to the reconstruction policyof the President, which can be most- effectuallyaided by attending to the industrial resonroesof the Southern States, is to bring the
land as rapidly as possible under cultivation,
and by every means to make up for time
lost during the war, in raising cotton, sugar
and other staples, and restoribg all the appliancesof industry and labor which have been
dormant for the past four years. That the landownersand leaseholders of farmland plantationsin the South are awake to their interest
in this matter is evident from the fact that they
have established agencies here to divert the
labor and capital of European emigrants to
Southern farms. Several of this class, it ap-
|jcrain, uuv v3 uitu iciciuijr »fui iu iniuipum,
Charleston and Savannah. The States on the
border of the Mississippi river afford (rood opportunitiesfor this kind of enterprise. Numbersof capitalists in the West have recently
leased cotton plantations on the Mississippi,
but they have been heretofore deterred from
working them from one cause or another, the
principal difficulty, it would seem, arising from
fears of negro insurrections that were threatened,but which never took place. The fact is
that the negroes in the Southwestern States,
such as Missouri, Kentucky, Arkansas and Mis-
sissippi, as we learn upon excellent authority,
aye well disposed to labor at a fair price, and
are actually working more zealously thau many
of the white race.

There can be no doubt, we think, that the
South offers fine opportunities for the investmentof capital. Before the war the resources

of this section of the country were never half
developed. The obstructions presented by the
old aristocratic prejudice against labor, end
the millstone of slavery which hung upon the
neck of industry, have both been removed by
the results of the war, and the richest soil and
the best mineral deposits probably to be found
on the continent are now open to all who are

enterprising enough to develop them. It is
essential, above all things, that the cotton crop

to the Southern States. The wayhas established
this, among many other valuable facts, that no

part of the-world can supply the place of the
Southern Slates In the growth of the indispensablestaple, cotton. We ^recognize, them, in
the movement on the part of the Southern
landowners to invito industry, labor and capitalto their section, an evidence that they eomprehond,and aro ready to use, the very best
agencies whereby they can build up the South.
Such means are of vastly more importance to
the interests of the South in Its efforts to rein-
vigorato itself than anything which the politicianscan accomplish. One acre of Southern
oil redeemed from its fonr years barrenness,
one railroad pat in operation, one cotton mill
set to work, is worth the labors of a dozen
reconstruction committees, or six months of
windy Congressional debates, and we sre glad
to see that the Southern people sre beginning
to understand that fact.

Thin is the only interpretation that
can be given to the note in whioh M. Druyn do
Lhnya atatee the only condition upon which
France will leave Mexico.that condition being

a not unnatural sensitiveness they will find all

tions." France has been told repeatedly and
distinctly that the continuance of her troops in
Mexico woold disturb the harmonious relations*
not to say the peace, existing between her and
the United States. She sufficiently appreciates
this, as we believe, and we certainly are not j
disposed to press the point too sorely. Oar a
cause does not require that she should b« 1
urged to any undignified haste in her motions.
We can afford to give due time, as wc have
shown. But what the country requires is to be
beyond all question sure that it is really the
purpose of France to retire from Mexico soon.
We do not want to be put off and quieted
down with specious statements, made only for
such a purpose. We want to know that all
these stories of the Emperor's intentions are

not part of the soothing system adopted to
prevent interference until such time as somethingin the Mexican matter may turn up favorableto Maximilian, or until it shall be judged
safe to leave that would-be Emperor to stand
alone. We may be informed of this when the
French Legislature meets next month. In the
meantime we may remember that just about
me umo an una pieu.suui u<*wh whs leaving
Europe freshly arrived French troops were

landing at Vera Cruz, and troops were moving
to drive Juarez from Chihuahua.

The Dock* mid Pier* and the Trtbun*
IVarehonae Job.

The Mayor in his recent message to the CommonCouncil informed us that the revenue*
from the wharves untl piers which are the
property of the Corporation are pledged to the
Sinking Fund for the payment of the interest
on the city debt, and that when he a3 Rn
corder, and by virtue of that, office one of the
Commissioners of the Sinking Fund, was appliedto by the Pier and Warehouse Company,
or what is better known as the Tribune Job
Association, to lease several of the most valuablepiers of the city for a term of fifty years
upon a mere nominal consideration, he recommendedthat no action should be taken upon
the application.moaning, of course, that he
saw through the whole scheme, and was convincedthat it was one of the legislative jobs
bj which the city was to be despoiled of a
portion of its property to benefit a few unscrupulousspeculators.
We aro aware that the city derives very

little revenue at present from the wharves; but
that is no reason why they should be given away
to any and every one who has permission of the
Legislature to ask for them. We agree with
the Major when be savs that " New York, the
greatest commercial city oh the continent, ha*

not a aingle wharf or pior which is not a lbgraceto it" But we would aak, is there an ,

way by which they may be restored except by
surrendering tbem a free offering to monopolists
and greedy speculators. We think there is.
Let the law regulating the rates of wharfhgo
be so amended that the fees from vessels wiB
be sufficient to pay a reasonable interest on
the cost of rebuilding and keeping tbem in
proper fepair, and eventually they will return
a fair revenue to the Sinking Fund, to be appliedto its legitimate purposes.

ft is very evident that the rates, as now
established by law, are too low. Previous to
the war dock builders and laborers could bo
hired for from one to two dollars a day. Laboris now two hundred per cent higher, the
price of material has advnnced in the samo

proportion, the taxes on private wharves have
more than doubled, and yet there has been
no increase in the rates of wharfage. The
consequence is that the docks have been per-
raitted by lessee* and private owners to go to

decay, and in some instances, where they have
sunk or boen carried away by the ice, the tide
now ebbs and flows over the stone heaps upon
which they were built, because it will not pay
to reconstruct them.
They should nol bo permitted thus to remain

a disgrace to the city, and the Legislature, insteadof giving designing men a carle blanche to

plunder the Corporation of its property, should
endeavor to protect it and make it yield a

revenue for the purpose of enabling the city to ^

keep faith *ith its creditors. We do not think
our merchants and sbi|K>wnem, whose interest
it is to have good and safe docks, would opposo
the raising of the wharfage to puying rates;
but they would unquestionably object to surrenderingto a company the control of tb«
piers, or of placing themselves at the mercy o{
a comnlete mnnnnnW.
We have no doubt if ralea of wharfage wern I

rstabllahed oven approximating the charge* I
upon vessels in other porU we would aooa I
have docks fully equal to those of any com*
mercial city in the world, with the exception, I
perhaps, of tboee of London and Liverpool, I
where more atrength and durability are re- I
quired; and, aa Mayor Hoffman says, they could I
be made to yield a revenue not only sufficient I
to pay the interest on the coat, but eventually I
to pay the whole of suck coat. I
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
