The condition of the question arising oat of tho vacancyon lha Recorder * bench in Now York grow* in interest,although there appears to be no practical solution of

its bearings just yet. A bill was reported to-day in the

Senate, amoniling a law passed in 1841, taking the Imixirtautduty of conArming contracts out of the Common
Council, and vesting It in a board comprising the Comptroller,Counsel to the Corporation and Recorder. The
amendment reported to-day substitutes tho word

''Mayor" for the word ''Rec rder," which at
this time has an Interesting slgnlfloancy. When
tho original law was passed the Comptroller
was Rottort T. Haws, a republican. Should a Union
man turn up as Recorder it might prove
a serious inconvenience in tho board which has hitherto
l>eeii administered by Recorder Hoffman, and which the
omeudmcnt proposes to continue in him as Mayor. The
oontrol of the contracting interest in New York citv is

quite an important politically there aa the Canal Hoard
if in the Mute. Senator Murphy, whe.se eloctlon as Chairmanof the Hepublican Central Committee of New York
gives his acts an authoritative nignlUcancy, proposes to
push hie bill through next week, providing for the appointmentof Recorder by the Governor for the vacant
term. Four candidates are In the Held for such an opisirtunity,or Tor any chauce which may present t'uelf
under the republican supervisors. These are C. S.
Spencer, Isaac day ton, T. B. Van Buren and J. H. White.
The succession legitimately belongs to John E. RaokeU
under every construction of fair political logic, and it is
more probable at this point of view that be will got it
than that anything else can occur. I see no chance
for the candidate of the Manhattan Club, John
Van Muren. It Is certain that the control
of some faculty on the criminal bench of the city will
Isi claimed ior the Union party; and if tboy do not capturethe vacant chair or Recorder Hoffman they will
seize the Police Justices under the move made by
Braudrelh in the Assembly for creating a "Metropolitan
Police Judiciary." The proposition to concede tho
vaiiant Recorder's scat, made on the part of the democratsto the republicans, prdttdud that the heads of dopertinentsshould be left unmolested, is scouted as
altogether ridiculous here.

The plaintiff Is lessee of the Prince of Wales' theatre

Birmingham; tho defendant is the celebrated Lord Dundrearyof the Haymarket theatre. The action was brought
to recover damages.laid at two thousand pounds.for
breach of engagement. The declaration stated that th«
defendant was engaged by the plaintiff to act for seven,
teen nights, between the 10th of September and the "tlx
of October last inclusive, on certain terms, and (hat defendantfoiled to appear on the ItHh of September; that
a second engagement was entered into for sixteen uights
from the 20ih of September to the 7th of October, and
that defendant appeared but live nights.
Defendant pleaded that the first engagement w.»»

broken by mutual consent, and that as to the second, it
was entered into on tho condition that Ills health enabled
him to fulfil it; that he was disabled by lllnoss after tba
fifth pertormance, and so became exonerated.

Mr. Wills oponed the pleadings, and Mr. 8ergeant BnU
lantino slated the plaintiff's case, the particulars of
which fully appear from the following evidence;.

Mr. William Henry Swanborough, examined by Mr.

.I wrote to Mr. Sothern on the 14th of March, agreeing
to his terms, and telling htm I had hooked bis engagementfor seventeen nights, from the Itftli of SepiombT
to the 7th October, and stating we would open wills
David ftarrtck; two months after, some time In May, I
received the following telegram from Mr. Sothorti;.

I wish to see you on Important business. No use writing:
so meet me at one o'clock, at the Cafe de l'Buropv. 1 wit
pay your eipenset.
In consequence of that telegram I came to London to sew
mm. nr. Boinern nam n« naa mans misumc ax to u>»
lime he could come to Hlrm ngham; that he bed got
