DECISIOR IN THE PHILADELPHIA CHEATNUT SYREET
BRIDUE CASE.

The United Siadea Supreme Court to.day decided the
Philadelpbia Chestout sireol bridge case.  Mr. Justice
Wayne delivered the opluion, asserting the principio
that the power under the coustitution to regulate com-
meree, extends to all navigable waters, and does not stop
at State lines, Bridges are in the charmcler of fermes
He referred to the Delaware Blnckbied C(reek case in
which Chief Justice Marsball held that the dam
authorized there Lo be erected stopped a navigible stresm,
bus upless it come in conflict with a law of Congress
it was a matter for Delaware herself, of which the United
Eiates had no Jarisdiction,  The Court could see no differ-
enoe between those and the Chestaut street case, nod
could not amend the law of Peansylvania authorizing ite
ereston, The public good Is io be consulied, and Con.
gress may, whenever it becom® pecessary, interfere, e
it did in the Wheellag bridge case, by special or general
law within the ephere of its coustitutional suthority.
The Delaware river being within the limits of Pennsyl.
vanis, the Court could not say she excecded her powers,
which could not be made a subject of review by the Su.
preme Court, which diwcovered nothing to disturb the
decree of the Circuit Conrt of the Easteru district of
Pennsylvania, which is alirmed with cost,
