Another highly interesting case of alleged breach of
fiduciary trust, involving a supposed embezzlement of
some sixty thousand Prussian tbalers, came to light yesterdaymorning before Judge Daly, tn the Court of CommonPleas. The developments are as yet, It may be
said, of s merely one sided character, embracing two
affidavits made by the supposed victimised parties; but
If they embody a true statement of the case it forms s

very curiousphase of criminality, and adds s near chap-
tar to the already well Ailed pages of financial swindling.
Am asoal tkera is a woman in tha case, or rather two of
them, besides throe members of the sterner ees.
The statements in the ease are briefly these: In

the city of Berlin, Bear street No. 44, there la
a banking house established nnder the Arm name
of Meyer k Oo. Their eaaliler from July, 1848,
to December, 1848, wis one Charles Noelte, who
had been in their employ for the apaee of twelve
years. Mr. Noelte is charged with having purloined from
his employers daring the Christinas holidays some slaty
thousand Prussian thaleis, with the connivance and
assistance of one or more of the defendants as accomplices.In Prussia It appears that the festival of Christmas
Is celebrated on two days, both the 'J8tb and 94th of Do-
o«mMr. railing on Monday last year, there wore consequentlythree eueoeeelre holidays namely, Mwdajr,
Moody aad Tneeday-and It to snppnaad thw> IfJTte and
hie aooomplieea took advantage of this in monaghg their
eerape from Europe They are believed tohave commenced
their flight on flatorday, knowing that their allegpd mod
wnoM not be dJooororod until the onimpeding Wedneeday,which was the >Tth of Deoembar. From Berlin, acoordingIn the adldavlt of Mr. Kay, they pooeeeded
with all deapatoh to England, where, In the rtt/of Liverpool,they engaged pawage for Mew York in the steamchipKrin.
The moment the alleged mod woe dtoeorered by the
