Southern Claims ftor War Damages.A
Wise Movement In Congress.

The resolution of Mr. Delano, of Ohio, which
was adopted by the House of Representatives
on Tuesday last, involvea a line of policy so

essential to the salvation of the Treasury from
bankruptcy and the country from a ruinous
financial revulsion as to be entitled to the
special commendation of every loyal citizen
through the length and breadth of the land.
We refer to the resolution instructing the Committeeon Claims, till otherwise ordered, to
reject all claims referred to them for examinationfrom citizens of any of the States lately in
rebellion growing out of the destruction or

appropriation of or damage to property by
the army or navy of the United States while
engaged in suppressing the rebellion.
As was remarked by Mr. Delano, there is no

obligation on the part of the government to
pay for the damages by the ravages of the
late war. Moreover, if it were agreed upon
that loyal sufferers should be indemnified it
would be impossible to draw the lino between
them and rebels. On the question of loyalty
every Southern loser of property by the war

could give some evidence in his favor-by ex

pork affidavits. Mr. Nlblack, democrat, of Indiana,of the committee, was nndur the impressionthat loyal citizens, as distinguished from
rebels in arms, ought to be indemnified; but,
as the status of the Southern States was not
yet settled, the committee would do Well to
defer any action in the pvemises. MmWard,
republican, of New York, however, speaking
for the committee, hit the Mil upon this bead
in suggesting that the amount of these Southernlosses from the war, the condition of our

finances and the dlfllculty of separating the
loyalist from tho traitor admonished Urn not to
open the door that might double our national
debt, bring on financial rnln, and perhaps
repudiation and national disgrace.
The Committee on Claims were accordingly

instructed by the House.118 to 88.to reject,
all Southern claims for war damages till otherwiseordered. The thirty-six members voting
in the negative were doubtless the democrats
of the House, who in thts matter, as in the DistrictNegro Suffrage bill, put the interests of
the country behind the tactios of their party.
What care they for the administration, the
national treasury, a financial collapse and repudiation,bo that tbey continue to build up
again their old defunct democratic party? But
we would still admonish them that so long as

they adhere to this old game of their old democraticparty, bo long they will be kept nnder
foot. They must meet the demands of the crisis,
regardless of »h£lr old party, or tbey will never

do anything to wipe out their rocord of the war.
It ia morally certain that national bankruptcy,repudiation and financial and political

chaos will tollow (be experiment of compensatingeven loyal Sonthern men for their losses
from the war. Mr. Senator Guthrie, oi Kintncky,Secretary of the Treasury nnder poor
Pierce, and possessing a good repntatlon as a

financier, recently, in the Senate, put down the

swine swept off, together with the losses of
Southern banks, corporations and speculative

other European States are well represented
throughout the Brazilian empire. We now eee
that a number of Southern ftuniliee hare, slnoe
the war, emigrated to Brazil for the parpoee of
colonising upon portions of that fertile territory.There can be no objection to this; for,
bj encouraging immigration, Dom Pedro IL is
carrying ont the American policy of developingthe resources of the Western hemisphere.
Whatever benefits Brazil or any other South
American country benefits the United States;
for the trade which will flow from an increased
population in that part of America will naturallyfind its fountain head in the North, in
such great ^d enterprising cities asNew York.
But while we would encourage emigration from
Europe and the Southern States to Brazil, we
do not consider it good policy or calculated to
advanoe.the interests of the Southern emigrants
for them to endeavor to prejudice the governmentor people of Brazil against the North.
Oar correspondent in Bio Janeiro lately mentionedthe feet that sneh an effort had been
made, and that Northern men were subjected
to annoyances from the Brazilian authorities
at the instigation of these self-expatriated
Southerners. This should not be permitted.
The Emperor of Bmzil knows the strength of
the United States, and no doubt respects its
power. As a liberal-minded monarch he most
see the tendency of taking the representations
of these Southern immigrants in preference to
those of the pioneers and merchants from the
North, who are cultivating trade with his peopleand opening in many ways the resources

of his empire. We expect to bear of an improvementin the tone of the Brazilian authoritiesand local traders toward the people of
the North on llio receipt of our next despatches
from Rio Janeiro.

The Health Bill in the Legislature..
Tlie State Legislature appears to be trifling
and temporizing with the New York Health
bill. This is not a question with which politics
or parties hare anything to do. There are a

few facts to be considered in connection with
the public health of the metropolis which are

of vastly more importance than any of the
mere machinery of legislative operations as at
present conducted. The possibility of this
city being afflicted with cholera in the approachingsummer is entertained by many,

India islands, and may advance northward
with the warm weather. If we are to have a

Ileal Ih bill for New York at all it should be
passed at onoe, in order that wo may hare
time to adopt the proper preventive measures,
even in remote prospect of this epidemio reachingas. It is a matter of no importauoe
whether the appointing power be placed in the
hands of one taction or another, bat it is,of
vital consequence to the city that we should be
in a position to resist the ravagCB of disease by
adopting such precautionary measures In the
way of purification of the streets, quarantine
laws, the drainage of oar adjaoent swamp
lands on the line of the livers and bay if necessary,as may be effective in warding off the
danger. The spring is sbont to open. A few
warm days will unlock the pestilential vapors
now bound op in tbe masses of snow and ice
which lie in all our thoroughlhres; and thero
is therefore no time to be lost in making pro»
vision for our ftiture safety. We trust, then,
tbat tbe Legislature will giro oj a good, practicalHealth bill, without further trifling.
