In cnnsoquonco of the renewal of the disturbances the
Civil Oovernor of the city has resigned his authority into
the hands of the Captain General by tbe following proclamation:.

Basoilonwe:.My expectations having Iwen insufficientto dissuade from disorder the enemies of public
tranquillity, I buve now resigned the command into the
hands of the Captain General, In order that my authority
shall not be again set at naught to the prejudice of social
interests.

In taking this step I feel bound to again counsel those
who seek to deviate from the paths of legality to return
to thoir ordinary occupations, in order that I may as soon
as possible recover my protecting authority, and that tbe
tribunals of jnstice, real and legitimate guarantees of all
rtghu, now suspended by present circumstances, may
resume their functions.
