upon Ins behalf, withdraw all claim lo the privilege, conceitin that, ho ii justified in so doing in reforouco to his
government; and we aire desiroua of pleading to tho in

and as may lio desired by my learned friend on the other

than In any manner implicit!. or prejudice his own governmentin the eyes of this country or in tho eyes of tho
world At the same tune he considers it due lo himself
Unit lie should vindicate his innocence ol' this charge in
the only way which, by the laws of this country, a man

is permitted to do. Therefore, may it pleaao your Honor,
we art- ready to plead to tie- indictment.

District .41 toriicy very suddenly and unpreparedly. Underthese circumstances I hod no opportunity to communicatewith the Deportment of State, or with the
President, and I therefore took such measures as 1
deemed duo to the neeaslou and due to tlio dignity of
the govcruiuent which I was permitted to represent in
au hoinhle wny. Under my directions measures were at
one Instituted iu all these matters for tho preservation
of lite neutral laws of the country, and In justice to the
government, to tho President and to tho .Secretary of
State, I am very happy to say that whon the whole mattorcamo to their knowledge, at tho very earliest moment
thereafter 1 received for a response that my action was
commended hy the President and the I)e|iartuient of
State, and tho government at Washington was determined,under ull circumstances whatsoever, to execute
impartially and Ormly anil in good faith tho law, and
insist 011 the observance of the neutrality laws of the
country. Circumstances last wook came to the knowlodgeof the District Attorney that tnado It proper that
Senor MaeKenna should he presentod to the Grand Jury
of the county. His ease was accordingly presented, and
the indictment which is presented and now under considerationwas found. On the evening of the 6th iust.
I believe .Mr. MucKcnna was arrested hy a bench warrantissued from this court ou that indictment. Early
ott the morning of the 7th I learned from tho Marshal
that he hod assorted a privilege as the Secretary of the
Chilean Legation. Up to that, time I had no knowledge,
or expectation, belief or suspicion that he claimed uny
such relation. On the contrary, the relation in which
we had louud him w:is, executing tlio mutters of the
Chilean government us agent.s|iecial or confidentiul
agent.of thai government. Early ou the morning of
the 7th, however, hearing tlint Mr. MaeKenna hail assertedsuch a privilege, 1 sent n despatch to the State
Department to Secretary Seward Inquiring somewhat in
detail what relation lie really occupied to the Chilonn
government, if any.
