SUteg of America. Mr. Katliott's organ speaks with
jgrcai enthusiasm of the toasts drank to the Emperor
Alexander, to the President of the I'nlted States and to
the continuance of good feeling between Russia and the
American republic.

"It is difficult," it adds, "to express the emotion producedby tiie speeches that accompanied these toasts,which imparted so groat significance to the entertainment,and which will ilnd an echo in the heart of every
Russian and Amor can patriot."
We should not have alluded to this banquet kad it been

simply one oi those convivial gatherings for the exchangeof complimeuts inter pocu'a. The reader knows
what usually remains in such cases of all the froth of internationalenthusiasm after tlio froth of the champagne
has disappeared; but this it quite another affair, and the
» br.r i outturn's iff Ihn M ocow hatetie are not without importance.TJiat Journal, with a very natural satisfaction,
shows t/ic eiiiditiont of the entente cordials existing b. tween
the United States ami the Russian empire. The geographicalsituation of the two c luntries seems to prohibit the
possibility of one of those conflicts of interest which sometimesarise from the too close proximity of two nations.
In this respect the past is a guarantee for the future, und
of all aliiarte I that between these two nations terms to be the
wsnsl. natural. After treating generalities the Moscow
timet e considers the question more in detail, adding upon
the subject of recent events:.
While tiie United States wen* being ravaged by civil war

many on this side of the ocean were convinced of the destructionof ttuit young Power, hold calculations were
made, and chauges were projected aud even executed in
the vicinity of the United States. Hut. onthi other hand, tchai
oun/usimi the triumph OJ the I lbtoI Stub* causal in those same
oirxlce. ibMroyinij id a hloir all the political calculations camJbinal
in eieu of Aimrint's disinters.

Russia alone never once swerved either 111 her friendship
for the bulled States, or in the conviction that their cause
would triumph. Prom llassia alone did they rrcrire "one sincere
stoni or' -ifin filthy and encouragement," according to the expressionof an American iMr. Curtin). We know how this
friendship on the part of itus? la bus hern appreciated, and
what reception our sailors met wltii upon arriving in the
bulled Stales at a period when Russia herself was the objectof hostile projects, and when her ciielniea hoped to succeedwith ease by means of menaces aud aided by internal
treachery.

This passage, which evidently reffert to France, it worthy
of all at aUion ffrom our statesmen. It states enough to indicatetchai the Russo-American alliance may one day totauu,ami how attentively Ruuia watches our julicy in
terdcr to tot e adnantngi iff any errors that we may cnumit.
