Cross examined.(V-.on 1 teatilied the first time there
wis a prisoner (foniK.il) present, and I said I did not
identify him "lor sure." and on the second occasion when

\fuhiil), as to whether he was the one or not who shot
the policeman.
To the District, Attorney.1 did not swear before tho

Coroner that the prisoner (Cahill) was not the man who
shot; only that I could not toll.
ttenjutnin Sparks sworn.I reside in tho vicinity of

this occurrence, and saw part of it; I was in my stable,
in Sixty second street, and heard somebody holloa; I
went to the dour, and saw a man running down tho
Streot from the Second towards ti.e Third avenue; a man

named Wanner was running after him bareheaded,
holloaing for him to stop; he held a pistol in his left
hand at tho time, and turned the corner of Sixty-second
street; that is the last 1 «aw of him.

Otliccr Kobert P. Schotield. sworn.I was on duty on
the evening of tho 16th of May at Sixty-sixth stroet and
Second avenue; I left the station bouse with otllcor
Puryea: wp were standing at Sixty-sixth street when a
a citizen came up to us and complained of having been
assaulted by anoints >. ugh he pointed down Secondavenue to Sixty.tlfth etrco'. and showed us the
parties I immediately gave chase to those parties, and
officer Duryea followed; 1 ran faster than Puryea and
beoame separated from him near by Sixty fourth streot
a portion of tho crowd that we were following ran across
lots and I followed after them towards First avenue to
Sixty-second street, when 1 heard that a policeman had
been shot; the last 1 saw if officer Puryea alive was
when 1 parted with him 1 tired three shots after tho
parties. and one of them drew a revolver: I Immediately

this time the officer hod hold i Connell by the roat col,
