THE SCENES AND INCIDENTS.

The little village of Goshen, gome sixty miles distant
Inim tins city, was yesterday the sceno of an execution.
John 8. IVarson, alias John Henderson, alias John Hardy,
formerly a soldier in the Southwestern army, was hanged
by tin nerlc until dead in the very court room in which,
a few months previous, he had been convicted of murder
in the tlrst degree and sentenced to atone for the deed by
the sacrifice of his life. The fact of the jail being unpro-
vided with a yard would have compelled the erection of
the gallows In a public square; and rathor than he the
mean- of offering so melodrumatic a spectacle tu all the
idlers ofthe county, SberifTU. A. Denniston wisely ordered
that the execution should lake place within the court
h'>use. The letter of the laty was quietly and effectively
carried o .1, tho arrangements being admirable, and no

incident occurring to disturb the solemnity of tho occasion.
, THE MCRDER AND ITS REStir.TS.
1 till tiie evening of-Sumlay, tho li-Uh day of September
ln-t, Pearson left his boarding house in Middletowu and

proceeiled to the resideuce of Walter Gregory, an old
man about sixty live years of age, who lived with his
wife near the village of Vau Burenville, a few tnilos distant.Tin- visitor on his arrival knocked at the door, his
victim opening to admit him. After some parley a scntlle
ensued, during which Pearson, drawing a pistol, tired
four lints at Gregory, one of the bullets penetrating his
heart and another his right lung. A few seconds
lapsed, and the murderer, hearing a wagon approaching,

fl'-d, leaving the old man dead on the threshold of Ins
house. The assassin made his way to Shohola, in Pike
County. Pa., where he was taken in custody on the 1st of
O'dober last and convoyed to Goshen. On the 17th day
of October the accused was arraigned to answer the

charge before the t'ourt of Oyer and Terminer, presided
over by Judge John A. I.ott. Twelve hours later tho
jury. Without adjourning from the court room, rendered
a verdict of guilty, and the magistrate sentenced the

piisoner to suffer the extreme penalty of the law
AWAITING DBATII.

John 3 Pearson was confined in a small cell in the
village j.iil As tho structure was not destined to accommodatethose notorious criminals whom a death sou

tence but uorves with a (iriuer resolve to regum their
fr'-ed'no at any cost, the pr.aouor was secured to the
floor of his coll by an iron chain, four feet long, riveted
about his left leg. One morning the turnkey entered
the place and found the inmate relieved of his bonds,

fluilly became so exemplary and his bearing so respect,
fui that lis won the sympathy of the attaches of the jail,
who ariorded him many little comforts unknown to

most iiniurtunatea in a like predicament. During the

. slept that night about eight miles from Moulicello, beside
thi» road. On awaking I proceeded towards Motiiiocno.
I remained there for an hour and bought some refreshments.1 inquired the way to 1'onn.sylvunla. When I
travelled I shunned no man on the roud. Near sundown
on Monday I crossed the Delaware at I'ond Eddy, and
stayed all il gill at Mualholl station. On Ttiomlay 1 hired
out to Mr Wells, and while at his house I wus arrested
From the very moment that the shots were tired I was
res/ed with a deep remorse, and almost hoped someliodv
would shoot mo dead. I ueror had such awful seu-alions.I reiterate solemnly and before Ood th'-assertion
that I did not intend to take life. I reiterate what I said
torn hing Sullivan s tesllmuiiy, when asked If 1 had any
thing to ;ay why sentence should not lie pronounced upon
me. I did not tell Sull van that 1 had made up my mind to

go to Gregory's two weeks previously, and did not ex
amine the etipboardH while Mrs. Gregory was out, as he
testified. The expression Sullivan used in his testimony
concerning "stopping Mrs. Gregory's wind" is his expresson, not initio. This is my solemn eonfcHclou, made
in the presence of God. and with Judgment bniore mo.

AT DAWN.

From sunrise every soul in the little village of Goshen
was ii-1ii. The country farmers, gathered from miles
around, assembled at their favorite places of resort and
discussed the topic of tlie hour with evident gusto.
Every public huiise, from ih" lordly Railroad Hotel,
dl eetly opposite the depot, to the tiniest shanty in the

ot trum-:em guests. As the mm mm: advanced lurge
crowds congregated about thu square :u lront or the Court
House, anxiously awaiting thu hour tor opening the
doers. A tram of cars From Jersey City, that arrived
shortly before ten o'clock, brought heavy ivin.orcciuenle,
aud it required the olforts 01 sixty or seventy nillltm
men, bearing Enfield rilles with tixed bayonets, to prevent
the curious from making a combined attack upon the
pluro ami occupying the court room spite ol sherilf or
executioner. The most resolved, however, were kept
back, aud the less impatient, seeing that violence would
be 01 no avail, confined themselves to giving utterance
to uncomplimentary allusions to Hie soldiery aud reviewingthe |uist career of the condemned lunu. Finally
eleven o'clock struck, and a few minutes later the doors
were thrown open, and the holders of "Invitations,"
presenting their credentials, rushed up tho stairway aud
iouna themselves in u targe hall face lo face with the
stage on which was to lie enacted the last act of the
tragedy.

TIIK WALLOWS t\'D ITS MfRBOPNniNliS.
The gallows, under whose shadow iiu uood Gordon,

Hawkins. Itcale and Kennedy, rose erect at the uiuthcrn
extremity ol the court room, directly in lront of the
judicial la-neb, which hail been draped in black. Two
uptight beams, fifteen feet In height, a cross piece, a

hempen rope with an iron rinv to receive the slip noose,
a roughly boarded enclosure with live sixty-pound
weights con- ealed within; to the rlghtadozen cushioned
arm chairs for the Sheriff's jury to t lie left, a low wooden
railing of carv ed balusters enclosing the square set apart
for the framework of the ghastly picture.such wax the
scene. In the court room a large hall approached tirsi
hy a do hie und sclieequeutly l>v a single stairway,
lighted by nineteen windows and s irrouud' d hy bete hotbrthe a> cominodstion of the morbidly curious gulhciing.werealsiut four hundred "spoclivl deputy storills,"
seated and standing, each and every man looking
anxiously to the door und straining to catch a glimpse of
the condemned mini as I lie gallows loomed up before
bun. klonl prominent among all was noticeable a brother
of Hie murdered man, w ho, with singular bad la.-!*-, had
couie to witness the execution of the ase-usiii.
