A HIGHWAY ROBBER BENT TO TBS STATE IHI80K
FOB TWENTY YEARS.

At tho opening of the court the trial of John Connor,
indicted for highway robbery, wm resumed. Tho turnpiulnant,Patrick Kcartie, a stranger in the cltv. it will be
remembered, while passing through Seventh avenue, on

the nght of the 18th of February, was garruted by
Connor and foar othor young men, and robbed oi his
ooat and thirty dollara In money.
The only witness called for the defenco waa James

Conlon, who was a barteuder for Edward Carpenter, No.
143 West .linoteenth slreot. lie said that Kearns waa in
his s ore on the night of the alleged robbery, and uskod
him for the loan of three dollars, which ho had not to

give; but he loaned him fifty cents. Kearns waa so intoxicatedthat the witness waa afraid he would not bo
able to get home.
Tho summing up and the Judge's charge followed, and

after deliberating for a short lime the jury rendered a

verdict of guilty.
The counsel moved sn arrest of judgment, which was

refused by tho Judge, who proceeded to sentence the
prisoner. He saidConnor, you have been convicted of
one of tho highest grades of crinio known to the law.
robbery in the first degree, In putting human life In
Jeopardy. Your character ia bad; and at the time oflOcer
Walker was shot you were in the commission of a crime,
and you ran away, so that the authorities were not able
to get you. Your character since you have been back Is
tho same. You are one of those street prowlers, and it
