Robinson.

M. M. Rounds, superintendent of motive .power of the
road, testiDed thut th engine was put on in 1858, oils
built at the Tan titer. Works, and the boiler appeared of
good lrou and superior workmanship; he would consoler
the boiler safe at a pressure of one hundred and fifty
pouuds; it had been in constant use for seven years,
running about one hundred and seventy thousand miles;
the road had boilers which hire run over four hundred
thousand miles; the engineer hud lieeu in the employ
of the company about four years; did not know, however,whether he had a certificate as engineer; he was
testoil by practical men before hired.

Daniel 0. Olds, the engine driver, testified thct he loft
New York at twenty minutes past eight o'clock, and arrivedat Harlem bridge atieut ten minutes of nine on Friday
evening; had stopped about two minutes when the exploittun occurred; bad one hundred and ten pounds of

The
warden also told him that lie was satisfied he
was connoctod with tho West Roxbury murder
and advised him to confess; he said he would
thlnlc about it. He was unable or unwilling to account
for himself in the latler part of May and the Orst part of
June last year; but being advised that it would be ucccasaryfor him to do so he called for pen and paper, and
was ystcrday engaged in writing a statement. Its truth
or falsity will be in some measure known by the warden
as soon as he sees it from other information in his possessionon the same point. It Is not expected that
the statement will embody a confession, but It is believed
that the lattef will soon be forthcoming. Tho Warden
further Informs ns that thore is new proof whicli does
not admit of the slightest doubt that Dodge was at Taft's
Tavern about the date of the murder..Bottom Herald,
March 10.
