It delivered to its owners on bond. The motion Is made
on the part of the claimants, representing the entire
ewnershlp of the vessel, the Messrs. John M. Forbes and
R II. Foibee, of Boston, through thotr agent, VI. F.
Ouray. We did not anticipate any opposition to this
motion, which we thought would bo taken as a matter of
course; bat your Honor will remember that the learned
District Attorney appeared here yesterday to oppose K,
as he suggested, under instructions front one of the departmentsof the ovornuienl. and he was proceeding
to state his objection to our rnot ou when he tvas Interruptedby other proceedings which cnitsed tho adjournmentof the court. Tho learned gentleman jg new prepent,and will perhaps proceed with a Klulumonl of b.a
objections.

That disposesof tb a question, of Un being repressing on tbe part of
the government to bold a vessel seized tinder these peculiaracta, against the right of the substitution of a
bond, on the Idea that this would bb permitted In pursuanceof the alleged illegal voyage. Now, what reason
can he given why a vessel seized under the circumstances
"n'uuiuj .lie seizure ui me meteor snouia not or aeliveredon bond under the name ruled of policyand duly In dealing with us that the courts
have recognized aud the statute* and rulci have
established? None whatever; and the argument
of the learned counsel for the prosecution res:* on the
mistaken notion that we are buying from the court a
liccn-e to cruise ngalnst Spain, as the slave trader would
be nlleged to be port basing a license from the ronrt to
carry on the slave trade. Nothing can bo more mistaken.
The learned counsel then submitted authorities to the
court sustaining him in his argument, and resumed:.If
the Court please, the power.as I think the statutory obIgallon-c riainly the power, being ascertained, I see no
escape from the proposition that it is obligatory on
tli' court: but, treating It as a matter of power, having a
rightful view of thcjRubJccl, I submit it wou'd be oppressiveto ret use to delrcer to responsible and respected citizenstheir vessel, they de|s)s!tliig, in the form ot a bond,
its vuluo n this court. It was claimed that she was an
armed vessel, furnished nnd equipped as a ship of nor.
But my lenrned adversary knows that she Is not in that
condition, and never has been. It has luten said that
tins vessel was built to aid the government in its efforts,
not to destroy the Alabama.our government had ships
enough lor that purpose.but to raich the Alabama.
That was what she w*s built lor. You would not lit out
a war ship to catch lie Alabama. If that had been the
kiud of vessel wanted the government had four hundred
or live hundred war ships. The Meteor was to be a
savng ship, a shin thai, by her sails and steam, could
catch the Alabama. The power of (lie Alabama was
against unarmed ships, not armed ones. Kut It Is a nilstakenidea that tills ves«el was built expressly to catch
the Alabama. That scourge of tlio seas was fortunately
destroyed before tills vessol was at allpreparedlor sea. I again say It would be a most
oppressive art to reluse the claim ol these wealthy
and loyul citizens to deliver to them |l eir vessel
on bond .a vessel seized in her regular trading betweentlio Northern ports and New Orleans. Previous to
that she had been used as a transport for the government,and then she had no more than the ordinary nuns
of a merchant vessel, but since then she had no guns at
all. He trusted, in eoneltision. as uu act of mere right
and justice to the claimants, that the usual course in
s uiilar applications would be followed, and tho vessel
delivered on bond.

KKrl.Y OF THK njBTMCT ATTORNEY.
Mr. Courtney, on rising to reply, said that as the

learned counsel on the othor side had discussed
tho tnnlter thoroughly he proposed to make
a few remarks in reply. He had notIntroducedthe letter of 'tho Secretary of the
Treasury with any view of attempting to
Influence the Court, or to prejudice the case in his
Honor's mind. Ho merely introduced that letter for the
purpose ol show.ng that those gentlemen had deemed it
their duty to present this question to the government of
the Uniled States, and to ask the'r favorable aniou on lb
The letter shews that such action was taken, nnd

the circunnnaneOH provided tar in that case have no bear
ing on the statute and no application to the section of
tho Mutate under which these proceedin s are hud.
The act iu thai rase simply provides that the owners of
nn nnned vessel tuted out shall give a bond lo the government.Ho did not see what hearing that section had
witli the qestion now before the Court. The question
here is. wnetner ibis Court lias any nutbor.ty or will
think it w ithin its discretion or authority to bond thin
ves-el under the elrciiuislances. The executive de|>artracntof the government having the pnw r to release this
ves-e| independent of any Judicial action, and having
declinetl to do It, tlist fact ought, he thought. In have some
b aring on the question now before the Court, a great
deal more than a speech of the Pretldon* or the utterance
of a ncinber of the Cabinet, for it n an oftletal document
allowing the action of the government on a certain matter
and the result thereof. Ho contended that the rules of
the Court in regard to the question of bonding
were made in view of the revenue acts and no other art
whatever. He detled the learned eoun'el on the other
side to And a parallel MM with this in slave
cases, or to show where n vessel seized hy the governmentfor an alleged violation of the third section of
the Neutrality act was ever bonded by this or any other
go.ernment.' The inference wan i-trong In this cane that
it was the intention of Congress not lo permit a vessel
seized for violation of the Neutrality act to be bonded, becausethere are provisions made for the bonding of vesselsin other cases. If tt had been the intention of
Congress to permit, a vessel of this kind to be bonded, tt
would be specifically provided for in the act itself. Mr.

