of New York. While voting for Governor they
will, without disturbing the functions of the

present Mayor, be voting virtually for the chief
magistrate of the city.
Why should not the people of the whole

State be intorcsted in the government of
Rn immense city like this, with its five or

six hundred millions of property! The people
in the country are largely interested in real
estate here. They have invested heavy sums

in our public stocks ; many of onr local improvementshave received their financial aid.
The vast volume of trudo that flows through
the heart of the State by way of the Erie
canal finds its outlet in this port All the variouslines of railroads have in this city the
base and apex of inland traffic and intercourse.
Why should not the people of the interior,
then, have a voice in our city government, especiallyone so remote, but, in case of necessity,
io efficient as tho one suggested ! The bill is
opposed only by selfish lobbyists and the dirty
little horde of inveterate small politicians who
vegetate in and around the City llalL Chief
unong the opponents of the bill is one who has
for thirty years been managing or trying to
manage the lobby at Albany. The foot that
rhurlow Weed is now opposed to it, as
lirown in the columns of a contemporary, is
one of the eery beet recommendations In its
favor. The bill shonld speedily be passed by
the Legislature. If the present Legislature do
not puss it another will; for the crusade
against city official corruption has been commencedin earnest by the taxpayers, and will
never bo abandoned until complete reform is
established.
rhe Neutrality Law* and Site Fenians.
We pablish in ear Supplement to-day the

lot of Congress ptwwed on April 29, 1818,
defining the puninliment doe to the enlistmentof men, the acceptance and exercise
ft I' commioHoua, or the fitting out of ships
to wago war upon any prince, colony, distriotor poople with whom this government
is at peace. The Fenians, if limy are anwise

enough to violate this law, may get into Borne

eaiharriuwment with onr government, or, what
is of tar more importance, they may complicate
the government in some manner for which the
country is not prepared. There can be no objectionto tho establishment of s free governmentin Ireland. Her entire independence of
Itrltish mle, if her people desire it, is a matter
which does not concern us and to which we

can raise no pomihlo objeotion. The policy
of this country tins been non-lnt"rforonco with
the political difficulties of Europe; bat one of
the loading piinciploi which hat* always controlledus is a fair and magnanimous observanceof the neutrality laws. In this respect
wv have held to a nicety of intcrpretalioa of internationallaw, and a course of oondnct in eon
ncrction with it which might well put to shame
muuy foreign Powers, and England especially.
Wo have never shirked tho responsibility
which the neutrality laws imnose. ami we are

not likely to do It dow. We have set an examplewhich, we are compelled to say, baa not
been very strictly lollowed by other nations
m the case of oar late rebellion.
There is nothing in the spirit of this governmentto lead ns into opposition to the effort* of

any people desiring to obtain their freedom,
when tbey regard the government ondcr which
they live as an insupportable oppression.
Therefore it is that we are willing to let the
Fenians carry oat their designs in behalf of the
freedom of Ireland, so long as thoy do not commitany overt act which transgresses the law or

may complicate oar government with any
foreign Power. We have plenty of aflhlri on
hand to attend to in connection with oar

foreign relations without being Involved In any
nee question. It was generally reported that
a movement was to have been made on Canada
by General Sweeny on 8t Patrick's Day, and
Canada was apparently ready for the aasanlt;
bat St. Patrick's Day has come and gone withoutany revolutionary demonstration on either
side of the line. Whether there was ever any
intention on the part of the Fenians to show
their hand in Canada on that day of coarse
we do not know. Probably tbey only raised
