Til K MADAWAftKA AND THE IDAHO.
The new steam frigate Mndawaska, and the steam

akwp-ofwur Idaho, are now nearly ready for service.
.No dotk trial, similar to that between the Wiuooski and
AltMiiijuin, hus been orderod, nor is it likely that there
ever will be. The vessels hare nothing whatever to do
witii each other, and will proceed upon their respective
trial trips separately and in different directions. A
cruise of three or four hundred milos along the const
will better decide the merits of tbe engines, and will
prove much more satisfactory ibau a dozen dock trials,
wbich luiter always result in a useless waste and expenditureof coal and time.
Tbo engines of the Madawnska are of gigantic proportions,ami were constructed purposely by Captain John

Ericsson to compete with the engines generally adopted
bv tbe Navv Deuarlnucit. and are calculated to nmtial
ll>o veeeoi at a rate of fifteen knots per hour. The enginesatul boilers arc placed three feet below the water
hue, out of reach of shot, and the vessels of this claw
will consequently be able te take full advantage of their
great -peed and heavy metal.
