The Motoor Onse=What Is Neuntrality ?

It 1s not long since it was stated in the papors
of this city thet “the Spanish Minister bad made
a representation fo our government conoerning
the alleged sbipment of goods contraband of
war g Chile from this city, and that the Cus-
toms authorities hore had been enjoined to take
action for the strict enforoument of the neu-
trality lawa.”

It will be seen by our law reporis that the
case of the Meteor, suspected of bemg fitted out
to crulse against Spain, has again come up In
court before Judge Betits, and that, in answer
to an applioation of her owners to be allowed
to bond her mccording to rule, the District
Atlorney, in addition {0 his law argument,
made an objection quite mew in the annals of
our courts, and one which he stated must prove
“fatal to the applioation,” being a letter from
the Secretary of Biate enclosing a demand
from the Spanish Minister that the vessel should
not be bonded. It seems to us that gresat con-
fusion of ideas prevails in the public mind as to
what oan and what cannot be done consistently
with our neutrality. Mr. Seward has added to
this confusion, first, by his complaints to Earl
Ruseell becanse of the shipment of arms and
maniiions of war to the Confoderates, at a time
when they had buen acknowledged as belliger-
ents, and when our own agents were shipping
the same class of arms by every steamer from
England; and, secondly, by prohibiting the ex-
port of arms and other military supplies from
this country during our war, not on the ground
of maintaining neutrality, but the legitimate
ground of retaining them for our own use.

Now we have his very singular sitempt to
influence and control the courts In the interest
of Spain.

It is time, therefore, te inquire what honest
neutrality requires of our government, and
what our people can and cannot prop-rly
do in Dbebalf of either of the belligerents.
First, as to the government. Its simple func-
tion Is to enforce our laws and the laws
of nations, without straining them In favor
of elther belligerent or our own citizens.
Bat where there isa doubt it unquestionably
should be interpreted in favor of the weak
rather than the strong, unless we are willing to
Iny ourselves under the suspicion of suffering
dictation. The government bas an undoubted
right to exercise a sound discretion in any case
of suspecied Infringement of these laws which
ita prosecuting officers may bring before it, but
it has no right to throw its heavy sword into the
scales of Justice.

Now, what are the rights of our people, and
what may they properly do to practically ex-

plain, and the practice has conformed to it,
our shipbuilders freely sending abroad thelr
ships for sale in times of war or peace. Under
certain circumstances, such ships, if bound to
& belligerent port, might be considered soatrs-
band of war, ss in the cgse of our numerous
which have carried guns under the
national flag, and which are dally clearing for
Havans, Rio Janeiro and Vera Crus—all belli-

gerent porta.

There oan be little dificulty in getting at the
law and the right in these cases. Bui another
and more doubiful class of cases ls that of
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ing the law about ships, and 1 doubtless would
be an aet of great magnanimity on our part to
concur; but probably neither Congress nor the
people are in the right frame of mind for any
such change of law and practice.
