This variety ot consumption depend* on an effusion Into

the cavity of the cheat from inflammation of the pleura.While the effusion Into the cavity of the chest is going on
the lung becomes more and more separated from the surface
of the thorax, being gradually compressed by the accumu*
I tie,i fluid until it is reduced to a very small aiae, and more
or less disorganized in its structure, while this t* going on
ulceration sometimes takes place in some parts of the pulmonarypleura and the corresponding substance of the lung,and un opening is thus made Into the bronchial tubes,
through which the effused sero purulent fluid is dischargedby coujh or expectoration. When this takes place irritative
feve-, with night sweats, frequent cough, emaciation, and,in short, all the ordinary symptom* of con.-umption supervene.
This form of consumption Is generally the consequence of

pleurisy. It is characterized by a sense of oppression In the
chest on lying down, difficult and hurried breathing in
ascending "stairs, or muscular exertion: short, disturbed
sh op; short, tickling cough, aggravated on first lying down;
spells of hurried and oppressed breathing after speaking,ttud generally more or less soreness of the external surface
of the Affected side of the chest. The patient Is easiest when
in a sitting posture and, if requested to t ike a deep breath
while in the erect position, he will generally do it with little
apparent difficulty; but when he Pes flut down, and draws
a deep breath, be will complain of p un, tightness, sorenoM,load or some kind or Inconvenience on the chest.
Death often occurs suddenly, and is almost invariably precededby considerable swelling of the legs and feet. In
some Instance, alter the effused fluid is discharged throughthe lungs, the progress of the disease becomes urn-stcd. mid
the patient recovers to a tolerable state of health. When
this occurs the affected side of the chest contracts to a manifestdegree. forming what I.aeuic describes under the name
of contracted chest. Unless the progress of the disease is
arrested the dilliculty of breathing oecnmes greater and
greater until at length the patient cannot lie down at all, aud
remains in this state until lie dies.
