Alleged Libel Ajalnit m Oomam««t
Agent to tla# Puwiaeea.Mr. Dole, the
Mi-Indian Commissioner, Charged with

Hur/ord, ft ol .This
case iiiTOlves gome Important und Interesting points
relative to the transaction of Indian affairs nnder the
administration of Mr. William P. Dole, late CommissionerIn charge of that department at Washington. In
1861 the plaintiff, Mr. Henry De Puy, was appointed by
Mr. Lincoln agent to the Pawnee Indians, In Nebraska
Territory, and the prosent libel suit grows out of transactionswhich he had with the defendants, Mr. Oliver P.
Hurford and hla brother, who were merchants doing
bualneas in that region. The libel, aa It Is allegsd, consistsin the defendant writing two letters, one to the IndianDepartment at Washington, and the other to the
nccesk.tr of Mr. De Puy, accusing the latter of forging
two vouchers in hla capacity of Indian agent Mr.
Peter Y. Cutler apnearcd for the plHlnllft, and Messrs.
IS. p, Nash and Benjamin T. KlMim for the defendants.

Mr. Culler opened the rase, and his remarks contain
all the points which are expected to be proved ou bis
side of the question. He commenced by cautioning the
jury again at allowing Ihelr political opinions to tnflnenre
their Judgruenf, and then went on to state tho facts In
the case. It was an action for Html, and was brought by
the plaintiff to recover damages from tlio defendants,
who had charged upon blm the crime of forgery. This ,

charge was made In two letters which had hcnti written
by tho dofendants, complaining that ho (Mr. Do Puy) bad
presented forged vouchors for l he goods sold by defendantsfor the use of the Pawnee Indian.-' In April, 1161,
