opinion I must explain and prove, and I intend attemptingto do so. At the very outset I wish to state my convictionthat no ono class of this mixed population Is to
blame alono. Each has .is share.

Society In Jnuia.ca is composed of three Inharmonious
elements, namely.whites, browns and blocks. Tbo
first and last can get ulong pretty veil, but the brown Is
an ek mcnt of perpetual discord. The colored people, as
this intermediate class is called, hate the one and despise
the other class of their fellow citizens. They entertainthe doctrine tbat they are destined to be the
ruling race, and that the wh.tes are in their
way. The laitor understand this perfectly weR Now,
if the whites were to abandon the island tho co ored class
would undoubtedly succeed for a time to the government,but only for a tirao; for though the blacks are at
present totally unfit for self-government, yet their hatred
and contempt for the colored people would one day or
other break out Into open revolt, and a general massacre
of the latter would bo inovituhle. The proportion of
black to colored is six to uno. But present ambition is
the controlling idea among the colored. They do not
look forward to the.r ultimate extinction; perhaps they
do not even boliuvo ft po slblo, since their class has survivedIn Hnyti, where at piosor.t they monopolize politicalpower. In accordance with this slate of things, we
may well agree with every white ret id nl in Jamaica,
that the late insurrection waa tho direct work of ambitiouscolored men, and indirectly of tho whole colored
population. It can be 0.1 II.- imagined how these
two elements dislike and diatr ist en h other. The state
of society in Jamaica Is, then-foro. In a most deplorable
condition; and thoagli tho blacks, if left to themselves^
would never revolt against the whites, yet they have
boon tutorod and played upon so long that they may now
be said to bo in a chronic slato of difalTetloa and ready
to revolt even against "BucWra," as they still term the
whit? man.
