The
first is, llial if nny purl of our papor moucy ia
lo lie retired from circulation in order to bring
us hack to specie payments, the State bank bills
should be driven out of cuvulalton first. The*.- are a
three-fold tax oti the people. Not being founded on our
national securities, as our national hunks are, they lurnishno market for them, and the less the marka for
our iialiunul bonds the lets we can tmrro-.v on tliom in
proportion to thu ultimate amount we have to pay to redeetuthem. In other words, the higher the rate of in-
tercel »u |iuy on our national loans, ami therefore tlie
higher the taxea to support the government. Again,
tlinsu local banks having only a local Credit, their bills
ar.i subject to u broker's discount whenever they gel
from Ave hundred to a thousand miles from home, and
this forma the second lax. Finally, these local huuka,
otv ug to the fluctuations incident to state securities on
which they are founded, and to their Inherent tendency
to Inflation, bring around n financial collapse about once
in ten years, and their bills issued for full value are refusedredemption, and are bought up at a half, quarter
or tenth of their vulttc, which is the third great tax to
winch tho people are subject by their operations. Thereforeif there were to be uny forcible contraction of the
currency it should begin with tho State hunk currency,
and uut with the grceubu< lis on which the people pay no
interest in any form.
The act of Congress, taxing out of cxlstcnoe the bills

of ttie State banks, by levying upon tbem a lax of one
per cent per uiunth for six months, will toko effect on
the first of July next, and will result in the withdrawal
by tho tlrst ol January next of the sixty millions or more
of this kind of paper money now afloat. In addition,
the Secretary has power to issue long bonds for tho
$172,000,000 uf six pur cent compound iuterst legal tendernotes, which, owing to their high rate of interest,
need next to be redeemed. Alter these there are some
eighty millions of certificates of indebtedness which are
ulso circulating as collaterals, and as (uedia uf e.xcliungo,
tending to inflation.
But is any forciblo contraction necessary! The simple

compound interest notes and certificates above mentioned,to wait until the government receives more
money than it pays out, and fund the surplus.
The Secretary, in his last report, informed us that the

amount of currency, in all forms, afloat in tho country
was about $900,000,000. So far as the inflation of currencycauses the premium on gold, it is obvious that the
extent of the inflation may be arrived at by the extent

Great Britain was eight years in returning to specie )iayuienlsalter her great wars with Nupuleuu, we should be
amply content to restore specie payment in one-third cf

ALEXANDER COLZA FROM MOLDAVIA.how Tilt
"tACT" WAS "ACCOMPLISHED'1
The following Interesting particulars of tho recent

revolutionary event which' deprived Prince Alexander
Couza, of Moldavia, of his crown, arc furnished hy a correspondent:.
Twenty of the most prominent nobles of Moldavia resolvedto get rid of Prluco Couza and his government,

and swore a solemn oath either to expel Couzh, this
"leech of lbsir country,or lo die In the attempt. They
succeeded In training over to their side the chiefs of nil
the divisious of the army except three, ami the 224 dny
of the month (February) was eboscn for tho exrcution of
their detlnna. Colonel Jlavilambl, one of the confederates,invited the three chiefs of division not on their
side to his house for the purpose of a social game of
cards, and at two o'clock of the same night he imormed
thorn that they were his prisoners.
At the same time several other confederates kept the

Chief of l'ollce of Bucharest engaged at a game of
hazard In some puMte house; they allowed him to win
ducats and drink champagne, so its to mako him Hind
and deaf to the dangers around htm; he did not observe
the going and coming of suspicious people, who all
a-.ccudcd lo the Urst Uoor, where they wrote the act of
abdication, as well as the proclamation to the people.

I'rince Coura had, meanwhile, at two o'clock, gone to
tils rustic, accompanied by his mistress, Madam Obrcnowitsrli;but he had been observed by one of the confedciuieH,who followed hint in the disguise of anight
watchman, and at lour o'clock A. M. the armed membersor the conspiracy entered the palace, led by Major
I.ecca. There a company of Decca'a regiment was on
guard and placed no obstacles in their way; but an adjutantof the I'rince met them with the Intention of opposingtheir cuti sure into Couza's room, lie was speedily
