His Trial for Attempt to Rob the
Gore Bank, Canada.

“BILL” IMPRISONED FOR FIVE YEARS.

At the Waterloo Amsizes, held in Berlin, Canads, April
6, Henry Hyde Parker, aliss ‘‘Bristol Bill,"" a character
well known in the Unlied Sintes, was placed on trial un-
der an Indictment for having made an attempt oo the
4th of October last to rob the Gore Bank, at Galt, of Lbe
sum of §24,832. The court room was filled with spects-
tors. Mr. Churies A. Durand, of Galt, appeared for
“Bill," and Mr, Miller, the Crown Atlorney, conducted
the case for the Crown.

The trial was set down in the calander as “the Quoen
ve. Henry Hyde Parker, alias Bristol BilL" The prisonor
pleaded ““Not Guilty."

TN PROSRCUTION.

The Crown Attorney briefly explained the nature of
the case to the jury, after which the following evidonoe
was taken ;—

Thomaa leﬂa sworn—I am a Poat OMoe clerk in
Galt; the Pust Office and the bank are In the same build-
ing; the koys of tho bank are generally kopt in a drawer
in a room in the middie of the bank; we enter through
tho Post Office; the outside door of the bank is locked
inside, and the door into tho bank from the Post Office ia
gonerally left open; the outer door of the Post Office was
always locked at night, and the koys kept by me; I was
requosted, on the night of the 4th of Octobor, to come
down from the Town Hall by a party who told me soms-
body was trylng o break into the bank; this was about
a quartor-past one in the morning; 1 left the bank about
niue o'clock: the koysof the outer door of the hank
were {u u drawer over the desk whon I left; after leay-
ing the hall, and when eomiog in sight of the building, T
Baw two men—one was going down, and the other was

posite the vuolt; It was about three feet from the foor;
the giring wus carriod back in the eame diro tion to o
verandal, at the public door of the bank; the string ex-
tended from the verandnh some twenty or thivly jeet;
the bank door was forced open; I found s bolt, which
was undor the lock, alss removed; the poreh door had
been unlocked, but was closed to when [ found jt; I
sont, in the meantime, for the manager of the bank,
Mr. Davidaon, and he came over: ont of the men [ saw
on the street passed over the bridge, and the other went
in an opposite directon; the lrst thing I did pon get-
Ling in was to tnke the cap off the pistol which wae at-
tachied to the safe; it was on full cosk; the safo door
was lockod,
