until the Supreme Court shall have declared it
-otherwise, A graceful submission to the law
will immensely strengthen in the North the
-¢laims of the excluded Sistes to a voice in the
legislation of Congress; while the opposite
course of resistance to the law will correspond-
ingly strengthen the radicals in their game of
the continued exclusion of the States com-
wcerned. The President bas no alternative in
this matter. He is bound to “take care that
‘the laws be faithfully executed.”

The local authorities and people, therefore,
‘of the Southern States, If they desire to aid the
President in his generous efforts in their behalf,
‘will throw no useless obstructions in the way
‘of this law, but they will let it take its course.
In this way the radieals of Congress will soon
be left without a plausible excuse for longer
refusing the right of representation to the
‘States shut out. Let no further regard in the
‘Houth be paid to the vicious counsels of seces-
slon fire-eaters, for they are the wicked leaders
it whom the Southern States and people are
indebted for all the disasters of their late rebel-
lion, aud to whom the Northern radicals are
indebted for the power which they now hold in
ihe general government.
