Terrible and Mysterious Explosion
in San Francisco.

Wells, Fargo Is Co.'s Buildings
Blown to Atoms.

Fifteen or Twenty Penoni Killed tod
Many Others Injured,

A terrible explosion of what was supposed to be nitroglycerin#occurred at a quarter past one o'clock to day,

near Walls, Fargok Co. 'a building. The explosion shook
U># earth like an earthquake for a circle of a quarter of
a mile.
Samuel Knight, Superintendent of Wells, Fargo k Co. 'a

Express, died In half an hoar of injuries received.
0. W. Bell, Supervisor and Aasayer, was instantly

killed. Mr. Wallub, Wells, Fargo k Oat's Aasayer, JosephElliott, John Uallsgher, Frank Wsbstor and William
Justin were also killed.

Eight dead bodies were so mutilated that they oeuU
not be Identified.

Louis McLane, Captain EldHdga, of the Paciflo Matt
Steamship Company, and Judge Hoffman were bruised
and cut. Felix Lamax, D. Stacy, JeArson Taylor, H.
Blaue, clothing dealer; Captain J. B. Ayr*, Fred. Loia,
Frank Morris and others, wore Injured, but not fatally.
Some will norer be identified, as fragments of human

flesh, bones and brains, ware found noarly two blocks
distant.

other to I/* Angelos. Both wore stained with oil. The
contents are not known. Forty men aro now engaged
in removing the ruins.
