Must the expressions made here in refcrenoe

to the Rhenish frontier be accepted as the
F.mperor's sentiments on that subject? If
Europo is to be shaken by a great war, with
the territorial aggrandizement of Prussia for
its object, will France, aa the ally of Prussia,
be satisfied with a coal mine? No one can beHereit It ia well enough to say to Germany
|uet now that France only wants a coal mine,
nnd it is also well enough to promise to the
French people that they shall not be called
upon for war expenditures. By that means
both will consent the more readily to this allinnce; but by and by " unforeseen" circumstanceswill arise making it necessary to
change this simple plan. France may be
forced to arm and eren to occupy the Rhine.
There is no telling what may happen when
war is once begun ; and, if France does ocrnnvtho Rhino whlln Austria nnd Prnnals am

contending for the mastery, then, if Promt*
wins, ah* will hare enough to leave those
provinces magnanimously to France, while, if
Auatria wins, France in self-defence will be
compelled to hold the Rhine as a natural frontierand safeguard against the colossus. Thus,
whoever triumphs, France will get more than
a coal mine, though it is not expediont for her
to say much about it at present

Since Blamnrk is praised in Paris as the
"Richelieu of Prussia," and accredited with

Evi-
dently, then, the creation of an Admiralty
Board would give our travelling public one

more safeguard, and would induce all officers
of Teasels to be lees heedless of their important
responsibilities.
We now make the application of these

remarks to Captain Murray and the loss of the
Vera Crux in order to insist that there
ought to be some authorised tribunal befbre
which he oould appear and explain his ease.

Let Congress take the English Admiralty Board
as a model, and the neceswry bill 6aa be
framed in a day and passed in a week, so as to
reach all such cases in future. The matter is
greatly simplified by the fact that we hare no

similar institution in existence, and consequentlynothing to repeal or abolish. There
is a shipmasters' association in this city that
professes to grant certificates ; but it u an old
fogy concern, of no practical utility. Ship
owners pay no attention to it, and seamen

care nothing about it The five dollars which
it secures for its licenses and the one dollar a

year that is charged for their renewal, are all
that keep it alive, if it have any life. Perhapsit would be a very good institution if
it bad the power to enforce its provisions; but,
being powerless, it is useless. The Admiralty
Board, on the other hand, could compel obedienceto its regulations. Nobody could employ
a captain unlem he bad a certificate from the
board, and no captain could procure a certificateunless he were a competent seaman.

When an accident occurred the owners might
be satisfied that the captain was not to blame ;
but unless ht contd also satisfy the Admiralty
Board the owners could not employ him again
until bis certificate was restored to bun. Thus
the Board wonid represent and defend ths
public, in contradistinction to the owners of
ships, who arc often too lenient with their captains,and too apt to overlook occasional mishaps.In the Interest of the public, therefore,
we call the attention of Congress to this subject,and we are sure that ths member who
takes it np and has the Admiralty Boerd bill
passed will be entitled to and will receive ths
thanks and tho gratitude of the country.

Fh« Batemans and the Bohemians In
Court.

We publish this morning the report of a very
ingular case which has just been decided before
ustice Gross. A Bohemian named Daly sued
lezeklah Bateman, the father of Miss Batsman,
he actress, for services rendered in manipulat-
ag the press in Miss Bateman's favor and wrungfor her one of those elaborate puffs that are

tyled in theatrical circles memoirs or biograihies.In the testimony given daring the trial
re have a perfect picture of the manner in
rhich the Bohemians manage their business.
)aly comes forward with the utmost impudence
o confess all the facts of the case, and another
lohemian, named Otterson, is equally frank
rod candid. Daly flourishes as the dramatic
iritlc.Heaven save the mark!.of the Express
ind of a weekly paper, while Otterson Bwears

hat he is now the managing editor of the
Times and that he was connected with the
Tribune while acting as Hezekiah Bateman's
igent The proprietors of the papers are probiblytoo busy with other matters to pay much
tttention to the conduct of such suborlinates,and thus it has happened that
the Bohemians have been able to infest almostevery paper in New York, except the
Hmio, and every paper in Philadelphia, exseptthe Ledger, which is now in the hands of
s competent gentleman, who would not allow
its columns to be prostituted by these counterfeitcritics. Let us hope that the public exposureof this trial and the brazen effrontery
of all the parties concerned will effectually
break up this Bohemian system, which is a disgraceto journalism and to literature.

It seems from the evidence that Daly began
operations by adapting a play for lHss Bateman.The press of this city criticised this
play very severely, and Hesekiah Batcman,
afty tuaptUliut with several of the critics,
decided to catch the public with a memoir,
and employed Drly to write it. This bogus
biography, which Bateman describes as «too
flippant," was used at one of Hie establishmentswhich "do not advertise in the Nsw
Yore Hhuu>;" but in spite of this Bateman
testifies that he " withdrew the play for some

time on aeoount of the adverse criticism
which it received." When Miss Batein>n went on to Philadelphia it was decidedto make a great effort to secure

her success. Bateman, who receives fifty
dollars a week for acting as his daughter's
agent, "thought that the author of the play,
being a New York editor, might be successful
in manipulating the press of Philadelphia in

in favor of Miss Bateman." This was his occupationby day, sod "at night be would be in
the theatre to pay attention to and treat membersof the press." With remarkable generositybe "once gave an oyster supper to thesi
Individuals to influence them in Miss Bateman's
favor." These staTements give us an elevated
idea of the journalists of Philadelphia and of
the mode in which reputations are manufacturedin that city. If an agent of an actress
will only stand treat he can write what he
likes and have It Inserted as criticism. One
oyster supper buys up the whole Philadelphia
press, with the honorable exception which we

