Jamas (lennon, who was convicled of the murder of
his wifa, Mary Eifzabeth, at the February term of the
Court of Over and Terminer, at Elizaboth, N. J., suffared
the extrome ponalty of the Iaw yestorday, by hanging.
Tho oulprit was kably firm and self-p i upto
the last moment, and by his conduct elicited the sympe-
ihy of all who witnessed his dying moments.

THE MURDER.

The marder of which Glennon was convicted was com-
mitted just one year ago yesterday, so that he suffered
the oxtremo penalty of the law on the first anniversary
of hix orime. He was living with his wife in the third
story of o tomement house in Morris avenue, and was em-
ploysd as a Inborer on the Now Jersey Railroad. On the
morniag of the murder he arose quite early and weot Lo
work. He returned about nine o'clock, and had
somo trouble with his wife, Leaving the house, he did
mot return until twelye o'clock, when, finding no dinner
ready and his wife injs state of drunkenncas, he became
exasperated, and beat her to such an extent that she
dind in a short while afterwards, The murder was first
discoversd by » man pamed Budd, who, on entering
Glennon's apartiments, found the deceased lying with her
boead peross a erndle, in which there was an lnlant a few
months old.  The prisoner was sitting on a chair fo the
room, and, in explanation of the offair, stated that
tho decensed bad  fullem on the oradle and
kitled herself. Mr. Budd suoggested the propriely of
sending for o dootor, bug Glennon scouted at the idea,
and said his wife was only fit to die o a ditch, or words
to that effoct, Ho was promptly arrested and sugse-
quently indicted for murder. Upon the trial it waa
shown that the deceased's windpipe was broken, and,
there being finger marks upon the meck, the sheory of*
tho prosecution wus that the unfortunate woman had

been choked to death, Tho defence set up was
that death was really caused by intemperance,
and mnot by any injury recelved at the hands
of the prisoner. It was shown that decensed
was continually intoxicated and that on the day of
bor death she drank a quart of rum. The coun-
