The terrible old man of Pennsylvania who
has been the whipper-in of the present revolo-
tionary and weak Congress bas again brought
forth his baniling of vindiotive legislation
agninst the helpless ex-rebels.

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Bombardment of Valparalse—Oriminal
Oonduet of the Spanish, Frenoh and
English Authoritiss.

We announced on the 13th ult. that on the
17th of March the Spanish government sent
orders to Admiral Nufies, commanding the
Spanish fleet blookading Valparaiso, to bom-
bard that city, and then, withdrawing to Monte-
video, abandon ns fruitless the war sgainst the
sllied republics of Bouth America.

The first part of this atroclous programme
bas been oarried out Valparaiso was bom-
barded on the S1st of March for three hours
with great fury #hd with oonsiderable loas
of life and property. Womea and children as
well as soldiers were killed, and ohurches
and hospitals as well as public buildings
were burned. The oitizens counld mot reply
to the fire of the fleet in consequence of the ab-
sence of all defences to their city. The treach-
erons conduct of the Spanish Admiral appears
to have been totally unwarrantdble and highly
oriminal, and must lessen him and his govern-
ment in the eyes of the civilized world.

Not less criminal, however, was the conduet
of the French and English Admirals and Con-
suls at Valparaiso, in whose power it waa to
prevent the wanton destruction of the property
in the city. Commodore Rodgers, of the United
States floet, tendered them his hearty co-opera-
tion in any efforts to prevent, by force, if neces-
sary, the commission of the onirage contem-
plated by the Bpanish Admiral; but co-opera-
tion was not only declined, but the Frenoh and
British Admirals refused to interfere even to
protect the property of French and English res-
idents, who were forced to call upon Commo-
dore Rodgers for protection. The commendable
eonduct of this officer and the exertions of our
Minister, General Kilpairick, to prevent the
ontrage will endear them to their country and
to all civiliged nations, and remain forever a
reproach to those who so criminally refused to
aid them in preserving the peace.

The Late Blection In France=The Em=
pire Before the Poople.

The people of a province of France recently
had an oppertunity to expresa their thoughts
and feelings in relation to the Emperor Napo-
leon and his govornment. A representative of
the Department of Bas-Rhin was to be chosen.
There was a government candidate and an op-
position candidate, and the government candi-
date was elected by an immense majority, re-
ceiging rather more than double the number of
votes cast for his adversary. This expression
of nniversal suffrgge is remarkalbde, gignificant
a8 it Is of the real viows of France, of the masses
of the people taken in any given part of the
country.

His bold faith in his hold upon the people,
the confldence with which he accepts any ap-
peal to the notion, his readiness at all times to
carry his case to the polling places, is one of
the greatest facts in the Emperor's history.
From whalever cause it arises, whether it be
the old failh In his name or the result of a
deepor insight 1nto the characler of the people,
it is Wngnestionable that this readiness to sub-
mit his government to the popularverdictis an
important element of its etremgth. It frees it
from any necessily to consider the-embarrass-
ments thak fig opposi put in ita
way. It g1t for above the whole atmosphere
of party discession and quarrel. No party can
even bave a base of operations against the gov-
ernment or get the lonst foothold In public
esteem; for the party that “promises most can
offer nothing more delusive or ativactive than
an appeal to the people, and the government is
ready for that at any time, and makes. 1t con-

. Thus the government ® not tram-
melled by the necessity of trimming elose to any
party breezes. It may choose ils own conrae
boldly, confidently, only keeping In view the
great mass and body of the people, watching
tho temper and tone of the nation. So long as
it is sure of these it may despise all else, and
#0 long as be ean gel such verdicts as this from
the Bas-Rhin the Emperor may cerialnly feel
sure of the people.

