oooatlluie a very light burden, w>il|n the ease and econoanynlih which such a tax cau be collected strungly recommendit to the consideration ot tlie government as a
means of raising revenue. It is an open question
whether or not live cents per pound Is too heavy an impost,but the present tax baa elicited no complaint. If a
tea of live cenl* would obeck the cultivation of cotlou in
(he United States by making It unproOtablo, or if it bad

the pen which describes a country obtained by tlio statesmanlikeforesight of Jefferson, explored by tho humor ul
pioneers Lewis and Clurke, and now in process of developmentby that restless and dauntless body of irontiersmeuwho are the real champions of civilization.
