beon; but atill there was not a8 much of the cheering
fluid circulating na the needs of the community de-
manded, and there were a few gontlemen, who had not
provided s pocket-pistol on Baturday evoniog and had it
liquidly loaded, who wandered about in quest of some-
what to allay their thirst, after the manner of Phillip in
search of his father, or some other personage in search
of a wife. Tho final reeort of these peregrinaling
people was generally an eating house, where, after
consuming @& falr meal of the substantiale
and delicacies of the season, they wore parmitted to
order and partake of that which their poor stoviachs bad
#0 long been calling for.  The liquor bills of all the keep-
ors of restnuranis were Inst woek Increased from thiry
to fifty per cent in anticipation of this very aemand,
Late last night L was rather dificult for diners-out—
who were strnpgoly inereasod by tho astlon of the exeise
regulntions—to ebinln vietuals and drink in sulcient
quantitios.  Either the liquor cagks had beon too frecly
drawn upon aud became bankropt, or the larders had
suffered a collapse, and long before the usual hour the
wanry waiters and sleepy cashi had to close their la-
bors and retire to thelr respective homes. Hut the re-
ceipts wore jn proportion to the meals—liquid and solid—
which bad been dispenscd, and hence the proprietors
ware satisfied.

The great inerease in the numbor of restaursnts in the
oity Is readily observed even by o stranger, and they are
still putting up more signs, Those who never sold
a meal before pow ¢ell many, apd those who
sold much before mow sell more. This i the natural
resalt of Superintendent KEcunedg's construction of the
law. If asaloon kecper chance to have a hole or cor-
oor in his shop whore a few tables can Lo placed,
‘eavernd with a cloth, provided with a pewter castor and
4 few kulves and forks, spoons and dishes, he immedi-
atoly supyp the required led, puts up a fempo.
