Dout. xi 11., 14:."When thou art come
unto loo loud which the laird thy God givcth thee, aud
halt possess it an<l shalt dwell thorein, and shalt say,

'1 will set a king over me, like as all the nations that
are round about tne,' thou shalt in any wiso set him
k.ng over ttiee whom the Lord thy God shall choose."
The expression and sovereignty of tbo popular will are

admitted in tho change ol the form of government; and
as to the personal selection of the king, if God had not

>prossly ordered that they slioud receive that from
Ilim by Divine choice nud appointment, that also must
have been by sullrngc.the expression of the popular
Will And so with us. Having no appointment of our

ehief magistrate from God, it is God's arrangemsut that
the appo.ntment of the ruler be by the
uirVage, by the choice, or the people.

ernmeut refuses protection, affirming thai It >g the
prerogative ul State *o\oreigaly to exclude from suffrage
whomsoever it chooses. The general government thus
creates the Mate suvengnty supreiuco«vwr itself, aud
commits to ttie Suite# as a sovereign right of injustice
and of despotism its own powev of preteetion and of
lustico. It renounces the right M interference in behalf
ol its own oitizens, although lbr.-lr freedom lie taken away
nod a serfdom established in its slued, whl< h is so destructiveof the rights of human nature that our fathers
called it slavey, end rose u> armed r hellion rather than
endure it. At the very aauio time tito democracy totrich
thus denies the right of representation for our own citlituus,and forbids the government from interior*!; to

protect them, mils upon tho same government to interferewith armed force for the protection of foreigners,
and even of Americans caught hi tho act of attempting
the overthrow of u friendly government. Our government
can interfere to protect persons not ye naturalized I row
the oppression of a foreign power, but it cannel interfere
to protect the freedom oC its own native citizens from
whom it claims allegiance, when that freedom is taken
away and sovereign States trumple them down by millions
into tho slavery of caste. This ;S such .shameful abnegationof the power, and denial of tho purpose, for which
(iod has appointed governments on earth, it is fraud and
hyi>ocricy su impious towards Cod, and bo-cruel, oppressiveand demoralizing toward.) men, it is such u scheme
fur evading responsibility and obligation to God aud
justice, and setting up us tho rule and necessity of the
Slate the will and pleasure and class interests of a sot of
rebel# aud tyruuts, auuouuoiug and leaching sucli statcsmansnipus of religious obligation and author ty, that it
is evidently essential to the udvaucemcnt of Cod's kingdomii|hiu earth that it be destroyed. It is us essential
now as it was throe thousand years ago.

According to these men the hi hi of revolution a ainst
a bad government is from Cod, but the right of cltoos tig
and establishing a good government is not from God.
The maxim ltinl resistance to tyrants is obcdionco to God
is true religion.

It is tlio right of voting for it, the right ol representation
in it for the purpose mid from the necessity of sustaining
it. The right ot siillrugc for it is certanly as natural and
divine as the right ot resistance against it when It becomesMibverslvo and destructive both or God's governmentand man's interests and welfare. The right of suffrageIs equivalent to the right and duty of obedience.
Certainly the light and duty of sustaining a good tiling
by suffrage is as natural as the right of resisting a bad
thing by violence. The right of sutfrago is as natural ns
the right of self-defence. Tho right of suffrage is tho
right of solf'dclcnco by moral means, by peuceful means,
by means which will forever prevent and preclude tbo
necessity of resorttng to violence. The right of sulfra^e,
therefore, Is profouuder, deeper, more origlual, comprehensiveand unulloyod than any right of physical
defonco by ]>ower can be. It is not till the
right of sullrage.the moral right.be triod, or reject d
and destroyed, that the right of H'df-dolonce, and of vindicatingJustice by violence, by revolution, takes place.
As of old, tbo robbery of an opprossod race is against the
constitution as well as against God. The constiiution declaresthat llie people of the State shall elect representatives.The rebel democracy affirms Ibat not tbo people
of the Slate, hut only a ruling class shall elect representatives.Hy universal laws of inlcrprctniiiqi the constitutioncannot be interpreted as requiring or sanctioning
an Injustice or a wrong; and if such a thing were possible
it must be expressed in the clearest manner. If there
could be such a thing us the constitution permitting any
of the citizens to bo excommunicated, as not b ung a part
of the pmplc, it must appoint tho clan with the most
detinue ami unmisiaKatno precision, now wncn isic

