The Administration, Congress, General
Grant and the Next Presidency.

There Is a hitch belween Congress and the
administration. Reconstrastion is the dificulty.
The President has adopted his plan, which is
denonnced by Congress, and Congress has pro-
olnimed its plan, which Is opposed by the Presi-
dent. There is an “irrepressible conflict” be-
tween the two depariments, and yet the recon-

struction scheme of Congress inall iis essential
foatures is but a rebash of the scheme of the
administration.

After sitting for five months npon & nest full

of all soris of reconstruction eggs, good and
bad, white, black, blue and speckled, the joint
Committee of Fifleen have halched ont the small
brood of chickens over which the Sennte is
now clucking. And what are they? Thoy em-
brace a constitntional amendment declaring,
first, in bebalf of all citizens of all races the
eqnal protection of the laws. This is a super-
fluons enfeguard, or the Civil Rights bill isa
mockery. Sccondly, where suffrage s restricted
on account of race or color the enumeration of
the people for Congreasional represeniation
shall be proportionately reduced. This is, suh-
stantially, the amendmeni suggesied months
ago by President Johnson. Thirdly, that
peither the United States nor any State shall
pay or assume any debls of the rebellion, nor
any claim for emancipated slaves. All this has
been provided for in the acinal reorganization
of the Inte rebel Stales under the President’s
instructions. The plan of Congress, by Bill,
further provides to exclude from all federal
offices certain classes of leading and active par-
ticipants in the rebellion, n provision which is
also based npon the administration policy.

Thus far, then, the plan of Congreas is bot a
clumsy revamping and balf-soling of the Prosi-
dent’s plan. The point of divergence Is the
third section of the jolnt committee’s amend-
ment, which proposes to disfranchise till the
4th of July, 1870, all persons concerned in giv-
ing voluntary aid and comfort to the late re-
bellion. Strangely enough, (oo, this proposi-
tion passed the House against a majorily the
other way. But how?! The answer to this
question solves the whole case. There
are three factions in Congress—the mdi-
eal republicans, the moderate republicans
and the copperbeads. The radical fmction
and the copperhead faction are ench operating
on an Independent tack for the next Presidency.
The moderndoes, or third faction, are cutiing
in and oul for the spoils of the present ad-
ministration, but at every blast of the party
trumpet of ~Btevens they fall into the wake of
the radicals. Mr. Raymond ls a specimen
brick of these so-called conservatives. Moat

am ong the opponents of this afore-
said third section in the House, his adhesion to
it in his vote, under the whip of Stevens, was
the most promineat feature In the day's pro-
ceeding.

It is the next Presidency thet has dlvided
this Congress into (hese three wrangling
factions—the next Presidency and the spolls of
the present sdministration, But if we can
seitle now, ma we think we ean, this question
of the next Presidency,we are satisfied that
Congress will find it easy work to fall in fairly
with Prosident Johnson's Southern poliecy. He
has declared that he ia not = enndidate for
another term, and we belleve him. Mo 1« not,
therefore, engineering for another election.
The sopperheads are nolay in their admiration
of him: but who imagines ihat they dream of
making him thelr candidate? The moderate
republicans go wilh the adminlstcation for the

soldiers. Convention or mo eonvention, he is
good for the solid vote of the Northern States
and for aome of the Southern States. No divis-
ions or reconstructions of parties or States can
touch him, hecanse he is the champion and the
candidate of the great Union party of the war.
The case is very simple. This party owes to
General Grant & heavy debt. If they cannot
pay It they intend to recognize it by his elec-
tion to the White House in 1868, and because
they know that he is the man for the place,
especially in the reconstruction of our foreign
relations, which will then be the main work in
band.

Accordingly, leaving the copperheads out
of the question, the inquiry recurs what
have the radicals to galn . from their
presznt factious opposition to President
Johnson and his polley, or what have
they to lose by supporting him when the
public sentiment of the whole country is in
favor. of his plan of reconstruction, and when

it In order to earry his additional restrictions?
Why all this sapping and mining for the next
Presidency, when that affair is » foregone con-
clusion? It isa radical blunder to be hedg-
ing and dilching against Andrew Johneon as &
Presldentinl candidate. Common sense, as well
88 common justice, should teach this Congress
to abandon its factions absurdities and all such
stultifications as that third section and that
Colorado bill, and to deal honesily with an
honest and consistent administration.

The Freedmen's Buream and Gemersl
Howard's Explanation.

