War in Enrope=Hevival of the Imperial
Game of Najpoleon the Great.

The little speech of Napoleon at Auxerre has
startled the listening nations of Europe. They
will aocept it as the signal of another imperial
crusade of the armies of France. He has played
his part as the champlon of peace, and now, as
the living embodiment of war,

Red battle stamps his foot, and nations feel the shock.

History repeats itself. The restoration of the
empire in France under Napoleon the Third
means the revival of the imperial gnme of Na-
poleon the First. As the Julius Cmsar of the
nineteenth century Louis Napoleon may be
contemplating the empire of Augustus; but it
is more probable that with Russia be meditates
another division of Earope between an Eastern
and Weslern empire. Since the fifth century of
the Christian ern, when the Western empire of
Rome came to an end and the monarchy of
Franee was founded, there have been several
attempls to re-establish an Empire of the West,

In the year 800 guch an empire was proclaimed
by Charlemagne, who was crowned at Rome by
the Pope, as King of Italy, Germany and Franee,
But six years Iater this empire of the great
Charles disspponsed with U irisiop betwenn
his three ons, In any event its malntenance
in that day was impossible from the barbarous
and turbulent condition of the various warlike
divisions, tribes and races of the continent.

In the latter half of the eleventh century the
Pope himself—Alexander IL—claimed supreme
temporal and spiritusl dominion over all the
Christian  States; but a few years later, in an
attempt to exercise this aathority, his successor,
Gregory VIL, was expelled by Hemry IV, of
Germany and died in exile. Charles V, of
Spain and Germany for a time esiablished o
dominant Western empire, but was finally
driven to a clolster by Luther and the Reforma-
tion. Napoleon the First, after his subjugation
of the continent west of Russia and Turkey, fell
at Iast under the coalitions bought by the gold
of England; but in exchange for 8t Helens he
left to England his legacy of ber present na-
tional debt, thus binding her hand and foot
under Napoleon the Third.

“Within fifty years,” said the Napoleon of 8,
Helenn, “all Europe will be republican or Cos-
sack.” He doubtless meant that the continent
would be governed by the decrees issued from
Parls or 8t Petersburg. But the Cossack of
that day has sbnee been bronght within the
pale of modern civilization, and the power of

diverted to the eastward. Ruossia and Turkey
are hoth arming for war; but neither appears
io be in any way connected with the complies-
tions of the Western Powers, 1t is thus apparent
that the game for dominfon in this impending
conflict will be for » division of Europe between
France and Ruossin.

not interfere, but will reserve her strength
until a series of decisive blows can be delivered
upon Austris. Italy, the youngest and most
adventurons of the combatants, may shed
the first blood in Venctia and thus force the
quarrel to an lssue, Austria and Prossia, if
left to themselves, might go on diplomatizing
and bluslering and massing iroops for another
year. The Germans are proverbially slow
and argue the mattter in every possible lighi
before they hegin to fight, although they fight
very determinedly and even desperately when
they once begin. Bat in young Italy we have
an altogether different combatank  Ardent,
enthusiastic, impetnous, hating Anstria bitterly,
and sincerely in earnest in the desire to secure
Venetia, Ialy wastes no time in diplomatic
correspondence, but immediately invesis King
Vietor Emanuel with war powers and
sends the gallant Garibaldi to the ficld. If
Napoleon does not encourage this impetaosity
be at least does nothing to cheek i, The
crisis for which be bas been walling so long
and so patiently has at length orrived. He
sees an opportunity 1o gratity the French
people’s love of glory, to rectify the fronticrs
of France, to trample upon the edetested
treaties of 1815, to withdraw his troops from
Mexico, to win a martinl fame and to estal-
lish that great Western empire of which®
all the great Emperors of Europe have
dreamed.  And  yet, by a singular coingi-
denee of clrcllmu?nm, this opportunity is &
prtfecily Safe one, will cost ihe French
treasury comparatively litde and may not

even require  the snorifice of a single
Freneh  soldier. Evints seem to  buve
conspired in Napoleon's fuvor, as they