Stales," To this you now reply that the actual amount
of money on tbe 24lh in tbe Treasury and In national
depositaries to tbe credit of the government, exclusive
or special gold deposit, was $111,149,632 29.

I cannot see any valid reason for your making a die
Unction between gold deposits and deposits made in currency.Both alike aro stated in your monthly reports as
l.abJItiee and assets, and you have the right by law to
use a portion of the gold, as you can safely use but a
portion of the currency deposits, because you must be
prepared by having a reserve ou band to respond to ibo
call* of depositors. In this view or tbe case there is no
reason why you should not add your gold deposits to the
$111,119,032 29. The special gold deposit, us appears by
your statement of tbe first day of this month, was
$12,627,000. This added to the amount that you state
was in the Treasury, hc. on the 24th of February, will
make $123,777,232 29.
Giving you the benefit as I have ofgold deposits, swellingthe aggregate of money on hand, I now unhesitatinglystatu that your statement Just made to me, as well

as your puliLshed statement showing the condition of
tbe Treaa iry and tho public debt on the first of this
ironth, is inexcusably erroneous.

We have by telegraph this morning the announoeme^
of the death of Jared Sparks, the hletorlan, at his rwh
deuco :n C'umbiid^e, Mass., on the 14th lost., of pneueaania.For several years past Mr. Sparks has lived so aa»

eluded in bis library at Cambridge that many on reading
this announcement will be surprised that he has only JuM
died. He was aged 77 years.

Mr. Sparks was born at Wllllngton, Conn., May lit
1708, and graduated at Harvard in 1816. During his oailegeoourae he taught for a time a small private school ad .

Havre de Grace, Md., and while there served a short
time in the militia called out to repel an anticipated attackby the British. He afterwards commonced tha
study of theology at Cambridge, and for two ywnt
1817-10, was collage tntor In mathematics and natural
philosophy. Be also became one of an association bgr
which the "North American Review," oatabllshed In
1815, was conducted. In May, 1819, he was ordained an

minister of a Unitarian congregation In Baltimore, aa4
the nest year published "Letters on the Ministry, Ritnal
and Doctrine of the Protestant Episcopal Church." la
1821 he established a periodical called 'The Unltartaa
Miscellany and Christian Monitor," which he continued
to edit daring his stay in Baltimore, writing most of tt
himself. In this work he commenced n series of letteia
to the Rev. Dr. Miller, of Princeton, on the "Compar*,
live Moral Tendency of Trinitarian and Unitarian Doctrines,"which were afterwards enlarged and published
In 18143. He also cditod a "Collection of Essays and
Tracts in Thoology, from various Authors, with Biographicaland Critical Notices," the publication of which wad

computed la 1828. His health becoming impaired, h*
resigned his pastoral charge in 1823, and after spending
some weeks In travel went to Boston, purchased the
"North American Review" of the owners, nnd was lid
Solo proprietor nnd ed.tor for seven years In 1828 hd
published a "Life of John Ledyard, the American Time*
eller," drawn up almost entirely from materials never
before published. lie had tor some time prcrlown
formed the plan of publishing the writings of Washington,with notes and illustrations: and with this view,
alter extensive researches In the United States, he madd
a voyage to Europe in 1S28, remained there a yeas^
selecting and transcribing docum nts relating to Americanhistory In the public oillces of London and Paris, and
a'ter his return published "The Writings of Goassd
Washington, beinr his Correspondeu e. Addresses. Mae-,
sages and other Papers, Official and Private, selected and
published from the original Manuscripts, witli a Life or
the Author, Notes and Illustrations." During the preparationof this laborious work he found tituo to edit and
publish two other works Illustrative of American htstaryt
"The Diplomatic Correspondence of the American Revolution"and "The I.lfo of Gouvemeur Morns, with selem
thins from his Correspondence and Miscellaneous Papers*
Ac. "The American Almanac and Repository of Usefnl
Knowledge" was started by Mr. Sparks, autf the first
volume, for 1830, cdilod by him. Ho was also the editor
of the "Library of Amor can Biography," of which two
series wore published, and several of the lives In which
were wrttt n by him. In 1840 he completed the publicationof "The Works of Benjamin Krauklin, containing
roverml Political and Historical Tracts not included Is
any former LdiUon, and many letters, uillclal ana rnvalo,not hitherto published, with Note* and a Idle of th*
Author." Ha thea visited Kurope n second time, and th
the course of his rrtenrcbe* In tho French archive* dincoveredthe famous map with lha red line drawn upon Ml