have before noticed. Never was a ay tern of
puffery at once so simple, so comprehensive
and so exceedingly cheap.
We are sorry that we cannot claim that

the press of New York is superior to that of
Philadelphia in regard to Bohemianbm. HeaekiahBateman states that "he never attempted
the Philadelphia system here regarding the
press," snd Otterson testifies that he "acted as

agent for Mr. Bateman, but not in the manner

spoken of regarding the Philadelphia press;"
but we are afraid that if this trial had occurred
in the City of Brotherly Love we should have
bad revelations concerning certain of the
metropolitan papers quite as disgraceful. The
HctuiJ) has always fought the Bohemians
wherever it found them; but all the other
journals have been more or less In their power.
To be sure their price has been somewhat
higher here than in Philadelphia. We do not
believe that the New York Bohemians eould be
purchased with only one oyster supper. But
the principle is the same, though the applica-
tion is a little varied. Here is this Daly, who
avows himself the critic of two papers, and yet
consents to act as Miss Bateman's agent. What
kind of criticism could he write about Miss
Bateman? What reliance could be placed by
the public upon bis remarks concerning her
acting? Otterson, although employed upon
the 7Vibwie, accepts twenty dollars a week
for his services as the agent of Rtternnn. Who

At the proper time we shall revolutionizethe whole system, and we hope that
other editors, who have now had their eyes
opened by the disclosures of the Daly-Bateman
case, will at once discard the Bohemians and
assist us in effecting a theatrical reformation.

The Mexican dvestlon.The Latest Mews
and Developments.

We publish to-day an instalment of the offlcialcorrespondence of last summer between
our Secretary of State and the Minister of the
Mexican republic, Senor Romero, which will
be found very interesting and satisfactory in
reference to the attitude of our government
upon the Mexican question. The administrationadheres to the republic, and is not disposed,to the advantage of the French, to pursuea one-sided policy of neutrality; but the
Executive cannot intervene as an active party
in the struggle without the authority of Congress.
Meantime, however, the suspension of reinforcementsof soldiers from France is telling

very seriously against Maximilian in every quarterof the country. Making a due allowance
for exaggeration in the San Francisco report
of a late crushing defeat of the French at Ma-
zatlan, we think it altogether probable that
they have suffered a damaging reverse in that
quarter. That the imperialists.French, Austrians,Belgians, Tnrcos and mercenary Mexicans.havebeen beaten of late in various encountersat different places, involving heavy
losses of materials of war and supplies, all
accounts agree in admitting; and that these
reverses have resulted from the suspension of
French reinforcements we cannot doubt. The
depletion of Maximilian's European forces by
the climate and the casualties of the war goes
on, and as be becomes weaker the liberals,
drawing upon the native population of seven

millions, become stronger, and one exposed
imperial position or detachment after another
falls into their hands. Maximilian, then, with
the withdrawal of the French troops, mnst pack
up his imperial gimoracks, and, gathering togethersuch loose articles of plunder as he can.
leave the country.
O r French news by the Persia disoloses thin

to be the oourae which he is to pursue. The
French troops are to be withdrawn, but Franon
will continue to bold some of the Mexican
ports for the indemnifiestios of her expenses

inthis unlucky business. It appears, to thin
end, that between Napoleon and Maximilian a

new treaty is in progress, "which shall afford
guarantees for the debt owing to France and
for the French Interests involved in the Mexicanloans." In other words Napoleon and
Maximilian are makincr their arramrnmpnU an

that in tawing Mexico they wiil not leave
empty-handed. Maximilian la to pay Napoleon,and of course Mexico, in tome way or

other, moat be made to furnish the means to
Maximilian.

This grand Mexioan adrentare of Napoleon,
in tbis view, dwindles down to a mere buccaneeringraid, the net results of which will be
summed np in the plunder which he and bis
Austrian protege will be able to carry off!
Would it not be well, therefore, for President
Juares, after the fashion of non-combatants in
buying off hostile foragers, to msko an offer to
Maximilian of so much money to leave Mexico,
bag and baggage, crown and sceptre, troops
and followers, under the terms of an acceptabletreaty with the republic? As a faithful
and diligent representstire of the republic,
Senor Romero, we think, ought to suggest this
experiment to Juares. The time appears to be

eminently favorable for such a settlement in
view of the great European gnme of diplomacywhich now absorbs the attention of Na-'
poloon.

Mehskm. Health Commmhiovxrh, IIirrt Cr
Yoos Work..While we are not disposed to
be fault-finding and wish to give the Ilealth
Commissioners due credit for what they have
done and are doing, we confess they appear to
take things loo easy. To cleanse the city of
New York properly is a herculean task; but it
can be accomplished, and for this purpose the
Health bill was passed and these Commissionersappointed. The cholera is in the harbor ,

and hot weather has set in, and the work
must be done expeditiously. A heavy responsibilityrests upon the Commissioners, and the
people will hold tbem accountable. We notice
piles of filth and filthy strrets still. Along the
North river in the upper part of the city, by
the track of the Hudson River Railroad, the
*tench ia so intolerable that the ptssongcra on

the earn have to press their handkerchiefs to
their noses. This, too. is in a thickly populated
part of the elty. It is really wonderful how.
with auch filth and stench, we have escaped the
cholera or some other fearful disease. Will the
Health Commissioners remove this vile and
dangerous nuisnnee at onee! Will they cleanup*
the city thoroughly without delay? Tbey have
ample powers; and if five thousand, ten thousand,twenty thousand men. or more, be needed
to do this, let them be employed.