Asa consequence of this state of affairs there
is now a real political tranquillity in France.
All the factions that in the past bave agitated
the country [are in existence still, but they
have lost that confidence of the people that
was the only elemen! of their power. Whether
they are Bourbons or republicans it is the same.
France, sure of what she has, and satisfied with
it, will not give it up for the splendid promises
of any of the pariles that bave led her such a
borrible dance since she first cast down the
Bourbona. This is the declaration she makes
every time she elocts a candidate known to
sustain the government. This is more emphat-
foally still the declaration she bas made in
this last election, because it follows so closcly
upon those more than nsually bold arraign-
ments of the government that have been heard
in the Chamber of Deputies this winter. The
oldl Bourbon oppression had become so bad
tlint the nation was eowpelled to get vid of it,
amd in the exertion= of getting rid of It she lost
her equilibrivme.  That lost eguilibrium of a
nation could not Le regained at onee, and
France staggered and reeled through all the
moods of trousle—the Jucobins, the Directory,
the Comsulate, the Ewpire, the Bourbons,
the Republie; through all these she went and
was In trouble atill, bulnow she is firmly on
her feot again and will stay there; however
the Reds promise sometbing better and the
rhetoricians declaim against the Empire,

France is the more ready to slay as she is,
because she believes that she can change

her condition whenever she desires it
She believes she can do this because
she possesses universal wsuffrage; ang

in this way alto universal suffrage adde &
vast strength 1o the empire, since it bas edu-
cated the people to believe that it Is the crea-
ture of their own will and bas gotten them
into the babli of endorsing it every now and
then. Thatis a habit that only the greatest
possible errors on ibe part of the Emperor can
ehange; for Franoe is not fickle, though her his
tory following the Revolution bas made her
seem 80. Notbiog less than the vices of the
Bourbons could bave induced her to cast them
out, and changeablo as she seemed in the many
mutations she subsequently passed through,
she wonld have seemed a great deal worse If
she bad quietly accepled sny one of those
many bad systems.

1t bas been argued that the elections In
France ara not falr expressions of the popular
sentiment because they are so largely con.
trolled by government Influences, direct and
indirech. This argument may bold in Europe,
but cannot here, where we are familiar with
the whole machinery of elections and know
exactly bow little oan be offected by organiza.
tlon in mfluencing the cboice of the people.

In view of the history of France sie oannot be
sccused of moral or physical cowardice, She
is neither so timid s to fear the displeasure of
government agents, nor is she to be controlled
by the presence of bayonets, We must sccopt
the decision arrived at by universal suffrage a8
the real voice of the people, and the great fact
of the present condition of France is that that
voice is now overwhelmingly in favor of fhe
empire,
Lottery Mansgers—State
States Laws,

We called the attention of the Attorney
General of the State a few days sinoe to the
declslon of Judge Nelson In the Massachusetts
lguor case, which arose under the provisions of
the Internal Revenue law, and pointed io that
decree as & precedence for him to enforoe the
Iaws of this State In regard to the lottery polloy
business. 'We again urge npon him the duty of
enforcing the law and seeing that the statute is
not violated with impunity under his own
nose. He can very emaily nscertain who have
been violating the lottery statute by reforring
to the records in the offices of the different ool-
lectors of internal revenue, where ihe loitery
tickot venders have fGled their lcemsss under
the lsw of Congress. There is & speelal provi-
sion in the Tnternal Revenue law which declares
that no license provided for in that act, if
granted, shall be held or construed to exempt
from the penalty provided by State laws for
carrying on the trade, or to authorize s busi-
ness probibited by State laws. Nothing could
be plainer than this provision. It leavea mo
room for doubt as to the duty of the legal officer
of the State in the premises. This provision
is based upon a well established principle—that
the Legislatures of the several Statea have the
right to ennct lawas regulating all elasses  of
business which are injurious to the publie
morals. It is onthis principle that the enacl-
ments In relation to gambling, concert saloons,
liquor trafic and lottery polisks are based.
They all more or less affect the public morals,
the peace and quiet of society, and legitimately
come under the jurisdiction of the State Legls-
Intures, The loltery business i3 declured un-
lawful by a stalute of the Siate of New York,
and every person who has taken out a license
is liable under it, 1t is said that there are some
slx hundred lottery ticket venders in this city, all
obtaining their licenses under the bonds of the
managers of the lotterics, They are oartying
on an illegal business and are amenable noder
the laws of the State, The ticket venders and
their bondemen, the managers, should be at
once arraigned as & warning in the future.