constitution says that tho Houso of Representatives shall
be composed of members choecu every second year by
the people of the sevorul States, it does not say that
people with a colored skin are not tlio people. And if
any Stale ndertukes to disfranchise and oxconmuu.cate
tliut portion of the pooplo, it violatoi tho constitution.
Under the p.'ea of appointing qualification for electors,
the Stale might exclude all whiio persons of German and
Irish origin. Suppose that this were done In South
Carolina. Would the democracy regurd this as constitutional?Wo .Id this be permitted under the pica of
Slate sovereignty? Would the Unitod State sgovernincut
poruiil a : tate to denaturalize and disfranchise Irish and
Gorman citizens on the plea that the constitution provides
thai "tbe electors In each Stale shull have the qualificationsrequisite for electors of the most numerous branch
of the state legislature?'' Suppose that there were half
as many emigrants from Germany and Ir la id in South
Carolina as there are colored American citizens, and
that the State should deuirmino that among tho
quahIIcations of electors for Its Housi of Representativesthere should be tho eomlitiun of uot beng
eitbcr <d Irish or German oxtraction, v.ould that be
permitted* for a moment on the pretence of its
b'itig constitutional, a right of Stale sovereignty?
Would any Sinlo bo porniilted to wring out of tho pro\ision in the constitution givlny to tho electois of United
States representatives the same qualifications as of Slate
representatives the authority and right to disfranchise a
tnill on of Irishmen and Germans? No more can it bo
permitted to wring out of tho samo provision the rl^ht
to dial much isc a million of American citizens on account
of the color of tho skin. It would be to change that
article of tho constitution from a declaration of r.glils
into a bill of attainder. It would bo authorizing tbe
State to pa-:-, a bill of attainder, and making that bill
of supremo authority over the United States government,
compelling the United Stules to sustain the attainder of
the Slate against the citizens of their own government.
Tho application of that clause to the disfranchisement of
millions by tho color of tho skin makes a bill of attainder
without crime, ll nan noon argued Dy mo democracy in
Congress that the proposition to keep out the rebels for
only four year* from tho right of United statcimAm
ou account of lb ir treason Ik an attainder forbidden hy
the constitution.