We publjsh to-lay & fr }lgnr Gene-
ral 3_%‘? Ill":nwni, é‘nmm oill‘aor e Freed-
men's Burean, in which that officer atiempta an
explanation in regard to charges made ahout
the workings of the Burcaun in the Southern
States. We nlso give a letier from Assistant
Commissioner Whitilesey, in charge of the
Freedman’s Bureaun in Raleigh, North Carolina,
in which he acknowledges the fict that a freed-
man was brutally shot by one of the allachés
of the Bureau; bui neglects to say any-
thing about other charges preferred in
the report of Generals Steedman and Fuller-
ton. It will be seen that Genoral Howard
admits one of the main accusalions; that is,
that the chief und subordinate and representa-
fives of the Bureanu in certain localitics were
“ running plantations” and farnishing rations to
their negro hands at government expense, for
their own personal benefit. Nor dobes he deny
or explain the charge that the same officers
were hartering away the services of the freed
negroes and allowing them to bo sent awny
from home associntions and separated from
family tles, under circumatances of as much
cruelty as ever charnclerized similar ncts on
the part of the lale rebellions sluveholders,
The Commissioner, when he refors to the high
personal eharacter of a Rev. Horace James, one
of the managers of the Burean in a Southern
Siale, neglects to mention another reverend
gentleman, & Rev. Mr. Fiiz, also a bvsean -
perintendent, whose inbuman conduet toward
the poor blacks under his charge is enly ri-
valled by the Andersonville atrocities. He en-
tircly ignores the existence of the specific
charges of sorruption, malfensance and cruclty
alloged in the report of Generals Steedman
and Fullerton, and dismisses the whole report
under the sweeping declaration that the friends
of the Br-eau may rest assnred that every
shadow of acensation of complicity in crime on
thepart of the officers of the Bureau in North
Carolina  “is utterly withont foundation.”
Generals Stecdman and Fullerton are men of
honor; they bear a military reputation beyond

reproach, and no wsoldier can ever do
so agninsl whom a charge of a wil-
ful want of veoracily can fairly rest.

General Howard Is surely committing a breach
of military etiqnetic when he makes a publie
staterment of this kind against ofcers who
wpeak from a knowledge of facts obiained on
the apot, while the Commissioner himself is de-
Tivering sympathizing speeches to negroes in
this city, far from the scene of operations. The
General says nothing about General Ely, of the
Bureau, running five plantations in South Caro-
lina at government expense—an interesting
fact that is just being veniilated. In short,
General Howard seems to bave adopled the
plan of the radical newspapers, and by raising
a bue and cry about Generals Sieedman and
Fullerton confining their investigations to the
opponents of the institution as far as they have
gone, to screen the misdeeds of those into
whose hands the administration of the concerns
of the Buresu in the SBouthern States is In-
trusted.

The whole system is & bad one badly man-
aged. It reminds ua of the times when Warren
Hastings waa the British Governor General In
Indin. History tells us that Hastings was un-
scrupulous and cruel, but resolute. He depopu-
lated whole districts by his exactions and com-
mitted nots of sigoal injustice. But, like the
radlenls in Congress, snccess followed him. He
defented opposition 1o his councll, overawed
the minority, refused to obey the orders of the
Board of Directors of ihe East India Company,
and was denied the support of the home gov

The Evils of the Natlonal Banks and
Mismanagement of Government Wi-
nances.

The rottenness of the Merchants' National
Bank at Washington ought to arouse the peo-
ple to a consciousness of the evils of this na-
tional bank system. There have been some
failures before, but this is the worst of any.
We may very justly demounce the men who
have been concern'd in these fallures, and
those who have been guilty of such gross mis-
management of other people’s money. In this
last case of the Merchants’ National Banlk there
secms to be good ground for & criminal prose-
cution; and it is to be hoped tbai, if the gov-
ernment can reach any of the parties in this
way, they may be arrested and tried forthwith.
The managers of the bank, Bayne & Co., Pey-
master Paulding, and every one concerned in
this infamous tramsaciion, should certainly be
overhanled without gloves, But it is not this
particnlar case that concerns us so much as It
is the whole rotten system of national banks.
They are & spare for confiding depositors
and a fraud upon the country. We have been
endeavoring to make the people understand
thig for some time past, and now we think their
stention will be aroused. - There are undoubt-
edly many sound banks, and particularly in
this city, organized under the National Bank
sot, but this is not because they are national
banks. They were sound before as old banks,
and afé otnd independent of their existence
ag national banks. But throughout the country
the now system gives facilitles for tho wildest
speculation and swindling. !
These national banks have not been long
in existence and have greater advaniages
than banks ever had before both to prescrve
their credit and make money; yet we see
by the late failures that they may be as
rotten as the worst wildeat banks. The peo-
ple have been disposed to regard them as safe
as the Sub-Treasury itself because they are
called national banks, and bave no doubt
trusted them with deposits o a very great
extent on that account. It ls seen by this last
failure that an agent of ihe government placed
a very large sum in the hands of one of
them and lost it. Others may do the same.
We cauiion the public not to be too conilding.
The bonds deposited as security for their cir-
culation are no secunity for deposits. Itis the
duty of the government to protect the people
in this respect, especially a8 the banks bhave
heen given s sort of national character by the
legislation of Congress. If there be any law in
existence by which these instiiutions can be
overbanled they ought to be thoroughly ven-
tilated at once. If there be not such a law
Congress oughi to pass one immedintely, Let
all their iransactions be exhiblted to the publie
at short und regnlar intervals, and let the gov-
eroment have an inspecting and supervisory
power over them. The sooner they are put out
of existence the better; but while they exist
uader the authority of the general government
it is the imperative duty of the government to
sue that the people be not swindled by them,
for they have been brought into existence by
and in the name of the governmeni, and the
p2ople trust them on that account.