conspired agalnst his uncle.  England, who
mighi bave been a most dangerous ruemyf
is bound to remain neutrsl, aud eannot even
give Austrin a moral support.  Russia hag
peojects which look 1o the establishment of an
Enstern empire, and which will be rather as
sisted than thwarted by the eourse of Franee,
The United States. satisfied to huve the French
Jenve Mexico, ie rather gratified than otherwise
that Napoleon bas found & good excuse for bis
withdrawal. The leading Powers of the world
will, therefore, stand quietly by while Napo-
leon prosecutes his schemes, and there is no
danger of any allisnce against him outside of
Germany.

From his headquarters at Paris Napoleon
will direct the movements of the armies of
Pruseia, Italy and France, as General Grant
directed bis corps under Eherman, Thomas
and Sheridan. We may expect to see a
war closely resembling onr own in the extent
of territory which it ocenples: in the harmond-
oue operations of different armics direeted by
a vingle mind ; in the perfection of the mate-
rial employed: in the ntilization of ralironds
nnd tbe telegraph; in the heavy losses upon
hoth sides, and in the stubborn eharacter of the
fighting.

In the European war, also, there
will be no such incentive, no such battle-cry,
no such glorions motive as that which nerved
our soldiers to superhumnn exploita, Bul all
that one general can learn from a cureful study
of the campaigns of another Napoleon has
learned from Grant. He has anxiously imi-
tated o]l the improvements which we have
made in our weapons, our tactics and our
transportation of troops and supplies. He
will conduct this war upon the American sys-
tem, because it is the best ; and if Austria was
no mateh for him during the Italian campaign,
when his military ideas were comparatively
undeveloped, it is quite unlikely that be will
find the Austrian generals competent to cope
with him now tbat he bas had the advantage
of all onr experience, experiments and suc-
cesses,

Laout on e MExican Muppre.—The extra-
ordinary evenis now transpiring In Europe,
which foreshadow a genersd war, will throw a
calcium light on the Mexican muddle. Aus-
trls, Prussia and Italy will soon have their
hands full of tronble. Nothing thatcan now be
foreseen is likely to occur to avert the catas-
trophe that is about to involve Europe in hos-
tilities, and there is no telling how far neutrality
can be observed by any nation. England, in-
deed, through the mouth of her Foreign Secre-
tary, has declared for non-interference; yet if
she untertakes to maintain that position after
her shameful treatment of Denmark in the
Schleswig-Holstein difficulty she will inovita-
bly imperil her rank as a great nation. Louls
Napoleon, in his Auxerre speech, has thrown
out a significant hint as to the probable course
of France. It can hardly be expected that the
coming conflict will be confined to Austria,
Prussin and Italy, Coincident circumstances
will most likely drag France into the scrape,
and it is exceedingly doubtful whether, in the
progress of events, England will be able to pre-
serve neutrality. |

In any case Maximilian’s affairs in Mexico
must undergo a very serlous change. The first
gun of the European war will be the signal for
him to pack up his trunks and return home to
look after Miramar and the concerns of his
fumily in Austrin. The house of Hapeburg
will need all his attention, for there are deoper
interests at stake in Amnstria than in Mexico.
This war, then, will throw a bright flood of
light upon the foggy atmosphere of Mexican
politics, and probably bring an easy solution
to the present riddle in that quarter. We are
sorry for Muximilian, for he is a most excel-
lent gentleman—courteous, uccomplished and
liberal in the disposition of the privy purse ;
but the fact is that he is too good a man to be
o ruler over the disorganized Mexican people
and could never manage them to his satisfac-
tion. A mild and cultivated gentleman like
Maximilian would never suit them. They want
a stern master over them; say such a crusty
old hero as Santa Anna. The state of affairs
In Mexico, however, will be radically changed
by the approaching war in Europe, which will
do more to setlle the guestion than all Mr.
Seward's diplomacy or the protests of our
Minister in Austria against raising volunteers
to aid the Mexican Emperor, which, we are
told, bad the effect of disbanding several com-
panies ruised for that purpose.