The clause in the Internal Revenue law ynder
which lhe revenue colleotons grant’these lcenses
waad inseried by a plece of sharp praotice, in
which it is reported that Pendleion, of Obto, and
Senator Morrill, of Maine, were the prominent
operators, The affair having been called to
the attention of the commitiee of Congress en-
gnged in revising the tax law, it was supposed
that they would awmend the obnoxious pro-
visions, 8o a# not io~ give the polioy dealers an
opportunity to take out licenses In those Sintes
where the business is illegal nader the State
laws, or st least that some person or persons
besidea the lottcry managers shonld give bonds
as pegurity against frands under the law. This
has dot been done by the bill recently reported
by committee. The provision in the
present law governing thls matter is aa fol-
lows:—

This looks very much like a distinotion with-
out & difference. The public anticipated that
the moment the atiention of Congress was
called to this question the evil would be rem-
edied. But the action of the committee shows
that they are to be disappointed and that the
necessary modification must be made, if at all,
in the Committee of the Whole. It is evident
that some person has been elbowing the com-
miltee, and it Is rumored that 8. 8. Cox bas
taken the place of Pendleton in this business.

There is evidently a “nigger” In this wood-
pile.  We cannot acconnt on any other hypoth-
esis for the fact that the radicals adhere so tena-
cionsly to the idea that none bnt the bonds of
the managers of the lotteries ahall be recelved
‘ae soourity. Now, why is it that the radicals in
Congress prefer Ben Wood and his associates
as security in this business to such men as Van-
derbilt, Law, Moses Taylor, A. T. Stewart, or
any of that glass of capitalisis and business
men?!  There must be some canse for this great
prefercnce for Ben Wood and other lottery
managers, or there wonld not be such marked
determination to insist that the bonds of no other
personus should be tnken ns seourily against the
violation of the law. There have been several
vague rmmors afloat for the lnst three or four
months about Ben Wood working in (he in-
terest of the radicals during the war under a
mutusl understanding, and that this lotlery
clause in the Internal Revenue law was his
share of \be profits of the alliance. The efforis
of the present committee in Congresa to sul-
stantially retain this provision gives some color
to these stories, to say the least. Bul it is not
too late yet for Congress to remedy the evil,
and we urge upon them the Importance of
radically changing the law in this respect. In
the mesutime let the Attorney General of the
State and the courts here atiend to the viola-
tion of the statutes of this State,

Third—A letter, same date,
from the same parties, to Hugh MoCulloch, Sece
retary of the Treasury. Fourth and ifth—Twe
loiters from Goorge McHenry, April 10, to the
Secretary of the Troasury. 'The ghbjects go
by these parties are: Firat, a cop¥ 3t the
tract between Erlanger & Co., of Parls, and the
Iate robel government of the so-called Confods
orate States, which, it is supposed, is in the
possession of our governmont, with other dogus
ments on the subjeot; and secondly, the oot
tonnnce or consont of the United States to cete
iain mew loans proposod to he ralsed in Enge
land, to the extent of £20,000,000, for the
development of our Southern Industry in cols
ton, tobaoco, &c. The English bondholders 1
the rabel cotton loan (some $13,000,000) :

that of their agent (MoHenry) is snoh as'te de=
serve consideration on the part of the goverms
meant of the United States.”

Thus, then, ends the speculation of thosa
English inveatments in that famoms rebel
cotton losn. Their thirteen milllons of dole
lars put into thls business have gons
up in s balloon. Erlanger & Oo., of
Parls, snd M. Erlanger’s hopetal «fatherdn-
law, Slidell, are supposed to have made &
good thing of it. Laird & Co., the shipbuilders
of the Alabams, Shenandoah, and those rebel
rams, got & good share of the money, but upon
the whole were losers, and the capture of Jelf
Davis spoiled their calculstions of mitlions of
profits. Rebel “Confederate ootlon™ at twelve
cents & pound, when it commanded from ffiy te
sixty in England, was a temptation which John
Bull could not resist, with the conviction thas
the Southern comfederacy was a suro thing.
Now we prosume tbat with the cool dismissal of
MoHenry the unfortunate Britishers will hardly
besltate to exchange those Tobel “Confoderate
cotton” loan bonds for Confederate scrip, sndl
this, no doubt, will siill be furnished them om
application by Erlanger & Co., or Jobn Slidell,
or, peradventure, by Juke Thompson or the
Hon, Ben. Wood.