A violation of trio Divine law, a perversion of Justice, ihe
administration of cruolty and oulrugo instead, not on a
passing generation merely, but, as lu tbo caso of slavorv
itself, ou posterity. Color doterminod by race and race
by color, and millions consecrated to insult ana injustice,
by means of tbot stigma, troin parents to children, genorationafter generation. And you can Imagine, In tbo
Intoxication of your white war dance arouod this gold,
en calf of com; remise, that Biuai's God will lot you
dauco on in prosperity. They say, "How doth God
know?"' This is our sovereignty. We have mado a po.liUcal contract that the States shall have supremo controlof suffrage, and who Is the Almighty that ho should
Interfere with state sovereignty! We kuow not
the Almighty, neither will we lot tbo colored ru.o
have the h 'liofit of tho white man's covurnmenL
The one upetiorily of tho form of government adopted
by our lathers above that of (ireut Britain was in the
unlvervadty of representation, a government based on
the right of Bulfhtge as belonging to all the people, and
not moroly to a ruling class. That la republicanism,' tho
right ol' manhood, of free agency, of por-amul conscience
anil accountability, the correlative of allegiance, the
safeguard of alleglauco from going Into dospoiisni. It is
the central law, the discovery of which and construction
of governments accordingly is as tho discovery of llio
law of gravitation, and tb adaptation of our philosophy
and practice accordingly; an tho discovery of tho emulationof tho blood, and the correspondent cortulnty and
progress iu tho art of medteine. Ail Intuitive inevitable
urgency and c(Torl of the human miud towards this law,
towards the obedience of society under it, and titer.)
never can he poaco till this harmony bo allainod, till
men's artificial political arrangements are brought Into
submissive correspondence with this demand and necessityof human nature under tbo controlling necessity of
government as ordained of God. The throes of empires,
revolutions, anarchies, desolations, destructions, are the
ollorls of humanity in Its bllndueas struggling towards
tho realisation of this undiscovered law, tbo a kuowledgmcntand enthronement of this primal right of tnao.
How giinplo ami bow plain is everything, and how cu.*ily
worked is all the machinery or government wlieu that
law is acknowledged aud obeyed, when every class and
every Individual possesses in that right and in tbi fundamentallaw securing it a power of self-protection aud defence;a right that, when uuivoisu), makes tlic
tutorusts of all the interests oi ouch, and the
inviolate secured rights of each tho Interest
and common bond and compulsion of ull.
It Is said to be an outrage to force aull'ragu upon the poople.Are your riahts or my rights forced upon the
peoplo of this Stale because the law compels you to respecttheui its your own V Because I as well as you am

permitted to hold property, and you cannot s'eal it from
me without tho peualty of tho law for that crime, is that
ttie forcing of tho right of projierty on mo statu or on
tho people? Colored persons are jicrmitted to hold property,and tho laws protect them iu it. Is that u forciug
of the right oi property on tho people of the stateV
When colored r erfions aro ncrmitied bv law to vote in
thLs Suuo on a freehold cousidorul.on, is that u foiling
of suffrage on tho people ? Because black laborers r«clvuwages for tholr lubor, Is that a forcing of lUo right
of wages on the people ? Because other persons arc not
prohibited by law from (ho right of buying a house and
holding it In fee simple as well as yours II, is that a

forcing of the right of purchase upon you or other householders,or on the people of the Staie? la thine eye evil
because I aiu good ? Because other classes as well as

your own enjoy the privileges of life and tho protection
of the constitution, are those privileges therefore to he
rogardod as tho oxcrCift' of despotism forced upon the
Suite t Becauso your nuighbors are permitted to enjoy
the same liberty of speecn and upiuion, of eating and
drinking ami believing and domestic arrangements Hint
you enjoy, is that the forcing of the rights ami privileges
ol freedom upon you ? Yet we have heard the propositionof suffrage as a possession of tho colored iace, describedby Utwatlan men, yea, ministers, as bring the
utijiist and oppressive eniorcement of sulfrage
on tho people of the Ktatc, the crammiug of
suffrage down their throats: Because you are

prevented from stealing from your neighbor that
is the cramming of honesty down your throat.
Men speak of thrusting or forcing negro suffrage upou an

unwilling State as if it wero some despotic, tyrannic violoncoput upon them. Hut who is forced? whose rights
are meddled Willi? The Roman Catholics might as well
complain of violence and force because Protestants aro

protected In the right to vote. Protestants might as well
say that Roman Catholic suffrage is a thing forced upon
tbo State, crammed down men's throats. Whose throats
aro seized? On whom Is any violence comm.Hod? l'ho
troublo Is that one class is not permitted to lord it over
another class. Suppose that the burglars in communityshould denounce a law giviDg to bankers and householdersthe right to protect their own prrrmrty and familiesagainst robbery, as being a violent ap>,region on tho
burglars' rights, 11 vtoleuro thrust upon tueut, a violation
of tholr liberties. The trouble is ili.it itigces are nut
permitted freely to oppose honest men by violence.
There are persona so strenuous for free I ado, that ihey
extend it in fioo trade in other people rights , ami
they liato protection to such a degree, that they declaim
against the protection ol block people from robbery and
s lavery as a despotism.