1t may require o little time to remodel our
banking sysiem, but the process ought to be
commenced at once, The present nalional
bank system hes not yet got #o deeply rooted
as lo create much disarrangement in eradicat
ing it. Lot the monsirous evil be uprooted,
then, before it acquires too much power.
bas all the elements for becoming more power-
ful and dangerous than the old National Bank.
Cougress ought, therefore, during the present
seasion to repeal the act creating the national
banks. It ought to provide for the withdrawal
of thelr circuiation and substituting for that ils
own legal tender greenbacks, which would bea
fur more desirable and sounder currency. The

the national bank ocurrency, wonld buy up or
retire the lnterost paying bonds now deposited
by the national banks as security for their elr-
culation, and save from fifteen to twenty mil-
lions of dollars & year to the country.

without a parallel in modern times. The men
who make the laws upon such matters, and the
Treasury officials who make regulations re-
garding them, bave the crudest notions. All
they do scems to be for the benefit of the
bankers, or a moneyed monopoly. They act
a8 if they were the agents of the banks and
capitalists and not the servants of the public.
They have but one idea, that of banking for
the profit of individusls. They cannot divest
their minds of counting-house notions when
managing great questions of national finance
and ourrency. Yet, strange to say, If they
were to net upon the- same prinoiple as man-
agers of banks as they do in acting for the
government, they would soom ruin the bpsi-
ness committed to their bands.

Itisreported that thefive per cent interest that
bas been allowed on deposits is to be reduced to
four per cent, This may be very well; and we
do not see why the governmeni need pay in-
terest on anything except the debt and actual
loans. The amount of money deposited in the
Treaeury by individuals is of little if any ad-
vantage to the government, while it may be
» great convenience to the depositors. Il is
worth something to have one’s money in such
a perfectly secure place; and the certificates
of deposit, being made transferable, are very
convenient in trade, saving the trouble and
expense the fransfor of specle would in-
volve. The government does motneed ihis
money if the Treasury Depariment be properly
managed ; then why pay interest for it? The
benefit is all on the side of those who make
the deposita for their own convenience. Banks
pay an interest on permanent deposits, or on
such ns can only be drawn out within a given
period, because they use the money in business
and make o profit gut of it; but the govern-
ment d06a not use the money in that way, and
does not need it at all. To pay these deposi-
tors interest, therefore, seems unreasonable.
It is in keeping with our general crude an
defective system of financial management.

DivoroiNg BY REFEREERS AND STAR CHAMBER
Decrers.—The process of divorcing married
parties by decision of referees and special de-
crecs of courts in chambers is becoming so
frequent as to involve a serlous question as to
the propriety of this mode of separating man
and wife and its moral effect upon the commmu-
nity. A few days since we had the case of Tilt
versus Tilt in chambers, in which the defend-
ant hushand alleges that the plaintiff wife is
urged through the influences of spiritualism to
seek a divorce. The parties are wealthy, and
supposed to be respeciable, the defendant
being charged with receiving an annual income
amounting to from thirty to thirty-five thou-
sand dollars—a sufficient amonnt, in most
cnses, to secure the stamp of “respectabllity.”
This case has thus far been heard only in
chambers, principally by aflidavits, the com-
plaining and defending parties both being heard
through counsel. The case has now assumed o
shape in which the Judge (Barnard) has con-
cluded to set it down for some early day, to be
beard in open court. Some months ago a
female spiritualist lecturer, who was making o
great deal of money, got rid of her hushand
through a star chamber decree in Brooklyn.
One of our courts in chambers has now on
hand the case of Saxton versus Saxton, in
which an effort Is made to deprive a minister
of the gospel of his better or worser half by s
decision of referces, without the defendant
having had a particle of intimation that such
an action was, going onm, other thanm what
he ascertained through the law reporis of
newspaper.