We recently saw the record of a scene in tho cars in

DaUlmoro, a colored woman onlering aud uono forbidding,none louktng offended, or surprised, or indignant;
on the contrary, men and womeu inviting her lo a seat
beside tlicm, moving to make convenient room for her.
What was tho secret of this wondrous courtesy? She had
a white babe in her arms; that was the talisman. Her
courteous reception was the testimony of tho supremacy
of the wlnto race. As a s-rvuut in the family of freedom,anil in homage to the white babo.for the sake of
the white babe; illustrating tho advice of l'losident Lincoln,that suflmgo might be gives to a few. iuasmuch as

tliuy might help to preserve the jewel or liberty in the
family of freedom. Though not of the family, ihoy
might be admi Ited into it for the sake ol defending tho
privileges uud rights of its aristocracy as the reigning
family of freedom. For tho sake of keeping the fee
simple in possession of tho family they might be admittedas tenants at will.

TUB 0BL1UAT1ONS OF STATESMANSHIP.
No admission of any right of suffrage In them; tho

tlio Civil Rights bill, leaving out the right of suffrage,
nml token iu connection with Colorado, is a product of
tlio Dred Scott decision; I ay, taken in OOMMCUOB With
simultaneous leg.station of Congress adui.ltuig Colorado
with tho word "white," excluding the colored rate from
representative Citizenship, thus positively leg slating
against, them in this particular, and so assuming tho
right to have legislated iu their favor had it pleaded.

having the op|K>rluntty offerod, unquestionable. nb-oluto,of giving the right to veto to tho colored inhabitants,the white representatives bavu deliberately taken
it from them, have voted away the right to vote in an

unrepresented clan. By cxerciso of a power which they
receive only from the votes of the reoplo they vote
away from a portion of (he people that right and
power of voting to which they owe all the r own

legitimate authority to veto at all. And this public robberytli y cxircise on tlio ground of the color of the
skin, as qualifying and dedgnuting a portion of the
people to bo thus dUfrancbis d anil robb od by
the people's ro|wvs nlaiives Thoy arc legislative
thieves.

and exclusive respect to persons by the color of the skin,
as the ground and method of legislation, as the rule of
practical wisdom snd reconstruction.in fact, the ultimateprinciple of statesmanship, the compass and helm,
chronometer and Bible of captain and mates. Ilavc tho
blacks in this country, under this government, any
rights that white men are bound to respect? It is not,
have thoy any rights? but, any that white men are
bound to respect, in cuse their own Inl rests are supposed
to stand in the way? Justice Taney never denied that
black men have rights, but only affirmed, as a principle
of Justice and practical legislation, that they wore not
equal to the white men's, but must give way if the white
men pleased, or if white men's rights and black men's

*ratue in competition. If white men chose to enslave
black men, then blacks bad no right to freedom. And
white men alone most determine every question of
rights, not the blacks. Tbo whole government must be
In their hands, with supremo reierence to their own
interests, and if those interests, in the Judgment of the
whites, should require the taking away of the rights of
the blacks, then in all those respects the Macks have no
rights that while men are bound to respect. Since the
admission of Colorado this Is our national legislation.

For Instance, men were led Into It by
tboeeby whom they were surrounded and for whom they
entertained feelings of love and respect, but tbe real
heart and soul of religion enabled a man lo go alone and
think for himself and not allow others to think fur him.
The reverend gentleman also referred to religion of
form, and dwelt forcibly upon the hollnwnw-s or hypocrisyof men who outwardly would observe Ihe Halihetb
most rigidly and oppress Hie poor dur ng Ihe remainder
of the week. Hucu condu< I was unchristian, such religionmerely a form. He also said that there was a great
deal of that religion of form lit Mexico. With ite magnificenttemples and churches Iher* sa* rtlll an absence
of true religion, and WWMMSaUy the country waa
downtrodden and oppressed.the victim of every unliulyand vile foot that might choose to tread up n her soil.
